94th Council

Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Pres. Bodish.  In attendance were Burker, Groller, Leiner, Recker, Royer and Sodl.  Mayor Bundra and Solicitor Preston were also present.  Pres. Bodish led pledge of allegiance.
Minutes from regular meeting of May 14, 2013 were approved as presented to council by secretary – carried. 
Hearing of persons present: 
Chetan, 915 Chestnut St., owns Coplay Convenience Store located in old J&R’s Market building paid $2,700.00 in permits to Lehigh Valley Inspection Service, now moving across street to 910 Chestnut Street, other half of Chris’s Restaurant, receiving additional permit fees in amount of $900.00.  Solicitor suggests obtaining copy of fee schedule from Lehigh Valley Inspection Service as it is public information, since business is now in separate building LVIS could potentially charge additional fees.  Chetan stated being charged for same business twice.  Pres. Bodish stated being charged again due to building change, charge is not specifically for business.  Solicitor added could take to Board of Appeals for review.  

Mel Procanyn, 7 S 8th St., questioned motion re: CWSA easement, where is easement located.  Royer responded North of IRT near American Club property.  Mr. Procanyn questioned Cottone easement, where is this.  Pres. Bodish responded Ruch and Chestnut Streets at Paulie’s Restaurant for storm sewer project.  Mr. Procanyn stated motion to extend drawdown on loan, realizes numbers of what was used were given at workshop could those be restated.  Groller stated used total of approximately $700,000.00, with $650,000.00 outstanding principal currently due and an additional $195,000.00 available to drawdown, total initial loaned amount of $1,769,000.00 not utilized and loan was renegotiated for interest rate and total amount closer to $900,000.00.
Reading of correspondence: 
Natalie Reichl re: resignation from Coplay Library Board.

Janet Eisenhauer re: appointment to Coplay Library Board.  
Cub Scout Pack 32 re: use of Pavilion on August 15, 2013 at no fee.
Mayor Bundra stated report given at workshop meeting.  Additional information, met with workers compensation insurer representative today, pleased with implemented safety programs and gave additional suggestions.  Encourages all to attend “Relay For Life” at Whitehall High School on Saturday, June 22nd. 
Solicitor Preston reported easement motions on agenda for CWSA and storm sewer project are self-explanatory.  Giant has agreed to convey, at borough’s cost, property to create downtown civic plaza.  Will begin with preparation of agreement to that effect submitted to Giant for their signatures, once signed will move forward to change deed.  Sodl questioned time period involved.  Solicitor responded at least 90 days, must go through Giant corporate which takes time.  Sodl questioned if Planning Commission could begin preliminary plans for plaza.  Solicitor responded as long as nothing done, just plans, no reason not to begin moving forward.
Engineer was absent, no report.  
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Sodl read May, 2013 health report, 12 new complaints with 15 ongoing and 19 resolved during month.  Questioned if more can be done for those who are repeat offenders, allowing their grass to grow beyond 6” time after time and year after year.  Leiner remarked code enforcement officer should proactively check on properties, tagging them immediately, not waiting until neighbor or someone else complains, ordinance already includes putting lien on property if borough employees must cut grass, should be utilizing that consequence.  Pres. Bodish requested discussion on same go through committee to come back to all of council for discussion and suggestions.  
Royer reported will be upgrading 4 windows in BCO office and removing/enclosing remaining windows at cost of $3,700.00.  Committee also considering removal of additional windows on second floor as unnecessary and if staying in building, must replace roof shortly and boiler eventually.  Received cost for door replacement at fire building will be reviewing.  
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Recker questioned situation with Zumba instructor utilizing gym, not paying for same, what is cost to rent gym and is there an agreement signed to rent same.  Secretary stated Zumba did sign agreement which included normal rental rate of $25.00 per hour.  Recker questioned who determines fee.  Secretary responded approved yearly by council in fee schedule.  Royer stated letter being sent to request payment for all uses, if not received card will be revoked and turned off by alarm company.  At this time Recker stated had no report, however read letter of resignation from borough council effective June 30, 2013, thanking council for working together to improve community, unfortunately has purchased home in Whitehall Township and will no longer be a borough resident.  Leiner stated appreciates service to community.  
Groller reported normal operations in finance, nothing further beyond report provided at workshop meeting.  
Bodish reported normal operations, sanitation driver and workers continue to review and record as necessary any properties with excess garbage.  Spoke with BCO Helman who will prepare curb and sidewalk notices for those residences along Ruch and Cherry Streets which will be paved next year.  143 tires were collected at May tire drop off event.  In response to information stated by Mrs. Miller at workshop meeting, determined numbers she stated were from September 30, 2009 and only reported by Mrs. Miller at November workshop, additional $4,800 in expenses recorded from October 1 to December 31, 2009 accounting for difference.  Also, according to information provided to borough office by pool manager Wedge at close of 2012 pool season only 8 hot dogs remained.  Sodl stated thank you for that information, was confident in numbers received from office and committed to fixing the problem.  Bodish questioned Solicitor re: resignation of Recker, motion now or next meeting.  Solicitor suggests motion to accept at this meeting with June 30, 2013 effective date.  Secretary prepared additional motions, questioned what dates members would like vacancy advertised, first Whitehall-Coplay Press date available for advertisement would be June 20, 2013.  Members agreed to advertise and accept applications from June 20, 2013 until next workshop meeting on July 2, 2013 at 3 pm.
Unfinished Business:  None.

Motion by Groller, second by Recker to approve resignation of Natalie Reichl from Coplay Library Board effective immediately – carried.  
Motion by Leiner, second by Royer to approve appointment of Janet Eisenhauer to Coplay Library Board for term ending 12/31/2014 - carried.
Motion by Royer, second by Burker to approve use of pavilion by Cub Scout Pack 32 on August 15, 2013 for annual Rain Gutter Regatta at no fee – carried.
Motion by Sodl, second by Burker to lease pool concession stand to Milander’s Market for the 2013 pool season – at this time Leiner questioned if agreement prepared.  Solicitor responded agreement prepared using standard wording and information discussed by council at workshop meeting.  No further questions – motion carried.
Motion by Groller, second by Recker to extend drawdown terms for Capital Projects Loan an additional two years until July, 2015 – carried.
Motion by Sodl, second by Burker to authorize the solicitor to take whatever actions are needed to establish the “Coplay Borough Downtown Civic Plaza” as described in the Coplay Borough Comprehensive Plan, which actions may include a title search and the preparation/recording of a deed – carried.
Motion by Leiner, second by Royer to approve the permanent deed of easement and right-of-way between Coplay Borough and Coplay-Whitehall Sewer Authority as shown on Subdivision Plan entitled Final Subdivision Plan David V. Scheuermann Lot#4 - carried.

Motion by Groller, second by Burker to approve a Storm Sewer Easement Agreement between Paul M. Cottone and Coplay Borough – carried.

Motion by Groller, second by Sodl to approve a Temporary Construction Easement Agreement between Paul M. Cottone and Coplay Borough - carried.
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Motion by Leiner, second by Royer to accept resignation of Matthew Recker from Coplay Borough Council effective as of June 30, 2013 – carried.  
Motion by Groller, second by Leiner to authorize Secretary to advertise to accept letters of interest for vacancy on borough council from June 20 – July 2, 2013 at 3 pm – carried.
Motion by Burker, second by Sodl to approve police, fire, health and building inspector reports – carried.

Motion by Groller, second by Burker to accept treasurer Sandra Gyecsek’s report for May, 2013 as presented to council – carried.
