94th Council

Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Pres. Bodish.  In attendance were Groller, Leiner, Recker, and Royer.  Mayor Bundra and Solicitor Pereira were also present.  Mann and Mazur were absent.  Pres. Bodish led pledge of allegiance.
Minutes from regular meeting of May 8, 2012 were approved as presented to council by secretary – carried.  
Hearing of persons present: 
Steve Smith, 48 N 5th St., re: question asked at workshop meeting if work done at residence would he be allowed to bring in his own inspector, not use Mr. Helman.  Pres. Bodish responded this was discussed with solicitor, he must use borough appointed inspector of Helman or Lehigh Valley Inspection Service.  Mr. Smith stated brought to his attention by business person that Helman made comments, pointing at Miller’s house, my house and Sodl’s house that if we went for permits there would be a problem, asking in this situation if he could go with different inspector.  Solicitor Pereira explained when borough approved UCC they identified who would be responsible for inspections and Helman was appointed as Building Code Official.  Mr. Smith questioned who went to lawyer’s office on Chestnut Street to inspect.  Pres. Bodish responded that property is commercial and would be inspected by Lehigh Valley Inspection Service.  Pres. Bodish at this time questioned Helman as to truth of statement by Mr. Smith regarding specific residences.  Mr. Helman responded no.  Pres. Bodish questioned Mr. Smith if Helman stated to him.  Mr. Smith responded no, heard from someone else.  Pres. Bodish responded that is then hearsay.  Mr. Smith questioned how long Helman is appointed to that position.  Solicitor Pereira responded it is at council’s discretion, not annual reappointment, could be changed at any time.  Mr. Smith stated re: off street parking passed by council per developer proposal, however permit was denied.  Solicitor Pereira stated council has already discussed this matter.  Pres. Bodish stated off street parking being worked on, will take some time, nothing will be resolved immediately but to be worked on over next few months.
Anne Killeen, 32 S 4th St., saw in paper we will only lose $5,000 from Allentown NIZ earned income tax issue.  Mr. Groller responded that is incorrect, amount is less, should be about $700/quarter or $2,800 per year.  Ms. Killeen continued, requested executive session at workshop, somewhat sensitive, bringing up names, denied to await solicitor opinion.  Pres. Bodish stated not able to allow discussion in executive session.  Ms. Killeen stated if questions on borough policy should attend meeting and bring out in open.  Pres. Bodish stated could speak with individual council member or council president or committee chair.  Ms. Killeen stated will just bring up, re: bamboo place on Center Street, cannot believe how bad back yard looks.  Did you research bamboo growth to try to alleviate problem, you should.  Mr. Recker questioned which property are we talking about.  Mr. Leiner responded 1102 Center Street.  Ms. Killeen continued, commend everything that has been done, showed pictures from June 4, if this was next door to her would not be happy, ordinances are in place for 6” high grass, but what about once cut, still not maintained, also rain gutter shows some type of vegetation.  Mr. Leiner reviewed pictures, stating all high grass was cut but piles of bamboo still around waiting to be cut up and put out for collection, requests she go past house again and take additional pictures as there has been marked improvement.  Ms. Killeen stated other municipalities have passed laws on growing bamboo.  Also, specific time period needed to get work completed, not ongoing forever and could pass laws about growing bamboo.   
Reading of correspondence:  

Kevin Armbruster re: reappointment to Coplay Board of Appeals.
Coplay Lioness club re: permission to plant tree to front of Library building.
Wilbur E. Hill subdivision plan re: extension.    
Mayor Bundra stated gave report at workshop meeting, additions to report are attended CFC meeting they are very impressed with improved lighting and thanked borough employees for work on this project.  Public works employees held safety meeting this date on lightning safety and next joint safety committee meeting is scheduled for June 20.  IRT report, rapid growth along trail with rain, thanked Mr. Royer and Dale Donovan for help in clearing growth at last work party.  
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Solicitor Pereira following up on correspondence from Attorney Farole, Mr. Hill has requested extension of the subdivision and land development agreement, the developer is given one year to complete all improvements in the plan which is set to expire June 15.  They have requested extension of six months to resolve issues with parking and it also keeps their bond open for additional six months and keeps funds set aside for borough to complete improvements if not completed by developer.  Pres. Bodish questioned amount of bond.  Solicitor Pereira responded amount of bond is $11,790.00.  
Engineer was absent, no report.  
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Royer reported normal operations in streets department, public works employees have completed pool preparations and will begin streets projects.                            
Recker had nothing new to report at this time.  

Mazur was absent, no report.  
Groller reported finance committee recommending council approval of note for 38 South 4th Street, reducing the interest rate, and also support the one year extension of the drawdown period for  general obligation note with no fees.
Leiner reported nothing on insurance, read May, 2012 health and code enforcement report, 5 health inspections were completed, and 21 new code enforcement complaints with 7 ongoing.  Tremendous progress has been made at the 1102 Center Street property, should be completed in short order.  
Mann was absent, no report.  
Bodish reported sanitation and recycling normal operations.  We will be changing our electronics recycler to FreeCycle over on Roble Road in Allentown.  Residents can take things over themselves instead of waiting for our monthly pickup, and there is no charge unlike previous recycler who charged $22 for televisions and $1 for monitors.  Mr. Royer questioned if there are charges for items with freon.  Pres. Bodish responded yes, there is a charge for items with freon.  Regarding newsletter, at this time we will not be delivering to each home, committee believes funding not available at this time, anyone unable to pick up copy or obtain on borough website can have it delivered, contact borough office.  Mr. Leiner requested record show committee was two to one position.  Mr. Royer questioned if we could add churches to newsletter distribution sites.  Pres. Bodish responded borough office will check into same.
Unfinished Business:  None.

Motion by Royer, second by Leiner to reappoint Kevin Armbruster to position on Coplay Board of Appeals for term ending 12/31/2016 – carried.   
Motion by Groller, second by Royer to approve Coplay Lioness request to plant tree to front of library building at no cost to borough – carried.
Motion by Groller, second by Recker to authorize Council President to execute appropriate documents associated with revisions to extend draw down period of General Obligation Note of 2009 – carried.
Motion by Royer, second by Leiner to rescind hiring of Ryan Snyder as Part time summer help for the 2012 summer season – carried.  
Motion by Leiner, second by Groller to hire Bryan Burker as Part time summer help for the 2012 summer season at hourly rate of $10.00 – Royer abstained – carried.  
Motion by Leiner, second by Recker to hire additional lifeguard of Sarah Schannauer for the 2012 pool season – carried.  
Motion by Groller, second by Royer to approve renegotiated terms of loan for 38 South 4th Street and authorize Council President to execute appropriate documents as pertains to loan – carried.  
Motion by Groller, second by Royer to grant six month extension for completion of the improvements provided in the subdivision and land development agreement pursuant to the Wilbur E. Hill, III Minor Subdivision final plan – carried.
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Motion by Recker, second by Royer to approve police, fire, health and building inspector reports – carried.

Motion by Groller, second by Recker to accept treasurer Sandra Gyecsek’s report for May, 2012 as presented to council – carried.

Solicitor Pereira requested name to send him updated reports.
