93rd Council

Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Pres. Mann.  In attendance were Bodish, Bundra, Groller, Mazur, and Royer.  Solicitor Preston was also present.  Piskula and Mayor Milander were absent.  Pres. Mann led pledge of allegiance.
Minutes from regular meeting of May 10, 2011 were approved as presented to council by secretary – carried.  
Open bids for sale of 1990 GMC Garbage Truck.  One bid received from Michael Devino in amount of $1,777.00.  Mann reminded members council set reserve price of $10,000 on truck.

Hearing of persons present:
Anne Killeen, 32 S 4th St., North and South 4th Street is four blocks long, 25 N 4th had gas leak, 20 S 4th has had intermittent gas leak and 103 S 4th has had gas leak; rumored line in street is as old as homes, approximately 100 years old.  Can council question UGI, include 2nd and 3rd streets as well due to their age, by letter or otherwise.  Will also write UGI herself as well. 

Mel Procanyn, 7 S 8th St., believes UGI lines done end 1950’s to 1960’s.  Motion re: Deutsch appointment as EIT Administrator – is this appointment necessary?  Tax Collection Committee must submit reports directly to borough and in timely manner based on TCC bylaws, additional expense of $2,400 seems unnecessary.  Mann responded more concerned with timeliness of receipt of Earned Income Taxes during transition, at least one year of this position is needed.  Procanyn questioned rent being charged for 38 S 4th St property.  Groller responded $840/month plus utilities.  Solicitor agreed lease is written as such.
Beverly Miller, 40 N 5th St., UGI does have plan to replace older lines, should check with them to see where Coplay is in that plan.  Motion re: sewerage enforcement officer, what is this.  Royer explained borough property currently has cistern, looking to sell same, when inspected BCO Helman stated must hook into public sewerage; purchaser disagreed with same.  After further discussion with Engineer and BCO Helman, purchaser has two choices – 1. hook up to public sewer system or 2. have outside firm certify cistern is safe to use, also that no plumbing changes could be made to property.  In order for Borough to accept certification, we must have SEO to sign off.  Keystone Consulting Engineers have two on staff, those listed in motion.  Miller questioned if used on per needed basis only.  Royer responded yes, understands there are 3-4 properties with this situation, unknown why.  Will attempt to determine reason not hooked into public sewer initially.  Bundra questioned if yearly inspection needed.  Royer responded unknown, will check with Engineer on same.
Reading of correspondence:  
Christine Sweeney re: use of parkway parking lot – request rescinded.
County of Lehigh re: handicap curb cut award bid approval.

Mayor Milander was absent, no report.  

Solicitor had nothing to report.
Engineer was absent, no report.  
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Royer reported 7th Street paving project scheduled to begin Monday.  Coplay Sports area where water line repaired, estimated cost of $2,000 to repair, recommending same.  Bodish questioned cutting macadam and mill or just overlay.  Royer responded mill and pave to make flush with existing.  Bundra stated most damage done by water when leaking, glad same is being repaired.
Mazur read May, 2011 criminal and traffic reports.  Re: motion to approve purchase of traffic recorder, cost may be lowered if fourth municipality agrees, committee is recommending approval.  Bundra stated hopes Northampton agrees as well in order to lower cost.  Mann stated motion reads that no more than $1,670 can be spent, would pay less if Northampton approves.
Piskula was absent, no report.  
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Bodish reported new garbage truck should be here 6/22, need radio and stickers installed prior to putting into service, should take no more than 1 week after receipt of truck.  Had discussion with sanitation employees re: picking up heavy and too large items, should be tagged.  Reminder 7/4 holiday is on Monday, no collections that day, everything will be a day later.  
Bundra read May, 2011 fire report, 33 incidents year to date.  Reported Coin Toss received approximately $2,800 and Fund Drive to date, $3,300 for total of $6,100.  Read May, 2011 Fireman’s Relief Association report, balance as of 5/31/11 is $20,191.11.  Read May, 2011 EMA report.  Safety report, Joint Safety Committee met 6/7 to train, received certificate for course, also 10 employees received CPR/AED certifications, saved $450 from Red Cross in exchange for use of municipal pool.  Public works safety meeting this date, discussed lifting and tagging unacceptable waste, and once documented, informing PWD Pavelko and borough office for if/when phone call is received.  IRT report, black bear on trail last week, Chief Genovese and PWD Pavelko tracked same out of area.  Also, two break ins into vehicles at trailhead pavilion in last two weeks, be smart and aware of same.  Coplay workday was washed out.  

Groller reported recommending approval to rent 38 S 4th St.  Girl scouts from Trinity UCC at Tot Lot, will be doing some dress up at lot, thanked Mann for forwarding.  Library meeting rescheduled for this Thursday, will attend.  Still receiving bids for audio system in council chambers.  

Bundra asked for additional report.  Granted.  Bundra reported re: IRT DCNR grant money still not received for 2008 picnic area project.  Whitehall’s Deputy Mayor Meyers requested additional information for grant submission, same completed by Secretary Gyecsek, should receive funding with submission of this additional information.  
Mann reported Finance committee recommending appointment of Deutsch as EIT Administrator and recommending approval of purchase of traffic recorder for police department.  Through 5/31, have received 83% of Real Estate and 85% of Sanitation fees.  Under shade trees, have removed a total of 12 trees overall.  Luckenbach doing remaining concrete work at cost of $2,500 leaves balance of $1,800 in shade trees for 2011.

Motion by Royer, second by Mazur to award 2011 Handicap Curb Cuts Project to F.A. Rohrbach at bid price of $39,495.00 – carried.
Motion by Groller, second by Mazur to approval installation of “No Parking” signs at 1128 Tapler Drive – carried.  

Motion by Mazur, second by Royer to hire Part Time Police Officer Pinto pending passage of all required testing – carried.  
Motion by Bodish, second by Bundra to hire Terence Kuchera as Part Time Summer Help for the 2011 season effective Monday, June 13, 2011 at a rate of $10.00 per hour – carried.
Motion by Groller, second by Mazur to appoint Jeffry P. Deutsch as EIT Administrator/Quality Assurance Agent over Earned Income Tax for the period of 1/1/2012 to 12/31/2012 at a salary of $200/month – carried.
Motion by Mazur, second by Royer to approve purchase of radar traffic recorder with cost of no more than $1,670 to be taken from Capital Reserve – carried.

Motion by Groller, second by Mazur to approve leasing of 38 South 4th Street borough property to Karen Jansons pending signing of lease agreement and receipt of security deposit and first month’s rent – carried.

Motion to award bid for sale of 1990 GMC Garbage Truck.  This motion was tabled for discussion at July workshop meeting due to low bid amount received.
Motion by Royer, second by Mazur to appoint Christopher Noll (#07149) as Sewerage Enforcement Officer and Darren Martocci (#02992) as Alternate Sewerage Enforcement Officer for the Borough of Coplay – carried.

Motion by Groller, second by Mazur to approve police, fire, health and building inspector reports – carried.  
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Motion by Mazur, second by Groller to accept treasurer Sandra Gyecsek’s report for May, 2011 as presented to council – carried.
