Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by President Bodish.  In attendance were Burker, Groller, Leiner, Luckenbach, Royer, and Sodl, as well as Police Chief Genovese, Fire Chief Buskaritz and PWD Pavelko.  EMA Coordinator Buskaritz was absent.  Pres. Bodish led pledge of allegiance.
Hearing of persons present:  
Anne Killeen, 32 S 4th St., showed five pictures taken of Carpenter property at 1102 Center Street, what is status.  BCO Helman responded filed with magistrate on June 16.  Police Chief Genovese explained citation sent by magistrate allowing 10 days for response, if no response warrant issued.  Ms. Killeen reviewed information regarding definition of dwelling and family according to borough website; several sections of code being violated, property is located in R1 zoning district and should be considered warehouse, not dwelling.  Police Chief Genovese stated if vacant, does not mean it is not a dwelling.  Sodl stated BCO Helman followed procedures in place, don’t disagree property is in bad shape, however proper process must be followed, also still considered dwelling, not a warehouse and to make that distinction would be over government; will request that BCO Helman follow up with magistrate to determine status of citation.  Leiner added BCO Helman followed due diligence only other option is to send public works to cut property and place lien.  Bodish stated when UGI went into dwelling, interior was cluttered and BCO Helman proceeded with violation notice which resulted in interior being cleaned.  BCO Helman agreed interior was cleaned appropriately.  Sodl stated must run course and follow process, if borough must cut would suggest private vendor not public works be utilized.  
PWD Pavelko reported pool online, same was painted, began painting bath house; 2 tons cold patch used still catching up on potholes from winter; routine grass cutting; sanitation collections ongoing; two sinkholes at 8th & Potter and in Parkway filled; spraying all fence lines for weeds.  Leiner commented pool looks good.   
EMA Coordinator Buskaritz was absent, no report.  
Chief Genovese reported in June, 2014 received 180 total incidents with 1 arrest for retail theft cleared by exception, 21 traffic arrests, 3 written warnings and 20 parking tickets issued.  

Fire Chief Buskaritz reported 9 incidents for June, 2014.  Chlorine emergency class rescheduled by trainer.  
Secretary reported next police pension meeting scheduled for July 15, need officer, member of police committee and council president.  Received letter from Lehigh County denying CDBG grant submitted for restroom modifications at Saylor Field.  Resolution naming signers for DCED grant being submitted by Park & Recreation Board must be passed, minimal discussion on same, council requests Pres. Bodish and Finance Chair Groller be named on Resolution as signers, Secretary will prepare same.

Sodl stated minor changes as requested by Borough Solicitor to wording and new camera policy.  No further questions or comments by members, motion at regular meeting.
Change date of August workshop due to National Night Out – normally change from Tuesday to Monday, August 4th.  Also, discuss Resolution of recognition for National Night Out.  No comments or concerns by members, date change and Resolution okay for Secretary to prepare for passage at regular meeting.
Received Shade Tree complaint form from 1049 Catherine Drive, requesting trees be removed as they create a sight impairment hazard.  Pres. Bodish will review in public works committee and respond to council at next meeting.  Secretary added currently awaiting bids for removal of dead tree and split tree on 3rd Street along with three others to utilize this year’s budget allocation.  

Pres. Bodish asked for any other items for discussion.  None.
Mayor Bundra reported minutes from 6/25 joint safety meeting will be available at regular meeting, did review self-assessment checklist, re: #29 proper use of fire extinguisher, requests Fire Chief Buskaritz set up training 

for office and public works on proper usage, Chief will schedule same.  Relay for Life Event held on 6/20-6/21

made fundraising goal and event went well.  Meeting of CTC this morning, good progress made.  Regarding
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Kilns, questionable support of restoration project by Lehigh County Commissioners, spoke with County project Engineer Frank Kane and plant to attend upcoming Commissioners meeting along with Lou Jany and Ed Pany to bring awareness to this issue.
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Sodl thanked Police Chief Genovese and Fire Chief Buskaritz for continued good work.  Repeater channel system for radio frequency to connect police, fire, public works and emergency management with 10x stronger signal then we currently have, cost is $7,610.00, requesting motion to authorize purchase on next week’s agenda.  Pres. Bodish questioned where equipment will be located.  Fire Chief Buskaritz responded antenna will be located on top of borough building and other equipment in police computer room as it is temperature regulated.  Groller questioned if there is monthly fee involved.  Police Chief Genovese responded no, only installation charges, further explained how system works to allow for more reliable communications.  Leiner questioned if same is for Coplay only?  Police Chief Genovese responded yes and all current radios are compatible.  Mayor Bundra questioned if cell tower also located on top of borough building would cause any type of interference.  Fire Chief Buskaritz stated did question same and was assured it would not interfere.  

Royer reported tenants of rental unit are not renewing lease, will advertise same for new lease.  Regarding building heating system, have received no responses from previously contacted contractors to date.  Groller stated has another contractor, will forward information.  CWSA report, LCA requested meeting with signatories to discuss submission of extension to EPA for deadlines asking for regionalization for this purpose, CWSA board declined participation in this regionalization as they are 70%-80% complaint with EPA regulations.  CWSA annually donates toward Whitehall and/or Coplay organizations, this year will donate $1,000 to Coplay Sports and $1,000 to Legion Baseball.  Leiner questioned how many signatories there are and how many agreed to regionalization.  Bodish responded 5 or 7 signatories.  Royer responded it is not known if any agreed to participate at this time.
Burker reported pool attendance good; staff supportive; Zumba has 30-50 attendees every week – good exposure for Coplay.  Lehigh Valley Special Services reviewing resources at parkway and pool area for possible future quality of life improvements, written report of findings will be submitted.  Park and Recreation Board looking at family complex near fire department, Balliet Stadium and civic plaza.  Requested Mr. Cope present additional information.  Mr. Cope stated along with Board and Burker toured sites, all are viable projects; Balliet would attract additional teams and improve economy, family complex with 3 basketball courts, lights, pavilion and backstop at Saylor Field, and civic plaza to earmark design funds to obtain larger grant.  Contacted DCED, both recreation projects were well received approximate costs of $250,000 each at Stadium and family complex, grant requires 15% match.  Sodl suggested submitting for both, no need to pick one over other, both are needed.  Royer questioned timeline of grant.  Mr. Cope responded generally have a 3-5 year completion time period.  Sodl stated even better don’t have to budget all funds in one year, but over 2 or 3.  Further discussion by members, all agreed to submit grants for both projects.  Mr. Cope will contact DCED to determine if 2 grants or 1 grant submissions, i.e. together or separate.  Sodl commented good work at pool.  

Groller reported normal operations in finance.  
Bodish reported public works closed Friday, as such recycling will be collected on Wednesday and Yard Waste on Thursday.  Sodl added log sheets have been implemented, cost analysis reports should begin being generated within 1-2 months.
Hearing of persons present:  None.
At 8:10 pm, motion by Leiner, second by Royer to adjourn meeting to executive session for discussion of litigation.  Pres. Bodish reconvened meeting at 8:25 pm.
