Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by President Bodish.  In attendance were Burker, Groller, Leiner, Royer, and Sodl as well as Mayor Bundra, Engineer Stewart, PWD Pavelko, Police Chief Genovese and Interim Fire Chief Buskaritz.  EMA Coordinator Keller was absent and there is one vacancy on council.  Pres. Bodish led pledge of allegiance.
Bids for the Ruch/Chestnut Street Storm Sewer Project were opened by Secretary at this time as follows:

All bids will be turned over to Engineer Stewart for review and bid will be awarded at regular meeting.

Hearing of persons present:  
Mel Procanyn, 7 S 8th St., wants it made clear that library will not get borough general fund monies in addition to monies that have been approved by voters through referendum.  Pres. Bodish questioned if referencing the $16,500 that has been included in prior year budgets.  Mr. Procanyn responded that is correct.  Pres. Bodish stated borough is not obligated to continue to include that amount in 2014 budget.  Mr. Procanyn questioned if borough has received copy of referendum and who wrote referendum.  Pres. Bodish responded did not understand question, library board submitted question for placement on ballot, borough council approved by resolution which is submitted to County voter registration.  Mr. Procanyn questioned if school district has any say regarding payments to library or how library is managed.  Pres. Bodish stated no, library board of which members are appointed by borough council governs library and appointing board is only control borough council has, while school board has no say whatsoever in how library is managed.
EMA Coordinator Keller was absent, no report.  
PWD Pavelko reported painting of pavilion ceiling and beams completed, pool start up finished did have to rebuild one chlorinator and working to repair handicap lift, crosswalk for IRT painted and is now in compliance with PennDOT regulations, backboards installed at outside basketball courts with additional supports added,  decals have yet to be completed, overgrowth cut along IRT, eight stop signs refaced and 10 post strips installed, garbage truck and chipper repairs, weed spraying along curbs, preparing to remove fencing at Coplay Sports and routine grass cutting.  
Chief Genovese reported 14 traffic arrests with 9 written warnings for traffic violations, 2 written warnings for equipment violations and 10 borough parking tickets issued, there were 186 incidents for June, 2013 with 6 arrests and 1 exceptional clearance.  Gearing up for fireworks tomorrow evening.     
Interim Fire Chief Buskaritz reported 6 calls for June, 2013, all vehicles in good working order, current mileage information reviewed.  Attending structural burn class this weekend.    
Secretary had nothing to report.  
At this time Sodl questioned next date of library board meeting.  Next meeting is scheduled for Thursday, July 11 at 7 pm at the Library.

