Meeting called to order at 7 p.m. by President Mann.  In attendance were Bodish, Bundra, Groller, Piskula and Royer as well as Police Chief Genovese, EMA Coordinator Keller, PWD Pavelko, and Fire Chief Buskaritz.  Mazur and Mayor Milander were absent.  Pres. Mann led pledge of allegiance.
Hearing of persons present:  
Mel Procanyn, 7 S 8th St., questioned 7th Street paving project, is there problem with engineering not considering sub base, last year same thing and engineer stated would consider in future.  Mann asked Royer to respond.  Royer responded, all borough roads have some type of base issue, don’t know for certain until milled.  Procanyn asked are we neglecting to inspect when there are openings to check base.  Do we have any recourse against engineering company because they didn’t do their job.  No response by members.  Questioned total amount of upcharge.  Mann responded no amounts received to date.  Questioned why change council workshop for National Night Out.  Mann responded past practice so members available to attend.  Stated bid of $1,777 for garbage truck should not be accepted, can get more from junk yard.
EMA Coordinator Keller stated will have report for regular meeting.    
PWD Pavelko reported continuing pool preparation, replaced one pump, water balancing, replaced chlorinator pump and return lines; used one ton cold patch on potholes; thirteen stop signs replaced and one dozen 4-way, ordered remaining new size street signs, pool and parkway regulation signs received and to be installed; trimmed low branches and hedges at borough hall and parkway; assisting Colleen Vandegrift with project to clean up and paint at tot lot; door painting around borough hall and library, also painted columns and shutters at library; various maintenance to doors around borough hall prior to painting; rebuilt two catch basins at N 2nd and Catherine, about twelve more to rebuild; helped with traffic and pedestrian control during fireworks, also signage, fencing and cleanup.  Mann asked for explanation on how catch basin is rebuilt.  Same explained by PWD Pavelko.
Chief Genovese reported an increase in calls for June, many juvenile complaints.  Coplay Saengerbund using one officer at Friday night events for security.  Fireworks went well, thanked public works and sanitation for help with traffic control.  All four departments approved purchase of speed recorder, will be kept at Coplay police offices, two permanent mounts being installed in the borough.  Former Officer Reed moving back to area, asking he be reinstated as part time officer.  All members okay with same, motion at regular meeting.  

Chief Buskaritz read June, 2011 fire report, 41 year to date incidents.  Chief’s vehicle being painted and should be ready by end of week.  No problems with fireworks.  Bundra questioned cost of painting vehicle.  Chief Buskaritz responded $1,200.00.   
Secretary reported First National Bank of Palmerton is requiring a Resolution for borrowing for garbage truck, same included at this meeting which was advertised for council vote.  Next police pension meeting scheduled for Tuesday, 7/26 at 7 PM.  Received call from George Joseph, residency attendance officer for Whitehall-Coplay School District, reported that 45 non resident students removed in 2007-2008, 100 removed in 2008-2009, 138 removed in 2009-2010 and 175 removed during 2010-2011 school term.  Piskula questioned how we are involved in this.  Secretary responded in close contact with Mr. Joseph throughout school year for current and new residents enrolling children, has increased moving permits and certificate of occupancy permits issued for proof of residency to enroll children in the school district.
Discussion of any problems/matters:

August workshop meeting is same date as National Night Out, August 2nd.  Members discussed same and agreed to change date of workshop meeting to Monday, August 1.  Motion at regular meeting.  Secretary will advertise this change.  
Application from Jane Gillespie for member of Coplay Library Board.  Secretary explained received information that Robert Humanick resigned from board, contacted him directly.  He stated did submit letter of resignation to Library Board.  Secretary requested he submit letter to borough office as well, prior to regular meeting so council can accept resignation.  Will submit letter.  Secretary than read application received from Jane Gillespie.  No further discussion by members, motions at regular meeting.  

