           93rd Council

Meeting called to order at 7 p.m. by President Mann.  In attendance were Bodish, Bundra, Groller, Mazur, Piskula and Royer as well as Police Chief Genovese and Fire Chief Buskaritz.  Mayor Milander, EMA Coordinator Keller and PWD Pavelko were absent.  Pres. Mann led pledge of allegiance.
At this time, bids for the 2010 Street Paving Project – 7th Street were opened by Secretary.  Bids were received as follows: Livengood Excavators $104,096.00; Bracalente Construction $118,550.00; Charles D. Herman, Inc. $122,400.00; Eastern Industries $104,700.00.  Bids will be forwarded to Engineer Stewart for review and recommendation with approval at July 13, 2010 regular meeting.  Secretary questioned if Engineer Stewart should attend meeting or letter sufficient.  Members agreed letter of recommendation adequate.

Hearing of persons present:  
Anne Killeen, 32 S 4th St., re: property next door, was told that rentals must have 1 ½ parking spaces for every rental space.  Mann questioned Building Inspector Helman re: spaces.  Helman stated this is required in zoning ordinance for multi dwelling units, not single family.  
EMA Coordinator Keller absent, no report.   
PWD Pavelko absent, report by Royer.
Chief Genovese reported fireworks went well, traffic went well, no problems.  Received letter of resignation from Officer Reed effective August 6, 2010.  Civil Service Commission finalizing certified list and will have to council by August workshop.  Asking council to fill opening at next regular meeting for smooth transition.
Chief Buskaritz reported small fire near pavilion due to fireworks, taken care of quickly, no other problems.  At June 26, 2010 four county parade received two awards of $150 for older vehicles.  Re: QRS story in WC Press, article stated EMA and fire department merging, this is incorrect, just utilizing members of both departments.  Requested white lines at North 2nd & Chestnut Streets for where traffic needs to stop at light repainted, traffic pulling out into intersection and fire truck unable to make turn.  Chief Genovese and Royer responded, same special material which has been ordered and will be installed on receipt.  Buskaritz continued, new member on fire police to be sworn in, will contact Mayor to complete same at regular meeting.
Secretary reported Lehigh Valley Inspection Service, completing all commercial building, electrical, plumbing and mechanical/energy permits ownership has changed from John Brezan to former employee Paul Jarrett.  Could look into new third party agency if council would like, office has not seen any changes in response time and inspections to date.  Members okay to continue with LVIS as inspector at this time.  Secretary continued, received two requests for removal of shade trees, same forwarded to public works for measurements and hazards and will bring to council for discussion at August workshop, wanted council aware of receipt of same.
Problems/matters for discussion:  
Request for handicap parking space at 48 South 3rd Street.  Chief Genovese stated originally denied due to no license plate, had only placard, plate obtained and request resubmitted, no further issues with parking in area, recommends approval of same.  No questions by members, motion at regular meeting.  
Resident requesting review of “No Parking” signs installed on Brown Alley.  Letter from resident read by Secretary.  Mazur stated agree with time limit requested.  Royer stated, not just for garbage truck, but for emergency vehicles, also.  Chief Genovese stated emergency vehicles unable to complete turn when cars parked in alley due to sidewalk along alley at this residence, police requested no parking after repeatedly asking residents to not park in area with no compliance.  Chief Genovese stated signs should be left in place.  No further comments by members, Secretary will send response to resident.  
Mayor Milander was absent, no report.  
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Royer read PWD Pavelko report, public works has completed curb painting at 46 intersections, street sign replacement at 19 intersections, landscape maintenance at parkway, borough properties and IRT, pool maintenance, flags hung along 2nd & Chestnut Streets for holiday, and banners for Community Days hung.  Royer reported curb cut project is complete, PWD Pavelko expected out additional three weeks, and committee met and interviewed for PT Summer Help, recommending rehire of Reaser.  CWSA thanked Coplay for arranging meeting between CWSA, Coplay and Whitehall, to date have heard from sewer authority still awaiting word from Whitehall.  At CWSA meeting, reported that Coplay and Whitehall inspecting for DEP infiltration report during certificate of occupancy inspections.  Bundra questioned statement as previously told Whitehall would not inspect as CWSA has authority to do same.  Royer will verify statement with CWSA and report at regular meeting.
Mazur reported committee aware of Reed resignation and agree smooth transition best practice.  Read June, 2010 police report, 185 total incidents to date this year.  During your summer vacations, notify police of same they will check house while you are away.  Also, check on your neighbors.  Resident showed dog feces on property, reminder same should be cleaned up and not left for others to clean up after your dog.
Piskula reported attended county meetings on fire department with state fire marshall re: available state fire grants and information and help with same.  Stated 87% of firefighters in Pennsylvania are volunteer and number of volunteers is dropping.  Very concerned with how to show continued local support of our department.  Questioned Chief Buskaritz as to status of QRS, responded still working on same.  Piskula stated same must be worked on and finalization of programs and procedures put in place.  Fireworks good, heard statements re: collectors, nothing to identify same, have vests for over clothing to differentiate collectors for next year.  Spoke with Officer Perez to do community service project, on August 7, 2010 at 9 AM on Library grounds will hold simple obedience training for dogs, will submit write up for newsletter and will also bring up scooping issue to those in attendance.
Bodish reported garbage collection changed this week due to holiday, Tuesday garbage, Wednesday garbage, Thursday recycling and Friday yard waste.  No grass collection this week.  Piskula stated with heat offer drinks to collectors, appreciate same.    
Bundra read June, 2010 health report.  Received complaint re: 114 North Front Street high weeds, same corrected.  Received second quarter animal report from Peaceable Kingdom, one dog picked up and returned to owner, our charge is $70.  Questioned Chief Genovese if this was Coplay resident animal, unsure of same, Peaceable Kingdom has this information.  Bundra questioned if borough can request refund of fee from dog owner.  Chief Genovese stated could be done, we request refund when street sign, etc. damaged in accidents, however no information on owner in our files.  Secretary will request same from Peaceable Kingdom and send letter for refund.  Bundra continued, workplace safety committee held fifth meeting, feedback between public works meetings and safety committee very positive and open communication at this time.  IRT work party on Coplay section of trail at 8 AM this Saturday, feel free to join at Trailhead pavilion.
Groller reported fire department used pool for training, looking to refinish picnic tables at pavilion with juvenile probation.  Pavilion rental of June 20, normally an annual, cancelled due to illness, recommending refund of $110 fee, requests motion on same at regular meeting.  To date, pool receipts are up 60% over same time last year.
Bundra asked for additional report.  Workplace safety committee discussed housekeeping in garage, public works asking to utilize tennis court fenced in area to house seasonal equipment not in use, unsure of same, may have issue with deed restriction that area only to be used for recreation.  Can we use area for this or not?  Mann questioned current use.  Bundra stated nothing, tennis courts in disrepair.  Would also need to install gate.  Royer stated obtained pricing for gate of @$2,100.  Mann stated property committee should review further and recommend on same.  

Mann reported budget good to date.  Thanked Gyecsek’s for another great Fireworks display.  On vacation next week, Vice President will conduct regular meeting.
