94th Council

Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Pres. Bodish.  In attendance were Burker, Groller, Leiner, and Sodl.  Mayor Bundra and Solicitor Preston were also present.  There is one vacancy on council at this time.  Pres. Bodish led pledge of allegiance.
Minutes from regular meeting of June 11, 2013 were approved as presented to council by secretary – carried. 
Hearing of persons present: 
Frank Dickman, 3 N. 5th St., respect council and the service to community, hard decisions need to be made and not always popular with all.  Re: Candidates for library board, process to appoint is flawed, no interviews, no background reviews to determine if qualifications needed to manage library are possessed by individuals.  There has been revolving door of late, board members resigning on monthly basis.  As prior member of board, given resource manual as soon as walked in door, includes all information needed by board members.  In past few years, council has taken on some controversial issues and worked toward resolutions, same should be proposed for library.  Create outside committee to review appointments procedure and other issues with library, important to keep library moving forward.

Mayor Bundra stated report given at workshop meeting.  In addition, attended CFC meeting, things still moving forward for this group.  IRT, Middle School Principal Bugby along with family, friends and fellow students of teenager who died near trail approached IRT with funds raised to install memorial bench, bench will be installed at different location along trail, same will be completed shortly.
Solicitor Preston reported no permits have been issued or repairs completed by property owner in response to 52 North 2nd Street notice of violation letter that allowed property 30 days to complete work.  As such, council can consider repairing and submit bill for repairs to property owner.  

Engineer was not in attendance, secretary read submitted letter dated June 27, 2013 re: Wilbur E. Hill III Subdivision Escrow Release Number 2 allowing escrow security to be reduced by $1,513.00 to total of $1,138.00.  Secretary read submitted letter dated July 3, 2013 re: Chestnut and Ruch Streets Storm Sewer Project recommending awarding this project to low bidder, Dirt Work Solutions at total bid of $33,461.50.  Sodl questioned amount still held in escrow for Hill subdivision.  Pres. Bodish responded amount still being held is $1,138.00.
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Sodl reported at workshop re: door replacement costs at fire station of $4,585.00 from ABE and $6,341.50 from Mr. Andrews, Engineer Stewart reviewed bids and determined ABE bid is just for door replacement while Mr. Andrews bid replaces doors and jams.  Engineer Stewart is recommending Mr. Andrews for work, no motion necessary as item is budgeted, just informational.  Read June, 2013 health report, 8 new complaints and 8 ongoing at this time.  Mayor Bundra questioned if doors being replaced are same as what is currently there.  Sodl responded in affirmative.  
Royer was absent, no report.  
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Burker reported things still running smoothly between pool manager and concession lessee with open communication.  Pool event of Christmas in July being planned with prizes and activities for those in attendance.  
Groller reported 12th and Tapler loan for storm sewer improvements being paid off this month.  Also, earned income tax receipts is on budget for first half of year.
Bodish reported normal operations in streets and sanitation.  Prior concerns of excess garbage at a number of residences continues to be checked and photographed weekly.  Received call from Judy Podorsky re: deterioration of bleachers at Balliet Stadium, will discuss with PWD Pavelko to determine if same can be repaired by borough employees.

Motion by Groller, second by Leiner to award Chestnut and Ruch Streets Storm Sewer Project to Dirt Work Solutions at bid of $33,461.50 – carried.
Motion by Sodl, second by Burker to change date of August Workshop Meeting from Tuesday, August 6, 2013 to Monday August 5, 2013 at 7 PM so as not to interfere with celebration of National Night Out – carried.
Motion by Burker, second by Leiner to approve use of pavilion by Kandace Novak on September 14, 2013 for fundraiser for The Espn Murphy Foundation to raise funds for St. Jude Hospital at no fee – carried.
Motion by Groller, second by Burker to approve resignation of Michele Gruber from Coplay Library Board effective immediately – carried.  
Motion by Leiner, second by Sodl to award Certificate of Appreciation to Lifeguard Gabriel Lamm for Pool Rescue on June 25, 2013 – carried.  
Motion by Groller, second by Leiner to approve to pursue loan and purchase equipment of Crack Pro 125 DA with 100CFM Compressor through COSTARS vendor at cost of $41,750 utilizing liquid fuels funds to repay loan – carried.  .
Motion by Burker, second by Sodl to authorize the Solicitor to prepare any ordinances, resolutions or documents necessary for the levy of an annual special tax of 0.38 mills or 38 cents per $1,000.00 of assessed real property value for the funding of the Coplay Public Library – carried.
Prior to the next motion, Leiner requested Solicitor Preston explain motion.  Solicitor Preston stated council previously approved Solicitor’s office to represent Borough in assessment appeal of property owned by Hokendauqua Associates, council must now accept or deny assessment determination, this  motion accepts the assessment reduction.  Leiner stated do not really have any choice but to accept.  Solicitor responded that is correct.
Motion by Groller, second by Leiner to approve and sign the Stipulation of Counsel regarding Lehigh County Docket No. 2012-C-4412 (Hokendauqua Associates vs. Board of Assessment Appeals of Lehigh County, Borough of Coplay, Intervenor and County of Lehigh, Intervenor) thereby establishing the fair market value and assessment of the property and marking the case Settled, Discontinued and Ended, with Prejudice – carried.
Motion by Groller, second by Burker to reduce by $1,513.00 the escrow security for the required improvements as depicted on the Wilbur E. Hill III Minor Subdivision Final Plan as per the recommendation by Roy J. Stewart, Borough Engineer, in his letter dated June 27, 2013 – carried.
Motion by Sodl, second by Leiner to approve police, fire, health and building inspector reports – carried.
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Motion by Sodl, second by Groller to accept treasurer Sandra Gyecsek’s report for June, 2013 as presented to council – carried.
