94th Council

Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Pres. Bodish.  In attendance were Groller, Leiner, Mann, Mazur, Recker, and Royer.  Mayor Bundra and Solicitor Preston were also present.  Pres. Bodish led pledge of allegiance.
Minutes from regular meeting of June 12, 2012 were approved as presented to council by secretary – carried.  
Hearing of persons present: 
Anne Killeen, 32 S 4th St., took additional pictures at bamboo residence, a lot of work has been done this month by Leiner group.  I will be expecting Mr. Mann to follow up on this issue.  Mann responded expects to review information and report at August workshop.  Ms. Killeen continued that this is good time to get ordinance in place limiting bamboo as there are only two residences that she has seen in borough with bamboo as legislation stipulates new growth versus already planted bamboo, will continue to be adamant on this issue.  Pictures from today showing approximately 75% of property cleaned up.  Ms. Killeen questioned when last time east side yard bamboo was mowed down.  Leiner responded last mowed on Sunday morning.  Ms. Killeen stated bamboo still growing and no grass, only dirt where bamboo was growing.  Bodish questioned if bamboo spikes left after mowing could be a safety issue for emergency services, possibly puncture skin, etc.  Ms. Killeen stated west side of back yard still has two foot pile of cut down bamboo and very thick area of bamboo still exists.  Leiner stated expects remaining to be cut Saturday morning and cleanup of all cut bamboo as well.  Ms. Killeen turned over all pictures taken to Mann for his review.  Recker questioned if neighbors complained about situation.  Ms. Killeen stated neighbors attended council meetings in December and January and also heard neighbor in past had taken homeowner to court.  Recker questioned if required to grow grass or is dirt only okay.  Helman responded if dirt washes out, erodes, etc. into street or alley, would be a violation and must be controlled.
Reading of correspondence:

Mayor Bundra stated gave report at workshop meeting, additions to report are storm went through area on Saturday taking down three poles along Maple Street, poles have been replaced by PPL and are considered safe.  Joint safety meeting will be Wednesday, July 18.  Saturday at 10:30 am, IRT will be dedicating memorial bench for area fallen soldier Jessie Reed, site was prepared and bench installed.  CFC reported, working hard to make ends meet like everyone else.  Leiner questioned what time joint safety committee meeting is held.  Mayor Bundra responded 2:45 pm.
Solicitor Preston had no report at this time.  

Engineer was absent, no report.  

Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Royer reported normal operations in streets department other than the call out on Saturday afternoon for barricades at 8th and Maple Streets.  IRT, one set of caboose wheels were delivered, no painting started as of yet.
Recker had no report at this time.  

Mazur read Coplay Police report for June, 2012, 27 traffic arrests, 9 written warnings for traffic violations, 5 written warnings for equipment/vehicle violations and 11 parking tickets issued.  6 arrests for the month and 4 exceptional clearances.  As stated last week, everything went well for July 4th, summer is not over, if drinking please be careful, especially of children, don’t drive, play it safe.
Groller reported normal operations for finance, on tonight’s agenda is funding for library, committee is recommending approval of the funding.  Recker questioned status of refinance of loan for house.  Groller stated spoke with bank, nothing received to date, requested Secretary follow up on same.
Leiner read June, 2012 health and code enforcement report, 0 health inspections were completed,  13 issues resolved on code enforcement complaints with 5 going to magistrate, good work on these issues and thanked Helman for noting that 1102 Center Street has made progress.
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Mann read June, 2012 fire report, 9 incidents for month.  Coplay fireman’s relief association current balance is $28,138.42.  Out of Housing Committee, motion on agenda not discussed at workshop to compensate code enforcement officer $50 for each court appearance.  According to fee schedule, we charge this, but it is not on expense side, committee is recommending approval of this compensation and also noting to change fee schedule resolution for next year.
Bodish reported sanitation and recycling normal operations.  Asking if any large remodeling projects are being done, to bring in dumpster or contact PWD Pavelko.  New electronics recycler working well, residents can take over to facility for no fee instead of waiting until electronics monthly collection.  Royer questioned if listing of acceptable items could be included in newsletter.  Secretary stated link added to website, will review for inclusion in newsletter.

Motion by Mann, second by Groller to transfer funding in the amount of $11,832.00 from General Fund Capital Reserve line item in 2012 budget to Coplay Public Library line item in 2012 budget – carried.
Motion by Royer, second by Leiner to remove handicap parking space located at 3 North 5th Street - carried.  
Motion by Mazur, second by Mann to set the Code Enforcement Officer’s compensation for each court appearance in the amount of $50.00 – nay by Leiner – carried.  
Motion by Groller, second by Leiner to approve police, fire, health and building inspector reports – carried.

Motion by Mazur, second by Groller to accept treasurer Sandra Gyecsek’s report for June, 2012 as presented to council – carried.
