93rd Council

Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Pres. Mann.  In attendance were Bodish, Bundra, Groller, Piskula, and Royer.  Solicitor Preston was also present.  Mazur and Mayor Milander were absent.  Pres. Mann led pledge of allegiance.
Minutes from regular meeting of June 14, 2011 were approved as presented to council by secretary – carried.  
Hearing of persons present:
Mel Procanyn, 7 S 8th St., has a total cost for 7th Street project been received?  Royer responded no, expect by August workshop meeting.  Procanyn questioned dip near Hokendauqua Street.  Royer stated Engineer has contacted contractor, same will be corrected.   
Reading of correspondence:  
Robert Humanick re: resignation from Coplay Library Board.

Jane Gillespie re: appointment to Coplay Library Board.
Cub Pack 32 re: use of pavilion Thursday, 8/18.  Secretary stated this came into office today, have approved last few years.  Mann asked for any questions from members.  No discussion, motion on agenda for vote.
Mayor Milander was absent, no report.  

Solicitor had nothing to report.
Engineer was absent, no report.  
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Royer reviewed letter from Engineer Stewart re: 7th Street project stating approved payment to Livengood in amount of $102,210.48, this is less than original bid amount of $104,096.00, additional costs not yet received.  Has requested Engineer attend August workshop meeting with change order information for council review and discussion.  Received 2011-2012 road salt contract through COSTARS, bid has come in at $1.85/ton less than last season rates.  Read June, 2011 police criminal and traffic reports in absence of Mazur.
Mazur was absent, no report.  

Piskula read June, 2011 health report.  Helman has been very busy working to resolve incoming health and code violations.  Residents are being very diligent in reporting any concerns.  Continuing to work on dedication of vehicles during Community Days event, believes best area for same to be near Kilns.  Royer stated will discuss with Community Days committee to finalize.
Bodish reported pickups good.  New garbage truck put into service on Monday, blew hose on first day, however Horwith came right over and repaired, truck worked well this date.  

Bundra read June, 2011 fire report, 41 incidents year to date.  Read June, 2011 Fireman’s Relief Association report, balance as of 6/30/11 is $19,019.87.  Safety report, Joint Safety Committee next meeting on Wednesday, 7/20.  Public works employees safety meeting held last week.  IRT report, caboose project, welding and painting bids have been awarded and Eagle scout project will complete installation of rails at site, still receiving bids for moving from current site to new site.  Project should be complete by end of this year.
Groller reported pool is doing very well.  Re: audio system for council chambers, received two bids to date, awaiting two additional bids, will review with committee and recommend upon receipt.  Library report, Humanick resigned, however new member Gillespie will again make full board.  At this time, Librarian has left, Maryrose Farquhar running Library as office manager while board working to find replacement.  Also, with funding from school and state decreasing and borough contribution remaining the same, proposes ballot question to keep library open with millage increase if school and state funding is lost, if funding is not lost, millage increase would not be necessary, but this would give council options for 2012, unknown what school board will do especially with changes to school board members.  Piskula questioned librarian salary, could increase funding necessary.  Groller responded, board leaning toward filling position internally, have somewhat qualified individual who would only need certification class which may not require as large a salary.
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Mann reported new garbage truck cost was $188,778.00, down payment of $63,778 used with remainder of $125,000.00 loaned, 10 year term at 3% interest for 5 years and maximum of 5.4% for remaining, resulting in $1,207.01 per month payment, same was included in current budget.  Reminder re: first motion, reserve amount for sale of truck was set at $10,000.00 by council.    
Unfinished Business:  

Motion by Piskula, second by Royer to approve bid of $1,777.00 from Michael Devino for 1990 GMC Garbage Truck – all members opposed – denied.

New Business:

Motion by Piskula, second by Groller to rehire Police Officer Reed as Part Time – carried.
Motion by Piskula, second by Bundra to change date of August Workshop Meeting from Tuesday, August 2 to Monday, August 1 at 7 PM so as not to interfere with celebration of National Night Out – carried.
Motion by Groller, second by Royer to approve resignation of Robert Humanick as member of Coplay Library Board effective immediately – carried.
Motion by Groller, second by Piskula to appoint Jane Gillespie to open appointment on Coplay Library Board with term ending 12/31/2013 – carried.  
Motion by Piskula, second by Royer to approve use of Coplay Parkway Pavilion by Cub Pack 32 on Thursday, 8/18 from 5 – 9 PM with no fee except $35 charge for cleaning if necessary – carried.  
Motion by Groller, second by Bodish to approve police, fire, health and building inspector reports – carried.  
Motion by Bundra, second by Groller to accept treasurer Sandra Gyecsek’s report for June, 2011 as presented to council – carried.
