93rd Council

Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Vice Pres. Mazur.  In attendance were Bodish, Bundra, Groller, Piskula, and Royer.  Solicitor Pereira was present.  Pres. Mann and Mayor Milander were absent.  Vice Pres. Mazur led pledge of allegiance.
Minutes from regular meeting of June 8, 2010 were approved as presented to council by secretary – Piskula voted nay for minutes as discussion with CWSA board member Schreiner not fully stated in minutes, should be more verbatim.  Whitehall receives copies of minutes and will not know what actually occurred.  Further question by Bundra to Solicitor re: minutes and what must be included.  Solicitor Pereira responded no need for verbatim minutes, just a summary of statements, also recordings of meeting need not be kept on file once minutes approved.  Secretary stated recordings kept for approximately 7 years.  Piskula questioned actual recording could be obtained through right to know request, if wanted.  Secretary responded yes.  Further discussion by members.  Vice Pres. Mazur restated motion with 5 yeas, Piskula nay - carried.  
Hearing of persons present:  
Beverly Miller, 40 N 5th St., agree with Piskula, minutes not detailed.  Mrs. Gyecsek previously included verbatim statements, Whitehall Township when reading these minutes will not know what actually occurred.  Addendums included with Whitehall letter were not reviewed or addressed by council except for one portion by Mann.  There were many issues in addendums that should be addressed.  Instead of condemning Whitehall, should be thanking them.
Anne Killeen, 32 S 4th St., minutes state Bundra suggested meeting with CWSA, Whitehall and Coplay when Schreiner made this statement, incorrect in minutes.  Also minutes were not on borough website.  Bundra requested to speak, granted by Vice Pres. Mazur.  Bundra stated he made suggestion for meeting with Whitehall and CWSA, not Schreiner at June meeting.  Solicitor Pereira clarified minutes need not be made public prior to approval by council.   
Mel Procanyn, 7 S 8th St., concerned, requested information through right to know re: per diem at CWSA.  Solicitor Preston stated waste of tax money on this topic since philosophy was changed.  Coplay followed same type of policy in past.  Whitehall asking Coplay to get involved and back them up, not worth our money.
Reading of correspondence:  
Lehigh Valley Inspection Service change of ownership.

Resignation of Officer Keith Reed effective August 6, 2010.
Maryann Ruch re: “No Parking” signs in Brown Alley.

Mayor absent, no report.  

Solicitor had no report.  
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Engineer report read, recommends awarding 2010 Street Paving Project to Livengood Excavators, Inc. at total bid price of $104,096.00.  At this time, Bundra questioned wrong amount on letter.  Secretary responded yes, should be $104,096.00.  Royer stated correct amounts on bid tabulation sheet attached to letter.  Bundra questioned as two bids very close and if engineer specs misleading amounts could change, cost always higher than bid, last year alley project increased due to poor sub base.  Royer and Bodish stated never any sure way to know what is underneath and what will be found once work is started, can only go with specs as prepared by engineer and review as items are presented.  Further discussion by Bundra, Bodish and Royer.  Piskula questioned notification for curb/sidewalk needed to residents one year in advance of project.  Royer responded per borough ordinance only 30 day notice needed.  Bundra restated price of bid should be what we pay.
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Royer reported normal operations in street department.  3rd Street walks broken apart and removed, ready for pouring.  Storm drain blown out over weekend at South 2nd & Hokendauqua, will need repair.  Reviewed notes of CWSA, Ginder reported inspections being completed by Whitehall inspectors during CO’s.
Piskula read June, 2010 fire report, includes two mutual aids for cascade truck.  30 calls year to date.  Fireman’s Relief balance is $11,702.26.  Current roster received showing 10 fire fighters and 2 fire police.  Re: Royer CWSA comment, went to Whitehall regular meeting and spoke with Ginder who stated they are not doing inspections and do not want their personnel doing these inspections.  Should be checking with Whitehall on this.  Also, letter  will be received from Whitehall re: CWSA asked to have Whitehall and Coplay meet, not CWSA.  This is matter of ethics, ethics issue only.  Whitehall and Coplay relationship becoming strained over this.  Letter with details on meeting in mail from Whitehall, not asking for Coplay to spend any funds, just meet.
Bodish reported sanitation running smoothly.  Heavy pick up on Tuesday, July 6 after holiday weekend.  Committee meeting to discuss purchase of new garbage truck.  
Bundra reported safety committee concern in garage re: housekeeping, asking property committee to review ideas to improve same.  Groller stated committee meeting in next few weeks to review.  Mazur stated has additional ideas on same, all will be discussed at committee meeting.  Bundra continued health licenses for Coplay Sports and American Legion Baseball have not been posted since 2008, refusal to pay same, asking for waiver of fee be approved by council.  Whitehall recreation takes care of all sites, including grass cutting, we do not.  Bodish stated Whitehall has separate recreation department, Coplay has six men, already provide free garbage, should be charged for license.  
Piskula stated other organizations using field pay Legion, waive 2009 and pay 2010 for Coplay Sports while Legion should pay for both years.  Bodish stated Legion only makes money at refreshment stand, gate money is used to pay umpires.  Statement verified by Mr. Polaha in audience.  Bundra stated both organizations have no surplus of funds.  Mazur questioned motion at tonight’s meeting or table for further discussion at August workshop.  All agreed to add motion to current agenda.
Groller reported community service by juvenile probation ongoing at pavilion, repainting picnic tables.  Judy Podorsky of Legion Baseball requested approval to paint at Balliet Stadium, approved same.  Pool is doing well, only minor incidents to date.
Mazur read June, 2010 criminal report.  Re: Reed resignation, hoping for smooth transition with appointment of new officer at August regular meeting.  Police department offers extra patrols when on vacation, contact police office to take advantage of same.  Also, neighbors should watch out for each other.  Resident showed dog feces not cleaned up – remember to clean up after your pets.
Mann was absent, no report.  
Unfinished Business:  None.
New Business:

