Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Pres. Bodish.  In attendance were Burker, Groller, Luckenbach, Royer and Sodl.  Mayor Bundra and Solicitor Harrison were also present.  Leiner was absent.  Pres. Bodish led pledge of allegiance.
Minutes from regular meeting of June 9, 2015 were approved as presented to council by secretary – carried. 
Hearing of persons present:          
Mel Procanyn, 7 S 8th St., workshop meeting had good discussion.  Questioned if financial projection prepared for heating and roof repairs.  Where will funding come from?  Current loan balance around $670,000 and another $500,000 needed.  What will be the additional amount paid by taxpayers.  If no projection completed, should be done.  Pres. Bodish responded nothing has been finalized, no costs determined and no approval to complete work.  Mr. Procanyn restated need for financial projection to keep taxpayers informed.  Sodl stated need estimates, not hypotheticals before any answers to these questions are possible; answers not available until specific information is obtained.  Groller also stated cannot inform public without costs and plan to pay those costs.

Mayor Bundra reported old Joint Safety Committee meeting minutes given out at workshop, new minutes in front of you this evening.  Repeater antenna installed for better communication between police, fire and public works, however same was unavailable due to power outage.  Borough building needs generator to keep this valuable tool available during emergencies.  Reviewed installing antenna at fire department building where backup generator already in place, however building is not high enough to be viable.  Kilns steering committee being formed, preliminary listing to all members at this time; will probably change a few times before finalized.  Sodl stated generator information and costs being reviewed by committee, expect to have numbers at August workshop.  Sodl questioned Mayor as to intention of steering committee.  Mayor Bundra responded committee will meet and give support to County officials; begin process of funding needed and how to obtain those funds.
Solicitor Harrison had nothing to report at this time.  
Engineer Christman was absent, no report.  
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:
Sodl stated report given at workshop meeting, nothing additional.    
Royer reported engineer will prepare bid specifications and package for heating system.  Insurance adjuster here, awaiting report, damage appears to be extensive.  Sodl questioned if paying engineer to review heating, why not just review entire building, i.e. roof, heat, windows, ADA, etc. get an estimate of all necessary repairs.  Can’t move heating system after installation like a generator; should look at entirety before making decision to put $300,000 heating system in building.  Pres. Bodish agreed, good option.  Secretary Gyecsek reported Engineer Christman stopping in borough office in morning, could initiate review of building.  Groller questioned prior Liberty Engineering work.  Secretary responded same just related to heating.  After some discussion, all members agreed to change motion to authorize Engineer to complete study and prepare cost estimates for all necessary upgrades to municipal building for review and decision by council.
Burker reported Lowe’s will begin work at Civic Plaza on Monday, July 20 at 8 AM.  Members of Coplay Garden Club will also be helping with this project.  Receiving questions regarding Coplay’s 150th anniversary celebration upcoming in 2019, expect to begin meetings and preparations in September after Community Days Celebration.
Groller reported normal operations in finance.  Real estate and earned income tax receipts through mid-year on track.
