Meeting called to order at 7 p.m. by President Mann.  In attendance were Bodish, Bundra, Groller and Royer as well as Engineer Stewart, Police Chief Genovese, PWD Pavelko, and Fire Chief Buskaritz.  Mazur, Piskula, Mayor Milander and EMA Coordinator Keller were absent.  Pres. Mann led pledge of allegiance.
Hearing of persons present:  
Melissa Waibel, 1450 Deer Ln., Lehighton, re: use of pavilion for walk on IRT in memory of son, Colton, who passed last year.  Looking at date of Saturday, 10/8/11.  Bundra stated same was reported at IRT meeting.  Secretary requested contact number, will check on date in office and call to confirm.  Mann stated motion at regular meeting for approval of same.  
EMA Coordinator Keller was absent, no report.      
PWD Pavelko reported continued clean up at parkway and lower lot area after fireworks.  Flags are down, not up again until Veteran’s day.  Continued grass cutting, replaced 103 fixtures in library and borough hall, repairs at pool to ladder, bench, tables and concession stand, painting of doors, front railings and benches at building, completing trim work, one ton of cold patch used, clean up of washed out areas, rebuilt two storm drains at N 2nd @ IRT and Catherine/Bernice, repair of ceiling fixture at fire building and just received information on roof leak where buildings connect about 6 x 6 area to be reshingled.  
Chief Genovese reported 239 calls received for July, tempers seem to be high with hot weather.  Upcoming events include St. Peter’s Church picnic and Community Days at end of month.  

Chief Buskaritz read July, 2011 fire report, 47 year to date incidents.  Chief’s vehicle painted, installing lights, siren and radio which will be paid by Fireman’s Relief.  Bundra questioned cost of stenciling.  Chief Buskaritz responded no prices as of yet.
Secretary reported next County COG meeting scheduled for Tuesday, 8/9 from 12-2 PM, inform office if interested in attending.  July workshop and regular meeting minutes will be approved next week due to passage of resolution at workshop meeting.  Resolution needed for TCC to appoint liaison between Coplay and TCC for purpose of sharing confidential tax information, resolution prepared by TCC and reviewed by Solicitor naming Jeff Deutsch as liaison and myself as alternate, ready for vote at regular meeting.  Mann questioned previously passed something of this nature.  Secretary stated passed motion naming Deutsch to oversee TCC EIT reporting.  No further questions by members.  Received current street light billing from PPL with $300 increase, per contact PPL now stating street lights can be included with COSTARS electricity bid, although previously told could not, contacted COSTARS who stated recently made aware of same and will be included in next round of bidding this fall.
Discussion of any problems/matters:

Received notice of Assessment Appeal for 17 N 2nd St (old bank property).  Discussion by council if Solicitor should appear on behalf of borough.  Members agreed to authorize Solicitor to attend on behalf of borough.    
Mayor Milander was absent, no report.  

Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Royer reported normal operations in Streets department.  South 7th Street near Hokendauqua Street repaired by contractor.  Engineer in attendance this meeting to discuss change orders.  

Engineer Stewart explained change orders received for 7th Street paving project.  Change Order #1 was for additional base needed along parking lane, milled unsuitable material and installed new bituminous binder, cost of this order was $16,705.95.  Change Order #2 was for project at baseball field, additional base material needed in this area as well, cost was $3,056.54.  Total additional cost of $19,762.49.  Bundra questioned need for additional base as only parking lane, base should have been sufficient for that area.  Engineer Stewart responded entire parking area base was not replaced, only where needed, but was substantial.  Bundra questioned why necessary for parking lane, why parking lane needs to be up to full specs.  Engineer Stewart responded would cause cracking in parking lane.  Further discussion by Bundra, Engineer Stewart and Mann on this topic.  Engineer Stewart continued re: escalation costs as included in original contract.  Contractor asking for $12,076.17, has not had time to review same as just brought to him this date, contractor has right to claim, but council is not obligated to approve.  Top coat increase from $7.08 to $16.38/ton and base increase from $4.72 to $10.92/ton.  Mann stated will discuss at September workshop upon receipt of review from Engineer by Finance committee.
Mazur was absent, no report.  
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Piskula was absent, no report.    

Bodish thanked former Mayor Leiner for correcting statements on flyer and including “Former” so as not to confuse residents.  Sanitation truck is down to one load per day and finishing earlier without having to go to dump twice.  Also, received information from company who took over County yard waste site, quoting price of $3.00 per capita, this price is higher than what we are currently being charged, recommending no change at this time.   
Bundra reported siren at South 5th Street now working, may be moved to fire department building as siren at that location is not in working condition, also checking with County and State agencies on this.  Read EMA report for July, 2011.  With high temperatures last week, EMA checked on seniors in town, thanked for same.  Recommending implementation of new program, “Certificate of Appreciation” for volunteers to show council appreciation of their time and work for the community, showed members copy of certificate.  Also, would like certificate approved by motion so volunteer name is included in minutes.  Encouraged all council members to bring up names for this acknowledgement.  At this time, recommending certificate be awarded to Colleen Vandegrift for her work at the Tot Lot.  All members agreed, motion at regular meeting.  Mann recommended Christine Buskaritz for certificate for work in preparing grant which was received to purchase new fire truck.  All members agreed with this as well, motion at regular meeting.  Joint Safety committee report, at last meeting discussion with sanitation pickers re: pick up on Catherine Drive, pickers did both sides of street in one pass, due to traffic and curve in roadway, unsafe condition, committee recommended change to pick up on each side of roadway, especially with extra time available using new truck, change was agreed upon and implemented.
Groller thanked Colleen Vandegrift for good job done at Tot Lot.  Reported Coplay Recreation & Welfare Association gathering funds from several civic organizations and clubs to replace train removed from Tot Lot, to date have received approximately 90% of funding needed for new equipment.  Reported received bids re: sound system in council chambers of $7,700, $5,400, $4,100 and $3.000, committee is recommending not to purchase as no funding was included in budget and due to high cost.  Also, suggestions of moving audience chairs closer to dais and/or turning off air conditioning during meeting to alleviate problem were discussed.  This date received confirmation that roof coating by Laub Roofing has been completed, same was previously approved by council.
Mann stated full finance report will be given at regular meeting.  
Hearing of persons present:  
Mel Procanyn, 7 S 8th St., stated in October, 2010 engineer stated with delay to 7th Street project, borough would realize substantial savings, check prior minutes for verification.  Also, with prior issues when alleys completed, council requested core samples be completed prior to any road work, yet still was not done with 7th Street project.
Anne Killeen, 32 S 4th St., re: new garbage truck, less noise than older trucks, rarely even notice.  Re: Siren at fire hall.  Bundra responded siren at fire building does not work.  Killeen questioned if certain siren will be moved from 5th Street to fire building.  Bundra responded that is plan, but not set as of yet.
