Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by President Bodish.  In attendance were Burker, Groller, Luckenbach, Royer, and Sodl, as well as Mayor Bundra.  Leiner, Police Chief Genovese, Fire Chief Buskaritz, EMA Coordinator Buskaritz and PWD Boyle were absent.  
Hearing of persons present:
Mel Procanyn, 7 S 8th St., follow up to questions asked at July regular meeting.  Have financial projections and cost analysis been completed on discussed projects?  Regarding the buildings furnace, should attempt to contact manufacturer for more reasonably priced replacement parts; may only cost $50,000 to refurbish instead of paying $250,000 to replace.  Pres. Bodish responded no amounts or final decisions made on any of the discussed projects, therefore no financial projections or cost analysis prepared to date.  Will look into comments on boiler.
PWD Boyle was absent, on vacation.  Report read by Pres. Bodish, July completed and projected projects reports.  Completed storm damage cleanup which included trees, street signs, library windows, road work at Lehigh and Center Streets, partial cleanup of downed trees on IRT; installed new motor on police department AC unit; installed handicap parking space and sign on North 3rd St.; began community days preparations; CPR/AED/First Aid training completed by all public works employees; flags removed from street poles; completed routine building maintenance, building cleanup, routine sanitation pickups, routine street repairs and routine grass cutting.  August projected work includes inventory of all borough equipment, start storm drain study for repairs, build shelves for community days room, clean up at dump site, and community days set up.  September projected work includes completion of storm drain study, paint and repair barricades, replace fence at ball field, paint rental house garage and paint tennis court building.  No questions or comments by members.  
EMA Coordinator Buskaritz was absent, no report.  
Chief Genovese was absent, also on vacation.  
Fire Chief Buskaritz was absent, attending fire department program at Library.  Sodl read July, 2015 report, 9 calls for month, 64 calls year to date.  Trained at burn tower on July 27, next scheduled training at burn tower on September 7.  Door to door distribution of fund drive completed.  Requesting approval to hold annual coin toss on Saturday, September 5 at North 2nd & Chestnut Street.  No questions by members, motion at regular meeting.  
Secretary reported Engineer has completed gathering necessary information from PWD Boyle and building drawings, should have report prepared regarding demolition and rebuild by regular meeting.  Copies of codified ordinance book update pages to all.  Resident at 26 South Front Street in borough office requesting removal of previously approved handicap parking space, no longer needed, motion at regular meeting.  Received calls in borough office from two homeowners who had property damage due to falling shade trees; requested submissions in writing, only one received to date.  How would council like to proceed?  Mayor Bundra stated storm damage, whether from shade tree, neighbor’s tree or your own should be covered by homeowner’s insurance and is not borough’s responsibility.  No further comments by members.
Discussion of any problems/matters:

Boards & Commissions – received application from Rev. Gary L. Walbert for open appointment on Coplay Library Board.  No questions or comments by members, motion at regular meeting.
Approximately 20 recycling bins and lids remain; no letter openers.  Cost to purchase additional 500 cans and lids is $6,275 and 1,000 letter openers $830.  Discussion by members on size/gallon of can, larger cans would result in too much weight being lifted by employees – safety issue.  Discussion resulted in decision to purchase 500 20 gallon cans and lids along with letter openers using performance grant funds.
Changes to “new business” ordinance, specifying the inspections necessary prior to opening a new business in the borough i.e. Zoning Officer, Building Inspector, Electrical Inspector, Fire Chief and Health Inspection (if applicable).  Secretary reported this change came about after discussion with Fire Chief Buskaritz as he is not certified to do a “Fire Inspection” however is doing a walk through at business to note any concerns fire department would need to be aware of in case of an emergency.  Also, changed wording to require application be filed thirty days prior to opening business, was only five.  No questions or comments by members.  Secretary will forward prepared Ordinance to Solicitor’s office for review and will advertise for passage at September meeting.
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Pres. Bodish asked for any other items for discussion, there were none.
Mayor Bundra reported a lot of storm cleanup work for both residents and the borough.  Originally Coplay was denied assistance from PEMA, however due to amount of damage in Coplay, Whitehall, Catty and Northampton the state is again looking into possible assistance, may still be denied at some point however.  IRT is still cleaning up trees and will be for some time to come.  Sodl questioned cost of a memorial bench on trail.  Mayor Bundra stated $1,000.  Sodl question actual cost of bench.  Mayor Bundra responded $600. 
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Sodl reported Chief Genovese would like to have curfew ordinance passed, example from Walnutport.  Secretary stated forgot to make copies for council, will include with meeting packets.  Sodl continued, members should review, bring up any concerns, ordinance will be prepared for passage at September regular meeting.  Most of the issues involve juveniles from out of town, Chief Genovese strongly suggests passage of this ordinance.  Regarding generator, electrician was in building, reviewed and gathered necessary information, awaiting quote at this time.  
Royer reported PWD Boyle met with insurance adjuster, borough buildings received a lot of damage, however none are a danger to residents or patrons at pool.  Awaiting final reports from insurance adjuster and engineers they brought in.  Secretary reported did receive and initial check of $25,000 to begin repairs to fence at pavilion, pool and tot lot.  Royer continued, restating awaiting report from Engineer Christman regarding municipal building.
Burker reported pool doing well, only minor incidents, will have final report at September meeting.  Community Days planning moving forward, installed ceiling fans in pavilion.  Thanked public works employees for putting up banners in Coplay and Whitehall.  Lowe’s will be here August 10 to complete planting at civic plaza, there will be @ $1,000 credit remaining; will take an additional look at plaza after planting is complete, see what further plantings are needed and utilize those remaining funds.  Phase 1 report from General Supply property has been completed.  Received complaint from resident at 1123 ½ Oak Street regarding trucks taking down wires three times so far this year.  Ruch Street on Whitehall side is posted no trucks, why not Coplay?  Pres. Bodish stated we may have ordinance in place, did pass same for certain streets, not sure if Ruch named.  Secretary will bring copies to September workshop for discussion.  Sodl added will check with Chief Genovese on same.  Luckenbach stated wires on poles may be too low as well.
Groller reported normal operations in finance.  Looking to utilize quickbooks report in place of current bill listing, will save office 3-4 hours.  Current bill listing report and new quickbooks report will be included in members meeting packets, make sure you review both for any questions or concerns, same will be on September workshop agenda for discussion.
Bodish reported storm clean up mostly complete and sanitation pickups have been heavy.  Spoke with Chris Becker, Macungie Borough Council President, to discuss exchanging equipment, specifically our crack sealer machine for their paving machine.  Will continue discussions and keep council apprised of same.  
Hearing of persons present:
Janet Eisenhauer, Coplay Library Board, Holencik fixed Library roof after storm at no cost.  Summer Reading program “Heroes” ends this week with FunFest on Saturday, invited all members to attend.  Library adopted borough’s EOP as part of policies and all employees have passed child abuse clearances.  Preparing grant for rug and drape replacement.  Received $1,500 from community days for 2 computers and $1,000 from Wells Fargo as well.  Sodl thanked Ms. Eisenhauer for her dedicated work to improve Library, well done.

Vote on fire department coin toss on September 5.
As there was no further business, motion to adjourn meeting by Sodl, second by Burker.  Meeting adjourned until next regular meeting scheduled for Tuesday, August 11, 2015 at 7 PM.
