Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by President Bodish.  In attendance were Burker, Groller, Leiner, Luckenbach, Royer, and Sodl as well as Mayor Bundra, PWD Pavelko, Police Chief Genovese and EMA Coordinator Keller.  Interim Fire Chief Buskaritz was absent.  Pres. Bodish led pledge of allegiance.
Hearing of persons present: None.  
EMA Coordinator Keller reported himself and Deputy Coordinator Klement attending training class for electronic submission of emergency operations plan to state and county, makes municipalities more accountable in updating plan every two years, also EMA will be attending tomorrow evening’s National Night Out program.
PWD Pavelko reported tree trimming at parkway completed, three light pole bases installed, lights were just received and will be attached next week, sink hole at South 2nd and Lehigh Streets repaired with 4 yards of fillable flo, tree trimming along IRT, tree trimming in alleys for sanitation truck clearance, ½ ton cold patch used on pot holes, ran lines for cameras to pavilion, ran speaker wiring in parkway and pavilion, pavilion speakers will be permanent while parkway speakers will be removed after festival, trimming of shrubs around library and municipal building, pool going well with just normal maintenance, and 150’ of fencing removed at Coplay Sports along Potter Alley.
Chief Genovese reported 19 traffic arrests with 7 written warnings for traffic violations, and 3 written warnings for equipment violations.  There were 231 incidents for July, 2013 with 4 arrests and 1 unfounded.  Grant for generator was not approved, however resubmitted per instruction from PEMA.  Fireworks event went well and St. Peter’s Picnic went well, gearing up for Community Days.  New vehicle was received, being serviced to install light bars, etc. should receive within two weeks.  Sodl commented on incident at pool, camera system valuable tool however area around pump house and baby pool not covered by cameras, suggest two additional cameras be purchased, requests Burker review budget at end of season to determine availability of funds for this purchase, cameras are @ $1,000 each.
Interim Fire Chief Buskaritz was absent, no report.      
Secretary reported copies of invitation to all from Lehigh Valley Economic Development to a Local Government Council Inaugural Meeting on Thursday, September 12 at 7 pm at Whitehall High School.  Updates to borough code books received and copies to each member if you would like just CD, return book to borough office, or you could obtain both.  Resolution #1373 prepared adopting the Lehigh Valley 2013 hazard mitigation plan which includes both Lehigh and Northampton counties, attended numerous meetings on this topic, for Coplay most hazards are snow storms, hurricanes, etc. we have no flooding issues at this time, same will be on agenda for vote at regular meeting.  Spoke with Engineer this date regarding obtaining cost estimates to fix sink hole issues on Chestnut Street at North 2nd Street, estimate not yet prepared.
Discussion of any problems/matters:
Saint Peter Church re: demolition escrow check in amount of $1,000; requesting return of same without complete restoration of site.  Letter submitted by Saint Peter Church read by Secretary.  Sodl commented unsure if we should return funds if work is not complete.  Groller stated church is waiting to pave area to allow for settling instead of paving now and then having to repave if settling occurs.  Mayor Bundra explained church believes demolition job is complete, but since area is not paved Building Inspector Helman cannot sign off on escrow release.  Bodish reviewed borough ordinance, believes church has completed to satisfy requirements of ordinance.  Sodl stated ordinance written in such way, could be taken as either completed or not completed.  No further discussion by members, motion at regular meeting.
Request received from Coplay High School group for a reunion luncheon at pavilion with no fee on Wednesday, September 11, 2013.  No further discussion by members, motion at regular meeting.  

Mayor Bundra reported joint safety committee met and approved new motor vehicle record checks program for employees, also discussed installation of IRT pedestrian crossing on North 2nd Street and possible addition of yearly performance reviews which will have to be approved in contracts if implemented.  Communities That Care next meeting August 16 from 9 am to 1 pm at Whitehall High School, program is moving forward and representatives will be attending National Night Out event.  Received many calls in last month regarding code issues such as grass and weeds, and other neighbor disputes which were responded to and resolved.  IRT report, community days is adding run to festivities which will take place on trail.  Sodl questioned if safety committee deals with employees or buildings.  Mayor responded mostly employee safety issues, but committee would look at any situation that was brought to their attention.
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Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Burker reported continued problems at pool with not enough lifeguards on stands and allowing outside coolers into pool area, these concerns will be discussed by committee.  Incident with fight at pool, both participants were cited by police and banned from pool for season.  At this time, Burker presented Lifeguard Gabriel Lamm with Certificate of Appreciation and gift card from borough council and Mayor for save made on June 25, 2013.  Sodl added thanks and congratulations to Lamm.  Burker stated Whitehall Coplay Press would like to do photograph after meeting for paper.  
Groller reported normal operations in finance.  
Sodl reported next Library Board meeting on Thursday, August 8 at Library.  Received letter from Greater Lehigh Valley Chamber of Commerce approving grant in amount of $2,000.00 submitted by Secretary for Planning Commission to purchase welcome signs and banners.  Planning Commission working with Coplay Recreation & Welfare Association who are very interested in supporting this project, banners can also be purchased by individual residents and names will be on banner.  Groller added Recreation & Welfare was very helpful in purchasing equipment for tot lot, good organization.
Royer reported windows for second floor renovation project are in and work should begin sometime week of August 19.  Library has some fascia issues, spoke with Holencik roofing who has offered donating time and labor to repair, we will purchase any necessary materials.  Fence purchased by Community Days at Coplay Sports complex, area along Potter Alley has been replaced, project is complete.
Bodish reported normal operations in streets and sanitation collections.  Public works mostly working at parkway installing upgrades purchased by and for Community Days Festival.  Received Performance Grant check in amount of $8,914.00 for recycling tonnage in calendar year 2011.  Council committees have been updated with new member Luckenbach, committees were reviewed by Bodish.  No questions by other members.  
Hearing of persons present:  
Anne Killeen, 32 S 4th St., discussing $1,000 escrow to be returned to church, whatever happened with $1,000 refund for Hill subdivision.  Sodl responded each situation is different, not the same circumstances must be reviewed individually.
