93rd Council

Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Pres. Mann.  In attendance were Bodish, Bundra, Groller, Piskula, and Royer.  Solicitor Pereira was also present.  Mazur and Mayor Milander were absent.  Pres. Mann led pledge of allegiance.
Minutes from workshop meeting of July 5, 2011 and regular meeting of July 12, 2011 were approved as presented to council by secretary – carried.  
Hearing of persons present:
Anne Killeen, 32 S 4th St., confused after discussion at workshop re: siren.  5th Street and fire department sirens both do not work?  Bundra responded no, 5th Street siren tested and does work.  Killeen continued, Coplay does not need a siren for fires.  Bundra stated no.  Killeen stated she does not want siren, researched and Pennsylvania has alert program through cell phones, etc.  Why should we get a siren when everyone has a phone or just educate residents, don’t need the noise.  

Mel Procanyn, 7 S 8th St., motions for change order #1 and change order #2 were discussed along with third expense at workshop, why only two on agenda and what are the two change orders for.  Mann responded change order #1 is additional underlay along parking lanes, change order #2 is work at Coplay Sports, third expense was escalation charge that must be reviewed by engineer, council will consider at September workshop.  Procanyn stated at workshop Bundra explained 5th Street siren may be moved to fire station, not that it was not working.  Bundra responded, not all residents have cell phones or computers for that type of messaging, this situation is still in discussion, no decisions will be made until all questions and concerns have been answered and will take a few months, working with fire department, emergency management and questions to County and State officials.
Reading of correspondence:  
Coplay Town Watch re: “Leading Edge Martial Arts” use of gym on Wednesday, October 12.  Secretary stated motion on agenda for approval.  Mann asked for any questions by members, none.
Mayor Milander was absent, no report.  

Solicitor reported one thing for discussion by members, will be reviewed in executive session.
Engineer was absent, no report.  
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Royer reported normal operations in Streets Department.  Storm drain project at Ruch and Chestnut Streets by Whitehall Township, progressing into Coplay section at this time.  CWSA report, new website up and running, allows for online payment options, www.cwsauthority.org.  

Mazur was absent, no report.  

Piskula received no health report from Helman to convey.  Read statement re: dedication of vehicles at Community Days and lack of cooperation from Community Days representatives, however did contact officials to attend, listing of accepted names included with information now forwarded to Bundra for continued follow up.  
Bodish reported normal operations with Sanitation Department.  Small issues with new truck, Horwith taking care of repairs immediately.  Mann questioned type of problems.  Bodish responded mostly hoses.  Truck is completing entire run in one load per day.
Bundra read July, 2011 fire report, 47 incidents year to date.  Read July, 2011 Fireman’s Relief Association report, balance on 7/31/11 is $13,852.18.  Two small issues at fire building, lighting in bay area and roof leak between buildings, both repaired.  During heat of last week, EMA checked on senior’s, thanked EMA Coordinator Keller for same.  Joint Safety Committee, read next safety quote and met with public works employees re: safety colors.  IRT report, work party on Saturday for four hours to cut trees and mulch in preparation of Community Days.  Certificate of Appreciation program being initiated with motions this meeting, encourages all members to make effort to sign these recognitions.  
Groller reported pool receipts are meeting expectations and expenses for the season are below budget.  Lions Club will be completing additional painting at Balliet Stadium.  
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Mann reported approximately $19,700 for change orders 1 and 2 will be taken from $50,000 excess of 2010 budget in Departmental Projects Fund, leaving $30,300 balance.  Escalation charges will be discussed at September workshop meeting.

Motion by Groller, second by Bundra to approve Change Order #2 for paving at baseball field in the amount of $3,056.54 as recommended by Borough Engineer Stewart – carried.  
Motion by Bundra, second by Groller to award Certificate of Appreciation from 93rd Borough Council to Colleen Vandegrift for improvements made at Tot Lot – carried.
Motion by Bundra, second by Bodish to award Certificate of Appreciation from 93rd Borough Council to Christine Buskaritz for submission and approval of grant to purchase new Fire Truck – carried.
Motion by Groller, second by Royer to approve use of Coplay Parkway Pavilion by Melissa Waibel on Sunday, 10/9 with no fee except $35 charge for cleaning if necessary – carried.  
Motion by Piskula, second by Groller to approve use of Coplay Municipal Building Auditorium on Wednesday, October 12, 2011 from 8 – 9 PM by “Leading Edge Martial Arts” at no fee – carried.

Motion by Royer, second by Bundra to approve police, fire, and building inspector reports – carried.  
Motion by Bodish, second by Groller to accept treasurer Sandra Gyecsek’s report for July, 2011 as presented to council – carried.

Resolutions and Ordinances:  
RESOLUTION NO. 1341
A Resolution of the Borough Council of the Borough of Coplay, Lehigh County, Pennsylvania, appointing and designating a liaison between the Borough of Coplay and the Lehigh Tax Collection Committee for the express purpose of sharing confidential tax information with the Borough of Coplay for official purposes.
Motion by Groller, second by Bodish to adopt Resolution No. 1341.  Roll call vote resulted in 6 yeas, 0 nays, 1 absent.  Motion carried.
As there was no additional business at this time, motion by Piskula, second by Bodish to adjourn meeting to executive session for discussion of litigation.  May reconvene for motions if necessary.

Meeting reconvened by Pres. Mann.  Pres. Mann questioned Solicitor if additional motions were necessary at this time.  Solicitor responded yes.

Motion by Bundra, second by Bodish to approve Solicitor to attend assessment appeal hearing for 17 North 2nd Street – carried.

Motion by Groller, second by Bodish to authorize The Dietrich Group to review appraisal submitted by the property owner and prepare report for 17 North 2nd Street property – nay by Piskula – carried.
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At this time Bundra stated Community Days organizations reported no need of stands from St. Peter’s Church, then contacted him for ticket booth and two stands, called again asked for additional ticket booth, now calling third time changing to one ticket booth and four stands and are requesting borough employees set up stands day prior to event.  Borough employees have enough work to do for the event without having to set up additional stands for organizations.  Would like council support to tell organizations they must set up stands themselves, not borough employees.  Members agreed with statements.
As there was no further business to discuss, motion by Bodish, second by Piskula to adjourn meeting until next workshop meeting on Tuesday, September 6, 2011 at 7 PM and regular meeting Tuesday, September 13, 2011 at 7 PM.
