93rd Council

Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Pres. Mann.  In attendance were Bodish, Bundra, Groller, Mazur, Piskula, and Royer.  Solicitor Pereira was present.  Mayor Milander was absent.  Pres. Mann led pledge of allegiance.
Minutes from regular meeting of July 13, 2010 were approved as presented to council by secretary – carried.  
Hearing of persons present:  
Mel Procanyn, 7 S 8th St., questioned motion to reject all bids for fire department building.  Mann responded letter under correspondence from Liberty Engineering.  Motion for library policy change same as was mentioned at workshop.  Mann asked Groller to respond.  Groller responded yes.  Whitehall meeting motion, has dollar amount been set.  Mann stated costs will be incurred, unsure of amount.  Procanyn stated after reading WC Press article are we barking up wrong tree since CWSA has since changed their regulations and any IRS information is not available to public, no need to spend taxpayer money on this.

Beverly Miller, 40 N 5th St., questioned motion for Whitehall meeting, why roll call vote.  Stated costs would be minimal to Coplay as Whitehall has done all the work.  Stated council needs to attend this meeting.  In response to Procanyn, Miller stated IRS violations are against state ethics.  
Anne Killeen, 32 S 4th St., questioned Mayor Milander not attending any meetings and reason for same.  
Reading of correspondence:  
Liberty Engineering, Inc. re: mechanical upgrades to Coplay Fire Dept. Building.
Township of Whitehall re: Joint Meeting of Coplay Borough Council and Whitehall Township Board of Commissioners.
At this time, Pres. Mann requested discussion of correspondence from Whitehall Township.  

Bundra stated attend meeting, no cost to us to date, just there to listen.  Groller stated attend meeting, worthwhile to find out all of the information.  Piskula stated initial letter was not given proper response, should attend meeting and all attend with open mind.  Royer stated why can’t CWSA members be there as well to answer questions as they come up.  Piskula stated don’t need them there, we put board together.  Bundra stated originally thought all three entities was best, now believes only governing bodies should attend.  Bodish stated last meeting agreed to have solicitor write request to meet with all three entities in public meeting, does not agree with executive session and may have to have more meetings to get all answers if unable to get CWSA members responses.  Mazur stated on council since annual dinner meetings for reports were given, all seemed fine at that time, now everything has changed, doesn’t know what happened and why change.  Bundra stated governing bodies appoint board, should get together to discuss, must have our solicitor there, including third party would be chaos.  Mann stated still believes discussion by all three boards, in public session, best way to conclude constant questions, one meeting with only Whitehall will not answer all questions, should stay with original request to Whitehall asking for public meeting with all three boards.  Bundra restated all three would be chaos, listen to what Whitehall has to say and decide after this meeting.  Mann stated no new information in this letter, do they have more information?  Bundra stated heard there is more, yes.  Discussion was closed and motion on agenda for vote.
Mayor absent, no report.  

Solicitor reported standard operating guidelines for Coplay Fire Department, copies for all members, should review for any questions and discussion at workshop.  Requests executive session for contract negotiations and personnel.
Engineer absent, no report.  

Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Royer reported normal operations in street department.  Preconstruction meeting for 7th Street project on 8/11/10 at 8 AM.  No report for CWSA, missed meeting.  
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Mazur read July, 2010 criminal report.  Attended 15th annual National Night Out, good event, thanked Piskula for organization of same.

Piskula reported chairing Community Days at end of August, very happy fire department involved this year.  Would like discussion on dedication of new fire truck, something needs to be done by this council to acknowledge same.   

Bodish reported Monday pick ups for sanitation running late, may change part of Plum Alley and Grape Alley to Tuesday, residents will be notified through newsletter, mailing, and/or flyer.  Recycling, grass, and yard waste collections all going well.  Beginning process of purchasing new garbage truck.
Bundra read July, 2010 health report.  
Groller thanked public works employees for pool repairs over the summer season.  Reported new librarian appointed at July library board meeting.  Library policy for sick days, motion on agenda to approve same.  Looking into costs for need for coating t of municipal building flat roof.
Mann reported compared 2009 and 2010 receipts,  general up $27,200 with EIT up $7,000, realty transfer up $4,000 and pool receipts up $11,000; garbage is down $4,000 mostly due to current assessment or current garbage bills not being paid.  Finance committee requests department budgets be submitted to office by 10/1/10 so committee can begin work on proposed budget. 
Unfinished Business:  
Motion by Mazur, second by Groller to waive fee for 2009 and 2010 Coplay Sports and American Legion Baseball health licenses.  Bundra requested roll call vote.  Roll call vote resulted in 5 yeas and 2 nays by Piskula and Royer – carried.
New Business:

Motion by Bundra, second by Groller to reject all bids received for Mechanical (HVAC) Construction, Plumbing Construction, and Electrical Construction to upgrade the Mechanical Systems in the Coplay Fire Station, 149 Cherry Street and rebid the project based on recommendation from Engineer Hausman - carried.  

Motion by Groller, second by Mazur to approve additional library policy of “sick days” as approved by Coplay Library Board – carried.
Motion by Mazur, second by Royer to appoint Gary DeAngelo as full time police officer as of 8/11/2010 with 1 year probationary period – carried.  

Motion by Bundra, second by Mazur to approve new council committee – Shade Tree Advisory Committee, with members Mann-Chair, Bundra and Royer.  Piskula questioned what this committee will do.  Mann stated will look at individual complaints as they are received, do on site evaluation and recommend to council.  – carried.

Motion by Bundra, second by Piskula to approve joint executive session with the Board of Commissioners of Whitehall Township and Coplay Borough Council to discuss issues with respect to the financial affairs of the Coplay-Whitehall Sewer Authority on Monday, August 23, 2010 at 7 PM in the Whitehall Township Public Meeting Room.  Roll call vote resulted in 3 yeas and 4 nays by Bodish, Mazur, Royer and Mann – denied.
Motion by Groller, second by Mazur to approve police, fire, health and building inspector reports – carried.
Motion by Mazur, second by Groller to accept treasurer Sandra Gyecsek’s report for July, 2010 as presented to council – carried.

Motion by Groller, second by Mazur to adopt Resolution No. 1329.  Roll call vote resulted in 7 yeas, 0 nays.  Motion carried.

RESOLUTION NO. 1330

A Resolution opposing forced local government mergers and consolidations.   

Motion by Mazur, second by Royer to adopt Resolution No. 1330.  Roll call vote resulted in 7 yeas, 0 nays.  Motion carried.

Pres. Mann asked for any additional business at this time.  Royer questioned re: use of tennis court area by public works, was same deeded for recreational use only?  Secretary will check on same.   

As there was no additional business, motion by Mazur, second by Groller to adjourn meeting to executive session for discussion of contract negotiations and personnel.  
Meeting reconvened at 8:07 PM.  Solicitor Pereira stated no official action was taken in executive session.
