94th Council

Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Pres. Bodish.  In attendance were Burker, Groller, Leiner, Luckenbach, Royer and Sodl.  Mayor Bundra and Solicitor Preston were also present.  Pres. Bodish led pledge of allegiance.
Minutes from regular meeting of July 9, 2013 were approved as presented to council by secretary – carried. 
Hearing of persons present: 
John Schreiner, 8 N 4th St., on behalf of Rick Daugherty of Lehigh County Democratic Committee, announcing Joseph Groller has been approved to appear on November ballot for two year term due to resignation of Matthew Recker from borough council.  Pres. Bodish questioned if any other names were submitted to committee.  Mr. Schreiner responded Ms. Miller and Mr. Reichl.  
Reading of correspondence: 
Saint Peter Church re: requesting return of $1,000.00 demolition escrow check.
Coplay High School Reunion group requesting use of pavilion at no fee on September 11, 2013.
St. Joseph the Worker Church re: use of pavilion at no fee to stage Bike Ride fundraiser along IRT on September 21, 2013.
Mayor Bundra stated in addition to report given at workshop meeting, attended CFC meeting, discussion mostly on upcoming Community Days event.  Next joint safety committee meeting on Wednesday, August 28 at 2:45 pm.  Local Government Council Inaugural Meeting on Thursday, September 12 at 7 pm at Whitehall High School looks to be important meeting, encourages council members to attend.
Solicitor Preston had no report.    

Engineer was not in attendance, secretary read submitted letter dated August 2, 2013 authorizing release of $25,078.42 for work completed by Dirt Work Solutions at Chestnut & Ruch Street Storm Sewer Project.  Secretary read submitted letter dated August 9, 2013 re: Chestnut Street depressions, approximate costs to repair is $13,000.00.  Information turned over to Pres. Bodish for further review by Public Works committee.  
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Sodl reported read police and fire department reports at workshop meeting.  Read health report, 5 health licenses issued for July, 2013; code enforcement report of 30 new complaints received with 11 ongoing and 5 resolved, of these 17 are abandoned vehicles.  Library meetings beginning in September will no longer be held at Library, will be held in council chambers.  Leiner stated agrees, good idea to move meetings with increased attendance; questioned lawyer fees for attending meetings.  Sodl responded charged $150.00 per hour, board needs explanation on what can and cannot be done, right and wrong, especially when involves executive sessions and other meeting discussions.
Royer reported normal operations in property.  Received list of repairs needed at library building and had discussion with board members of future upgrades, will discuss in more detail at future meetings.  IRT report, new group of St. Joseph the Worker requesting use of IRT and Coplay Pavilion, may need to discuss possible fees in future.  Sodl stated fundraisers for non profits have no issues, if for profit another issue.  Leiner stated agrees.  Pres. Bodish requested copy of repairs list for Library.
Burker reported Dip and Dance at pool Saturday was well attended; pavilion rented for punk rock festival, observed same, well attended and orderly, most in attendance 30-40 years of age.  Last few weeks remaining at pool, committee will meet to discuss changes for 2014 season, requested Secretary discuss additional camera costs.  Milander’s has done well with concession stand, satisfied with results, did well Saturday, also.  Secretary reported received quote from Wire Guys, cameras are $350.00 each, very good price, will also need to purchase licenses at $150.00 for each and new switch, however this will wait to see what remains in budget at end of season, just cameras at this time.  Leiner questioned if Milander’s will supply report, such as profit and loss, at end of season.  
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Sodl responded unsure if report will be issued.  Solicitor Preston stated requirement to report profit and loss not included in lease agreement.  Sodl stated relationship between parties good enough to expect open discussion at end of pool season on topic of profit and/or loss.  
Groller reported received letter from Merchants National Bank informing of 12th and Tapler loan payoff.  From First Northern Bank and Trust received commitment letters for tax exempt loans for police car to be paid from capital reserve for remainder this year and for crack seal machine which will be paid from state fund.  Also, awaiting paperwork allowing for one year extension on general obligation note.  Thanked Mr. Schreiner, his wife, Mayor Bundra, Council members and residents who signed petition of support for placement of name on 2 year council term ballot during November election.  Leiner stated would have signed to show support as well if asked.
Bodish reported normal operations in streets and sanitation.  Storm sewer project at Chestnut and Ruch Streets completed and appears to be working well.  Spoke with Mayor Hozza re: paving Ruch Street in cooperation with Whitehall Township in 2014, however CWSA still has new line installation work to complete on Ruch Street, road will not be paved until same is complete.
Unfinished Business:  None.

Motion by Leiner, second by Sodl to return demolition escrow check in amount of $1,000.00 to Saint Peter Church – carried.
Motion by Burker, second by Royer to approve use of pavilion by Coplay High School Reunion group on Wednesday, September 11, 2013 and St. Joseph the Worker Church on Saturday, September 21, 2013 at no fee – carried.
Motion by Groller, second by Royer to approve police, fire, health and building inspector reports – carried.

Motion by Burker, second by Sodl to accept treasurer Sandra Gyecsek’s report for July, 2013 as presented to council – carried.
