Meeting called to order at 7 p.m. by President Mann.  In attendance were Bodish, Miller, Piskula and Royer as well as Chief Buskaritz.  Schin, Mayor Milander, EMA Coordinator Keller and Chief Genovese were absent.  Pres. Mann led pledge of allegiance.
Hearing of persons present:  None.  
EMA Coordinator Keller was absent, no report.

Chief Genovese was absent, Secretary Gyecsek reported received request from Office of the District Attorney of Lehigh County for donation to support Municipal Emergency Response Team (MERT) and Child Abuse Investigator.  Secretary reported each are designated $1,000 in 2009 budget.  No further comments by members, motion on same at regular meeting.  
Chief Buskaritz reported problem with license plate for squad truck worked out, Fireman’s Relief owns vehicle however plate issued in name of Borough of Coplay per state regulations.  Letter sent to Glenn Solt at Lehigh County re: fence under bridge, brush truck fits through tunnel made for IRT, if need to get other emergency vehicles through unable, requested Solt install gate on either side of fencing for access instead of having to access from North 2nd or Whitehall Hokendauqua area.  Mann questioned council next step if no response from Solt.  All agreed to contact Executive Cunningham, if necessary.  Chief Buskaritz reported most equipment has been returned to station in anticipation of completed deal with Fire Co. for building ownership back to Borough.
Secretary reported next Lehigh County COG meeting Tuesday, 10/13/09 from 12-2 PM.  Website updates ongoing, pages added for local businesses and local organizations, review same and forward any comments/ suggestions to office.  Mandatory Recycling Ordinance reviewed with Solicitor, forwarding to Sanitation committee for review, will not be ready for council vote until November or December meeting.  Property maintenance ordinance updating for inspection of rentals every three years, in County contact, and 100 amp service reviewed with Solicitor, ready for advertisement and passage at October meeting.  Resolution 1314 naming First National Bank of Palmerton as depository for borough funds and Resolution 1315 authorizing agreement to use dotgrants site to file annual liquid fuels forms ready for passage at regular meeting.  Reviewed Emergency Operations Plan with EMA Coordinator Keller, same updated and ready for passage at October meeting by Resolution.  Mann questioned if same must be advertised.  Secretary will check and follow appropriate procedure.  Minimum Municipal Obligation for all pension plans complete and ready for passage by motion at regular meeting, copies in office for review by members.  Trick or Treat Night scheduled for Friday, 10/30/09 from 6-8 PM, motion at regular meeting.  Updated Comprehensive Plan copies to all members along with flyer for public meeting on 10/7/09, review same for any changes or comments, will mail approximately two weeks prior to meeting.
