92nd Council

Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Pres. Mann.  In attendance were Bodish, Mazur, Miller, Piskula, and Royer.  Mayor Milander and Solicitor Harrison were also present.  Schin was absent.   Pres. Mann led pledge of allegiance.
Minutes from regular meeting of August 11, 2009 were approved, with change as requested by Miller to change “complaining” by Mr. Heckman to “stating”, as presented to council by secretary -  carried.  
At this time, Royer stated wrong address given in workshop minutes for storm sewer repair, should be 160 South Front, not 16.  Same will be changed by Secretary.

Hearing of persons present:  
Joseph Bundra, 14 S 9th St., re: street lights and attachments to pole, currently cable, etc. who attach to pole pay PP&L rental fee, curious could PP&L charge Borough for the street lights as attachments on pole?  Mann will check on same.  
Mel Procanyn, 7 S 8th St., re: motion to appoint Karen Deutsch and Sandra Gyecsek as EIT delegates, will they have anything to do with collection of school taxes, etc.  Mann responded, no just delegate for EIT committee.  Re: Community Days donation, this was not discussed at workshop.  Mann explained letter received after workshop, will be discussed tonight.  Procanyn continued executive sessions for personnel, land leases, etc. can it be more specific.  For example with personnel give name of employee being discussed.  States Sunshine law not being followed in this instance.

Anne Killeen, 32 S 4th St., saw recent television program showing new interest raising chickens in residential areas, old chicken coops in 3rd Street alley.  Are there ordinances in place against this in Coplay?  Have not seen chickens in area, but concerned.  Re: comprehensive plan, will outline be made available to public prior to open meeting?
Reading of correspondence:

At this time, Mann requested discussion on Community Days donation request.  Miller statements on cost incurred by festival including entertainment, police security, insurance and other expenses not seen.  Festival committee looking to utilize funds to improve pavilion area for bands during festival and for borough rentals as well.  Mazur, Royer agreed with donation.  Bodish agreed with donation but would like details released on earnings, expenses, etc.  Piskula agreed with donation, would like to see borough pick up expense for police security.  Further discussion by members.  Mann suggested donation of $400, same as Fireworks and Parade for 2009 and finance committee will look at inclusion in 2010 budget.  All members agreed with same, amount added to motion on agenda.
Mayor read August, 2009 criminal and traffic reports.  No other problems in police department to report.
Solicitor had no report.  
Engineer report.  Royer reviewed information received from Engineer Stewart re: storm sewer projects at South Front and Hokendauqua and Schreiber Avenue, specifications and bid package will be delivered to borough office in AM to be advertised and opened at October workshop, awarded at October regular meeting and project completed before end of year.
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Royer reported sinkhole at 160 South Front Street pipe repaired, awaiting resurfacing.  Streets department budget submitted, large items include street resurfacing project and new lawn mower to replace one over 15 years old.  Housing Committee report, submitted list to Gloria in police station, obtaining contact information.  IRT report next workday 9/12 on Whitehall section, Trolley ride

scheduled for 10/17, next meeting 9/15 at 7 PM in Coplay council chambers and 9/19 scheduled Camelot 5K Run/Walk at trailhead pavilion.
Schin was absent, no report.

Miller stated agree with Killeen statements re: ideas for comprehensive plan to lessen rumors around town and agree with Procanyn sometimes executive session vague, may be able to expand on same.  Property committee meeting requested by Zoning Officer Helman, discussion by committee members Bodish, Piskula and Miller, meeting will be held Thursday, 9/24 at 7 PM in council chambers.  Have pool numbers for this year, reviewed same; however, no comparison to 2008 numbers.  There was water leak issue in baby pool around drain, same will be repaired.  Mike Humanick did great job as pool manager for season, will be preparing final report for council.  Read letter received thanking Community Days for allowing table at event for shoe box project.
Bodish read August, 2009 health report.  Complaint on Bogush properties being followed through at this time. 

Mazur reported recycling pickups good.  Met with committee, main discussion on possible collection of grass early in season for few weeks.  New garbage truck needed, will include with budget.  Comprehensive plan involves many discussions on many topics and areas within borough including possible streetscapes, recreation, etc.  Flyer to announce public meeting will be mailed to all residents prior to 10/7 meeting.  
Piskula read August, 2009 fire report, 49 incidents to date for 2009.  Thanked fire department and firefighters for all of their work, truck paperwork discussed last month was resolved.  Questioned if any response from Fire Company?  Secretary stated received this afternoon, copies for all members and discussion at executive session.  Piskula continued, requesting meet with Health Inspector and phone number should be included in newsletter.  What is status of ordinance for Health Board, Secretary explained same to Solicitor for review and stated number not included in newsletter as confusing to residents since he only inspects food establishments, not taking care of other health complaints such as grass and high weeds.  Piskula reported re: fence under Coplay bridge reviewed discussion with Miller, Chief Buskaritz and Mann, same will not be removed by county or set up with two gates, Chief Buskaritz can work around same.  Piskula thanked Miller for work with Community Days and preparation of event, further discussion on same.
Mann thanked Community Days committee for event.  Will contact MEM and respond to Bundra concerns, we are @ 5-6 months ahead of schedule on street light project.  Also, grant for $250,000 submitted by MEM for this project.  Winter swimming program with Whitehall Township for fee of $500 included on this agenda, also received after workshop, any questions or concerns from members, none stated.
