Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Pres. Bodish.  In attendance were Burker, Groller, Leiner, Luckenbach, Royer and Sodl.  Mayor Bundra and Solicitor Pereira were also present.  Pres. Bodish led pledge of allegiance.
Minutes from regular meeting of August 12, 2014 were approved as presented to council by secretary – carried. 
Hearing of persons present: 
William Ketterer, 1010 Center St., thanked council for their efforts on getting the Carpenter property cleaned up.
Sharon Meischeid, 35 N Ruch St., read advertisement for new PWD in Whitehall-Coplay press, does not include applicants need to know plumbing, electrical, etc; will amount budgeted for this position change with decreased knowledge.  Pres. Bodish responded unable to determine at this time.  Sodl stated council doing due diligence, advertisement is not all inclusive and salary should be based on qualifications.  Ms. Meischeid added salary should be reviewed and will some jobs be outsourced.  Sodl responded if it saves money, not spends more of taxpayer money, there are many options, decisions to change are not based on current employee’s work ethic, more based on lack of management skills.  Ms. Meischeid stated guidance and training should be provided.  Sodl agreed, guidance and training for all employees is needed; too much time being spent on certain jobs based on the logs, same needs to be corrected.
Daniel Smith, 35 N Ruch St., Ms. Meischeid covered most of his concerns, is position salary or hourly.  Pres. Bodish responded hourly.  Mr. Smith continued, most supervisor positions are salary, should review same.  Also, will cost borough more in long term to outsource jobs such as grass cutting and snow removal.  Sodl stated still looking into same, early stages of reviewing expenses, total costs and productivity, etc.  Pres. Bodish commented council has never stated will outsource certain jobs, just checking into same, determining real costs of jobs instead of just guessing.  Leiner agreed there has been no specific discussion of outsourcing, logs are being used as tool to further a discussion and increase efficiency.  Further discussion on comments on above statements.

Relay for Life Team Captain Vanessa Miller re: use of pavilion on 9/28 or 10/5 at no fee.
Mayor Bundra stated report given at workshop meeting.  Re: kilns, reported incorrectly at workshop meeting, County has $300,000 (not $30,000) in previously received grants.  Leiner commented, all residents needed to get funding for restoring and preserving Kilns for future generations, maybe a Town Hall meeting to engage residents.  Mayor Bundra continued, Ed Pany, Howard Leiberman and Lou Jany have been very vocal in support of project and are assisting in engaging representatives at Lehigh County for their support of the project.   
Solicitor Pereira reported the Civic Plaza easement has been signed and sent to Lehigh County for recording.  Solicitor’s office will forward a copy to Secretary Gyecsek for insurance purposes.
Engineer was absent, no report.

Sodl read Code Enforcement/Health Inspector report for August, 2014, 4 health permits issued with 13 new complaints, 12 ongoing and 4 resolved.  Invited by Chief Genovese to firing range today, interesting experience.
Royer reported normal operations in property.  New Tot Lot sign installed.  Carpeting scheduled to be cleaned in rental property.  
Burker reported received Thank You letter from Catasauqua YMCA for allowing them use of pool for swimming lessons.  Park and Recreation Board met; two grants submitted, expect to hear results of same in November, 2014.  Sodl questioned final numbers from pool season.  Burker requested Secretary Gyecsek prepare same by October workshop.   
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Groller reported received extension on drawdown period for General Obligation Note until October 15, 2015.  Requesting budgets from all departments by October workshop meeting.  Disability and Life insurance premiums will not increase for 2015.  Have not received information on rate increases for Health/Vision premiums for 2015, should receive numbers by September 30, 2014.
Bodish reported recycling collections are heavy.  Streets under normal operations.  New dump truck should be delivered within next four weeks.  Obtaining costs from Livengood to repair section of Chestnut Street at Ruch Street where rippling has occurred as they are contractor that is repaving Ruch Street.
