Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Pres. Bodish.  In attendance were Burker, Groller, Leiner, Luckenbach, Royer and Sodl.  Mayor Bundra and Solicitor Preston were also present.  Pres. Bodish led pledge of allegiance.
Minutes from regular meeting of August 13, 2013 were approved as presented to council by secretary – carried. 
Hearing of persons present: 
Mel Procanyn, 7 S 8th St., regarding the minimum municipal obligation for police pension plan, how many currently receive pension benefits and how many receive insurance coverage.  Pres. Bodish responded one pension and one surviving spouse benefit; pension recipient receives $150.00 per month toward insurance which would not change with new health care law.  Mr. Procanyn continued Lehigh County is changing for pensioners coverage and costs to employees for insurance.  Further discussion by Sodl, Leiner and Pres. Bodish with Mr. Procanyn.  Pres. Bodish stated borough is obligated to give Mr. Hill $150.00 per month for insurance, he is not covered under boroughs health insurance and that will not change unless voted upon by all of council.
Reading of correspondence:  None.
Mayor Bundra stated in addition to report given at workshop meeting, suggests all members attend Council of Governments meeting on Thursday, September 12 at 7 PM at Whitehall High School, this is very important meeting.  Next joint safety meeting is Wednesday, September 18 at 2:45 pm, all invited to attend.  Luckenbach questioned where meeting takes place.  Mayor Bundra responded in borough office.
Solicitor Preston reported Borough Engineer Stewart completed inspection at Hill subdivision and reported all required improvements have been completed, as such two motions on agenda to release remaining escrow security and begin 18 month maintenance period.  No questions by members.
Engineer was absent, no report.  
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:
Sodl read health inspector and code enforcement report for August, 2013, 4 inspections completed by health inspector and 13 new code enforcement complaints received with 35 ongoing and 17 resolved.  For Police, Community Days approved purchase of two additional cameras in addition to two being purchased by borough for total of four cameras to be installed at pool/parkway/pavilion area, this will allow for full coverage of entire parkway.  Mayor Bundra questioned 19 North 7th Street property, grass is extremely high.  Sodl responded will check on same.  Secretary added Mr. Helman in office this date and stated had been in contact with bank this week and advised that grass and weeds needed immediate attention.  Further discussion with Sodl, Mayor, Leiner, Royer and Solicitor regarding options available, outside contractor to cut grass, employees cutting grass, placing lien on property, etc.  Pres. Bodish stated discussion should take place in committee and report findings to council, have something decided and update ordinance prior to next growing season.  Leiner added has been volunteering at Library and thought use of Library by Girl Scouts for sign ups good idea, brought in a nice little group to our Library.  Sodl stated new board attempting to change antiquated thinking.
Royer reported memorial bench for Library will not have cushion and review of records did not show current bench is a memorial; current bench will be refurbished and moved to tot lot or elsewhere on property.  Regarding key discussion of last week, all locks were changed last year and inventory done at that time.  Pres. Bodish still suggests doing rekey and issuing new keys with log; start fresh.  
Burker stated nothing in addition to report given at workshop meeting.    
Groller reported normal operations in finance.  
Bodish reported normal operations in public works department.  Pitch machine was received and pallet of pitch purchased, should begin working with machine in October and November.  Electronics recycling and metal collection next Wednesday and Thursday, contact office to coordinate pickups.

Motion by Leiner, second by Royer to reduce by $1,138.00 the escrow security for the required improvements as depicted on the Wilbur E. Hill III Minor Subdivision Final Plan as per the recommendation by Roy J. Stewart, Borough Engineer, in his letter dated August 30, 2013 – carried.
Motion by Groller, second by Leiner to approve an 18 month maintenance period and a maintenance surety of 15% ($1,556.25) for the Wilbur E. Hill III Minor Subdivision Final Plan as per the Maintenance and Guaranty Agreement beginning September 11, 2013 – carried.
