93rd Council

Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Pres. Mann.  In attendance were Bodish, Groller, Mazur, Piskula, and Royer.  Solicitor Pereira was also present.  Bundra and Mayor Milander were absent.  Pres. Mann led pledge of allegiance.
Minutes from regular meeting of August 9, 2011 were approved as presented to council by secretary – carried.  
Hearing of persons present:
Mel Procanyn, 7 S 8th St., motion for change order #3 should not be approved, borough was told would not be charged for delay in paving; agreed with payment of change order #1 and change order #2.  Mann requested what is question.  Procanyn stated does not want to pay change order #3.  Mann responded also would rather not pay for change order #3, but escalation charges were agreed to due to delay of one year on completion of project because of UGI not completing pipe repairs in timely manner, that is not the contractor’s responsibility and should not be liable.  Borough Engineer, Streets committee and Finance committee have all reviewed and approved change order #3, all is appropriate and should be approved for payment.  Requested Procanyn take seat if no further questions.

Solicitor requested executive session for discussion of personnel matter.  
Engineer was absent, no report.  
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Royer thanked public works for storm clean up.  Streets department, normal operations.  Received request from a few residents for council to consider changing name of Keefer Street to honor longtime resident and former Coplay School teacher Kathryn Fogel, requests council discussion on request at October workshop meeting.
Mazur read August, 2011 police report.  Thanked police, fire, EMA and public works for clean up after recent storms.
Piskula read July and August, 2011 health reports.  Re: request received from Peaceable Kingdom for additional funding toward spay/neuter of feral cats, will discuss with committee and recommend to council at October workshop.    
Bodish reported normal operations with Sanitation Department.  Grass and yard waste collection has been heavy with all of the rain.  Received check in amount of $246.20 for recycling compensation.  
Bundra was absent, no report.  
Groller reported pool receipts approximately $38,000 for season, last year was $39,000, considering cool weather at start of season and rain at end, pleased with overall receipts.  Also, showing 14% decrease in wages, mostly due to 50% of employees were new and cutback in number of employees hired.  Reported considering three items for purchase at Tot Lot with total purchase price under $4,000.  Thanked Coplay Recreation & Welfare Association for organizing contributions toward this purchase.  Piskula questioned if consideration given to purchase another train.  Groller stated reviewed with COSTARS contractor who considered space limitations, to follow playground guidelines space does not allow for train to be installed in this area.
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Mann reported finance committee requesting department budgets be submitted to borough office by October 10, 2011.  Looking into possible Public Utility Commission complaint against UGI for delay of 7th Street project, must first contact UGI, thanked resident Anne Killeen for suggestion of same.  Finance recommending approval of change to general obligation note loan.  Shade Tree recommending approval of sidewalk repairs and tree removal.

Motion by Groller, second by Bodish to approve Trick or Treat Night in the Borough of Coplay as Friday, October 28, 2011 from 6 – 8 PM, with rain date of Saturday, 10/29 – carried.  
Motion by Piskula, second by Mazur to approve donation of $50.00 to Greater Lehigh Valley Nurses Association – carried.   
Motion by Piskula, second by Mazur to approve donation of $50.00 to Meals on Wheels – carried.  
Motion by Groller, second by Bodish to approve removal of shade tree and stump at 28 S 3rd St. and repair of sidewalk and curbing where necessary at 132 S 8th St. and 28 S 3rd St. upon availability of funding – carried.

Motion by Groller, second by Bodish to appoint William Loy to Coplay Park & Recreation Board with term ending 12/31/2016 – carried.

Motion by Bodish, second by Royer to approve renegotiated terms for General Obligation Note and authorization to have borough solicitor finalize documentation with lender – carried.

Motion by Piskula, second by Mazur to approve police, fire, and building inspector reports – carried.  
Motion by Groller, second by Mazur to accept treasurer Sandra Gyecsek’s report for August, 2011 as presented to council – carried.
