93rd Council

Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Pres. Mann.  In attendance were Bodish, Groller, Piskula, and Royer.  Solicitor Preston and Engineer Stewart were present.  Bundra, Mazur and Mayor Milander were absent.  Pres. Mann led pledge of allegiance.
Minutes from regular meeting of August 10, 2010 were approved as presented to council by secretary – carried.  
Hearing of persons present:  
Christopher Milotich, representing Zayo, drawings have been submitted to bring fiber optic cable to TMobile site on building, here to address agreement and financial compensation, Zayo position is to keep TMobile competitive in relation to services offered and dependability of service.  Mann questioned agreements with other municipalities?  Responded none in Lehigh County.  Mann questioned other counties?  Responded yes.  Mann questioned if council able to review these agreements?  Responded yes.  Mann asked for any other questions.  Solicitor stated email received, copies to members, from Zayo offering $21.09/month; also requested copies of agreements from Zayo representative Dan Magus to pattern an agreement for Coplay and obtain market value, none received.  Street opening request on file in borough right-of-way, verified with Engineer Stewart, and then onto borough property to attach to building, same will not be approved until agreement in place.  Solicitor questioned if Zayo is considered a utility?  Responded yes.  Mr. Milotich stated will submit previously approved agreements to Solicitor for review; TMobile brought in Zayo to maintain existing site.  Piskula questioned if council offer was presented to Zayo.  Solicitor responded no as an agreement was not received and also stated borough is not adverse to attachment, just wants to make sure agreement in place.  Mr. Milotich again stated will forward agreements in next few days.
Reading of correspondence:  
Lehigh County District Attorney re: thank you for your support.

Coplay Community Days re: thank you for donation.

Christine Sweeney requesting use of parkway parking lot for bus trip.
At this time, Pres. Mann requested EMA Coordinator Keller present report.  Keller reported Deputy Coordinator William Spaits has left area and submitted resignation effective August 15, 2010.  Current EMA volunteer Patrick Klement has replaced Spaits and is new Deputy Coordinator.  Mann questioned if need be sworn in?  EMA Coordinator Keller responded, yes, County Coordinator will attend October meeting to complete same.  

Mayor absent, no report.  

Solicitor reported re: 7th Street additional work and question by Engineer if contract can be expanded; reviewed same, recommends rebid for this work and asked Engineer to explain additional.  

Engineer Stewart explained UGI opened street in August and replaced pipes almost entire length of 7th Street even though notified by borough office in February that 7th Street paving project was to be completed and they will not complete restoration until end of October.  Livengood has agreed to delay project until 2011.  7th Street storm water project will need to be surveyed and rebid as separate project this year.  Royer stated move to approve survey to determine proper options of connecting to storm sewer at 7th and Center or 8th and Center.  Mann questioned cost of survey.  Engineer Stewart responded approximately $1,000.  Bodish questioned difference between options.  Engineer Stewart stated only about 20 foot difference however a hump in street would make 8th and Center option more costly, survey would look at both options and determine which is most effective resolution to storm water problem.
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Royer reported normal operations in street department, beginning 9th Street shade tree removal and committee meeting to work on budget.  CWSA report, current billings included letter requesting contacting to set up inspection as required by EPA and requests Secretary include information in October newsletter.  Workplace Safety Committee report as Bundra absent, certification of committee approved by Labor & Industry, also met with Workers Compensation representative last week to review committee information and toured building including garage, satisfied with corrections.
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Mazur was absent, no report.   
Piskula read August, 2010 fire report, 47 incidents year to date.  Fireman’s Relief Association has current balance of $7,447.25.  
Bodish reported change to garbage pick ups working out well.  Talked to Horwith re: new truck, coming tomorrow, looking to purchase 31 yard triaxle, able to bring truck this size for drive through in tight areas on Thursday, if this size truck does not fit, will have to go with 20 yard.  31 yard would allow entire run with only dumping once per day where 20 yard would still require two dumpings per day.  With County possibly closing grass and yard waste recycling center, looking at other possibilities.  Looked at First Regional Compost Authority on Weaversville Road, charge is $3.30 per capita, yearly fee would be approximately $11,000 to dump grass, yard waste and leaves and any homeowner could drop off as well, along with free mulch.  Need to await County final decision and will check other facility costs as well at that time.
Bundra was absent, no report.    
Groller reported Protective Safety Systems currently training in municipal building.  Thanked Lions Club for community project at Balliet Field cleaning, painting and other minor maintenance.  Awaiting response from Coplay AC membership meeting as to what change members agree with, downsizing or moving, property committee will meet to discuss upon response and report to council on same.  Also, EMA has offered to move offices from basement to 2nd floor and allow Coplay AC to utilize their two rooms.
Mann requested all departments submit budgets to borough office by October 1.  Thanked Ms. Piskula for coordinating Coplay Community Days, event went well.  
Unfinished Business:  None.
New Business:

Motion by Bodish, second by Royer to approve survey of 7th Street Storm Water project – carried.   
Motion by Groller, second by Bodish to approve Trick or Treat Night in the Borough of Coplay as Friday, October 29, 2010 from 6 – 8 PM, with rain date of Saturday, 10/30 – carried.
Motion by Royer, second by Bodish to approve 2011 Minimum Municipal Obligation for the Coplay Non-Uniformed Employees’ Defined Contribution Plan, the Coplay Non-Uniformed Employees’ Money Purchase Plan and the Coplay Police Pension Plan – carried.
Motion by Groller, second by Piskula to approve donation of $50.00 to Greater Lehigh Valley Nurses Association – carried.  

Motion by Groller, second by Piskula to appoint Julie Hughes as Librarian for the Coplay Public Library as recommended by Coplay Library Board - carried.

Motion by Royer, second by Bodish to approve removal of four (4) shade trees and stumps and repair of sidewalk and curbing where necessary at 135 S 8th St., 39 S 8th St., and 102 S 9th St. upon availability of funding.  Piskula questioned if estimated costs were received and how much funding was available at this time.  Mann responded no estimates received and $0 in 2010 shade tree budget, will only do work if funding becomes available. – carried.
Motion by Groller, second by Royer to permit removal of three (3) shade trees at sole responsibility for expense by homeowner at 36 South 8th Street – carried.

Motion by Bodish, second by Groller to approve $3,000.00 of Performance Grant funds be utilized for completion of shade tree projects – carried, Piskula voted nay.

Motion by Royer, second by Bodish to approve use of parkway parking lot on Monday, October 11, 2010 by Christine Sweeney – carried.

Motion by Groller, second by Royer to approve police, fire, health and building inspector reports – carried.
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Motion by Bodish, second by Groller to accept treasurer Sandra Gyecsek’s report for August, 2010 as presented to council – carried.