Discussion of any problems/matters:
Move August workshop meeting as same night as National Night Out, Tuesday, August 6.  Pres. Bodish suggests moving meeting to Monday, August 5.  All members agree with same, motion at regular meeting.      
Request received from Kandace Novak for use of pavilion at no fee for fundraiser vendor event/yard sale on Saturday, September 14, 2013.  Members questioned what fundraiser for.  Secretary read submitted information, The Espn Murphy Foundation which is 501(c)(3) charity and all funds go to St. Jude’s Hospital where child was treated.  No comments or further questions by members, motion at regular meeting.
Received resignation of Michele Gruber from Coplay Library Board and received letters of interest from Joan Witko, Frank Dickman and James Danko to become members of Coplay Library Board.  Pres. Bodish stated with Ms. Gruber’s resignation there are two open appointments on this board.  Leiner questioned constant turnover on this board, what reasons did Ms. Gruber give for resignation.  Secretary read letter submitted.  Leiner stated all council members supported referendum and has changed landscape of library, encourages council members to attend next library board meeting, allowing for review of all options and determine if continue as is or if radical changes are needed.  Sodl stated led to believe 0.38 mills would be enough funding to support library and now still looking for additional $16,000 or to have borough pay electric bill according to articles in newspaper.  Library stating more funds are needed is slap to taxpayers, agree council needs to look 
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more closely at library operations.  Leiner questioned why constant turnover of board members.  Sodl stated lack of courage and maybe support, council has duty to get more involved and review all options, see if radical changes are necessary.
Letters of interest for vacancy on borough council received from Carl Luckenbach and Beverly Miller.  Submitted letters were read by Secretary.  Pres. Bodish questioned Mr. Luckenbach, in audience, if there was anything further he wanted to add.  Mr. Luckenbach responded no, stands by statements made in letter, does not know everything that is going on at this time but will work to learn.  Ms. Miller was not in attendance.  No further questions by members, resolution will be prepared for passage at regular meeting.
Mayor Bundra reported attended flag burning ceremony at Hokendauqua VFW, very interesting event.  Relay for Life program was very successful, funds raised increased over last year.  Communities that Care meeting held June 21, moving forward with program still hoping for more participation by Coplay residents next meeting in August.  June 19 safety committee meeting was held, new safety quote chosen.  IRT and Coplay lost supporter Helen Rehrig, she will truly be missed.  When IRT did caboose project, wheels previously used on caboose were left at Whitehall parkway as they were not really for a caboose and correct wheels were used when moved, old wheels have no been moved by Sidleck Welding and Fabrication to other areas along trail at no cost, many thanks to Sidleck for this donation.  In today’s Morning Call an event on IRT was announced for August 9, committee unaware of same, can’t support events if not brought to committee.
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Sodl reviewed EMA report for June, 2013.  Thanked Chief Genovese for continued good work in police department.  Thanked Fire Chief Buskaritz on efforts to train and work together at fire department.  Received bids from two contractors to replace doors at fire station, $6,340.50 from Mr. Andrews of Walnutport and $4,585.00 from ABE Doors & Windows, requested Royer review as Property.  Royer stated fire department has own budget for building maintenance, no need to go through property.  Sodl stated will move forward with lowest bid after review by Engineer to make sure bids cover all necessary work.
Royer reported normal operations in property.  Ordering replacement windows for BCO office to complete improvement.  Public works will be removing fence at Coplay Sports which Community Days is funding to replace.  CWSA report, interceptor project going well and on schedule.
Burker thanked Pres. Bodish for responsibility of Park & Recreation committee.  Spoke with Pool Manager Wedge and Milander’s Market about necessary cooperation between parties and open communication, working with both to coordinate event planning to market pool.  Milander’s satisfied to date.  Fryer was not working, after obtaining quotes to repair or replace, had same repaired which was completed this date.  Had incident with young child jumping in pool, unable to swim and was rescued by Lifeguard Gabe Lamm using front rescue technique, although this is part of job would like to recognize effort with certificate or some other type of incentive.  Thanked Secretary for information, Mr. Groller for discussions and Mr. Sodl for concession stand negotiations.  Sodl thanked Mr. Burker for stepping right in and running with pool operations, would also like to see guard recognized in some way with reward where due instead of only when negative.
Groller reported normal operations in finance.  
Bodish reported recycling tomorrow due to holiday, fireworks tomorrow evening.  Received information regarding purchase of pitch machine, requested Secretary review for members.  Secretary stated machine, Crack Pro 125 with compressor, cost through COSTARS vendor is $41,750, 4 year loan through bank at 2% interest rate would be $906 per month or just under $11,000 per year which could be paid utilizing State Fund yearly equipment allocation of approximately $13,000.  Groller stated agrees with taking advantage of liquid fuels funds to purchase this piece of equipment.  Sodl questioned need for pitch machine.  Pres. Bodish stated increases longevity of streets, proper maintenance, etc.  Also, spoke with North Catasauqua regarding possible exchange allowing them use of pitch machine and us use of street sweeper, preliminary discussions.
Hearing of persons present:  
Mel Procanyn, 7 S 8th St., questioned if council is prepared to cover library expenses from July 1 to December 31, 2013 with additional monies.  Sodl responded funds for library are budgeted through December 31, nothing additional necessary.  Pres. Bodish stated library receives our funding and can sustain until December 31; library board must utilize those funds until tax revenues begin to be received in March, 2014.  Sodl suggested Mr. Procanyn attend next library board meeting to obtain these answers.