Re: bid of $1,777 received for 1990 GMC Garbage Truck.  Bodish stated check should be returned and should re-advertise bid.  Piskula questioned use of ebay to sell truck.  Mann responded not allowed in Pennsylvania at this time.  Bundra questioned Chief Genovese of previously purchasing police equipment from ebay.  Chief Genovese responded, not from Pennsylvania, other states allow use of ebay to sell used equipment.  Mann asked that scrap price be determined.  PWD Pavelko added to discussion, previous truck

sold at Northampton auction for @ $5,000 and this truck is in better condition.  Mann requested Secretary 

obtain exact amount received for last truck sold at auction and how much worth as scrap for additional discussion by council prior to decision.
Mayor Milander was absent, no report.  

Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Royer reported 7th Street and Coplay Sports paving projects are complete, however repair is needed on 7th Street west side near Hokendauqua.  Also, two change orders for project, no amounts received to date, should be available by regular meeting.  CWSA report, denied grant for Coplay Creek Interceptor project, will need to finance, rate payers may see increase to pay for same.  Mann questioned if fuel and escalation costs for 7th Street project will also be included in amounts received by regular meeting.  Royer responded these amounts will be included.  Bundra questioned problem at Schreiber Avenue with standing water.  Royer responded same area previously stated, opposite of Schreiber, contractor is responsible to correct, engineer working on same.
Mazur was absent, no report.  

Piskula will report at regular meeting.  

Bodish reported collections running smooth.  New truck will be in service beginning next week, letters will be delivered to Maple and Cherry Street addresses changing pick up to front of residences.  PWD Pavelko added letters were delivered this date.  Received yard sale flyer for Feral Cat Committee at residence with guest speaker listed as “*Mayor Bill Leiner, Jr.” asterisk at bottom of page stating “*Former Mayor . . .”  this is no different than what CFC tried to do previously and should be told not to state this way.  Coplay has a Mayor and it is not Bill Leiner, Jr.  If he had used Former Mayor Bill Leiner, Jr. in large print, would not be issue, will talk to Solicitor next week.
Bundra requested meeting immediately following between fire committee, Chief Buskaritz and two Assistant Chiefs.  Chief Buskaritz stated Assistant Chief Schleicher unable to attend due to death in family.  Bundra continued, meeting to discuss communication and responsibilities, Police Chief, EMA Coordinator and public are invited to attend.  Leak in boiler room at fire building, same repaired.  Requesting $1,200 to paint new chief’s vehicle be taken from miscellaneous equipment in budget.  Mann responded no vote necessary by council on use of budgeted line items.  Re: dedication of new vehicles during Community Days festival, flyer stated “Kiln Area” should have been Saylor Field and is scheduled for 1:30 PM Saturday, 8/27.  Continued discussion by Piskula and Bundra, will review and make final decisions and report to council at August meeting.  Workplace Safety Committee completed 3 ½ hours of training on safety, required for certification.  Next meeting with workers on 7/6 to discuss sunscreen myths.  IRT report, caboose project moving forward, lowest bid for welding of $7,850 and $4,695 for painting; still working on bid for hauler.  Caboose should be ready and moved to new site by October.  PWD Pavelko questioned if inside also being refurbished.  Bundra responded restoration of inside is future project.  
Groller thanked public works for repairs and painting of doors.  Coplay Sports blacktop project, nice job, tapered for good water flow.  

At this time Piskula questioned Bundra if Schleicher unable to attend meeting, same should be rescheduled to make sure he receives information.  Bundra responded, will not reschedule, expects those in attendance to properly convey information discussed in meeting, being unable to attend will not be used as excuse.
Mann will report at regular meeting.  Thanked Gene and Sandy Gyecsek for another great fireworks display.
Hearing of persons present:  
Mel Procanyn, 7 S 8th St., requested update on audio system for council chambers.  Groller stated two bids received, awaiting one additional response, once received will meet with committee to discuss and make recommendation to council.  Current bids were $7,000 and $4,000.  

Jim Asbury, 43 N 7th St., speaking on behalf of Officer Reed, great community officer, gave personal example of Officer Reed’s dedication to police work and community of Coplay.