Motion to award 2010 Street Paving Project – 7th Street to Livengood Excavators, Inc for a total bid price of $104,096.00.  Bodish questioned if price is for all of 7th Street.  Royer responded yes, from Potter Alley to Hokendauqua Street.  Bundra stated again bid price should be solid and not change.  Further discussion by Bodish and Bundra.  Motion by Bundra, second by Royer – carried.  
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Motion by Groller, second by Royer to approve installation of handicap parking space at 48 South 3rd Street.  Piskula questioned Chief Genovese recommendation of same.  Mazur responded did recommend approval. – carried.
Motion by Groller, second by Bodish to approve refund of $110 to Donna Meyer for cancelled pavilion rental of June 20, 2010 due to illness – carried.  

Motion by Bundra, second by Groller to waive fee for 2009 and 2010 Coplay Sports and American Legion Baseball health licenses.  Bundra requested roll call vote on same.  Bodish – nay, Bundra – yea, Groller – yea, Mann – absent, Mazur – yea, Piskula – nay, Royer – nay.  Vote resulted in 3 yea, 3 nay, 1 absent.  Mazur questioned Solicitor Pereira as tie vote and Mayor absent.  Solicitor Pereira will review and respond.  Additional motions continued at this time.
Motion by Groller, second by Piskula to approve police, fire, health and building inspector reports – carried.
Motion by Bundra, second by Royer to accept treasurer Sandra Gyecsek’s report for June, 2010 as presented to council – carried.

At this time, Solicitor Pereira reported in event of tie vote and Mayor absence, must meet no sooner than five days or later than 10 days after current meeting, duly advertised, to revote on motion.  Mazur questioned if able to table until August meeting.  Solicitor Pereira responded could motion to terminate prior motion and another motion to table until August meeting.  All members approved of same.

Motion by Royer, second by Bodish to terminate the previous vote to waive fee for 2009 and 2010 Coplay Sports and American Legion Baseball health licenses – carried.

Motion by Groller, second by Bodish to table waive fee for 2009 and 2010 Coplay Sports and American Legion Baseball health licenses – carried.  

Resolutions and Ordinances:  None.
Vice Pres. Mazur asked for any additional business at this time.  Piskula requested executive session for discussion of personnel and litigation.  Also, date of August workshop meeting is same as National Night Out, requests change of date.  Discussion by members determined change of August workshop to Monday, August 2, 2010 at 7 PM, motion needed.  Secretary will advertise same.

Motion by Bundra, second by Bodish to change date of August workshop meeting to Monday, August 2, 2010 at 7 PM – carried.

As there was no additional business, motion by Piskula, second by Groller to adjourn meeting to executive session for discussion of personnel and litigation.  May reconvene for motions if necessary.

Meeting reconvened at 9:04 PM.  Vice Pres. Mazur stated no official action was taken in executive session.

Motion by Bundra, second by Piskula to authorize Solicitor to contact CFC to declare them in default of their agreement for failure to cease using name “Coplay Fire Company No. 1” in all advertisements, and to proceed as necessary in order to enforce the provisions of the agreement – carried.

As there was no further business, motion by Royer, second by Bodish to adjourn meeting until next workshop meeting Monday, August 2, 2010 at 7:00 p.m. and regular meeting Tuesday, August 10, 2010 at 7:00 p.m.
