Meeting called to order at 7 p.m. by President Mann.  In attendance were Bodish, Bundra, Groller, Piskula and Royer as well as EMA Coordinator Keller, PWD Pavelko, Police Chief Genovese and Fire Chief Buskaritz.  Mazur, and Mayor Milander were absent.  Pres. Mann led pledge of allegiance.
At this time, bids for upgrades to Fire Building were opened by Secretary Gyecsek as follows:

Plumbing bids – Dual Temp $27,395.00, Broc Mechanical $23,630.00, KC Mechanical Service $29,000.00, Spotts Brothers $23,200.00, Moser Mechanical Contractors $20,200.00.

Mechanical (HVAC) bids – Dual Temp $66,450.00, Broc Mechanical $63,970.00, KC Mechanical Service $69,000.00, Spotts Brothers $68,800.00, Moser Mechanical Contractors $58,900.00, MBI HVAC, Inc. $57,500.00.

Bids will be forwarded to David Hausman of Liberty Engineering for review and recommendation by regular meeting.

Hearing of persons present: 
Mel Procanyn, 7 S 8th St., re: recommendation from Planning Commission to update zoning ordinance, just done in 2005.  Mann responded original ordinance from 1968, only minimal corrections made since that time.  Re: HB1231, firefighters workers’ compensation bill, why are we discussing, does not affect us as we are only volunteers.  Mann responded volunteer firefighters are still covered under workers’ compensation insurance.  Under GASB 52, believe office received copy of this, what is our financial requirements for a required reserve fund for the borough and are we under those guidelines.  Mann will respond at next meeting.
Anne Killeen, 32 S 4th St., yard waste ending 10/27, still haven’t had frost, should be extended.  Questioned when does grass collection end.  Bodish responded grass and leaves collected together, will check on possible extension and report at regular meeting.
EMA Coordinator Keller thanked PWD Pavelko for support during rains with possible flooding, none occurred, but were prepared.  Assisted surrounding communities with flooding problems as well.
PWD Pavelko reported prepped IRT for trolley ride, main storm drain cleared, 1 ton cold patch used, cut and cleared two trees at 9th and Coplay, starting to winterize pool and pavilion, oil changes on four vehicles, bridge street gate work, storm drain clearing, grass cutting and graffiti cleanup at pavilion and parkway, four handicap spaces removed, small sinkhole at 7th and Chestnut repaired, started 38 S 4th St work including digging and stone in basement for concrete pad and closed in and painted back porch, wired Scott pack compressor at fire department and replaced ceiling tiles in squad room.  Piskula questioned if leak in pavilion roof repaired.  PWD Pavelko responded unaware of any new leaks, all previous leaks were corrected, will check and repair same.
Chief Genovese reported readying for Halloween parade, new officer in charge of traffic this year will assist with same.  Re: Pink and Hall Alley complaint, traffic study completed on three separate days at three different times, all vehicles stopped at intersection and no speeding detected.  Does not meet PennDOT criteria for installation of stop sign.  If complaints continue, could install “Watch Children” signs at alley entrances.  Piskula questioned location, same explained by Chief Genovese.  Mann asked for any other questions by members, none.  
Chief Buskaritz reported as of 10/4/10 fire department is responding with police to EMS calls, approval from County received.  Fire Prevention training with Whitehall Fire Department at Christ The King, Steckel and Gockley schools.  Attending Halloween parades in Catasauqua, Northampton, Whitehall and ours.  This Saturday, 10/9 having Open House from 12-5 PM, invites all to attend.
Secretary reported bid for 7th Street storm sewer will be awarded at November workshop, meeting will be advertised.  Next COG meeting 10/12 from 12-2 if anyone interested.  Advertising for coal bids to be opened at November workshop and awarded at November regular meeting.  No information, email, regular mail or phone calls received since last meeting from Zayo.  Police Pension meeting scheduled for 11/16/10 at 7 PM, need police officer, council president, and member of police committee in attendance.  Ordinance #787 prepared, reviewed by solicitor and advertised for regular meeting, ordinance updates added and removed handicap parking spaces since last year.  Received letter of resignation from Judy McGinley from Coplay Library Board, same read, motion at regular meeting.  

Discussion of any problems/matters:

Received recommendation from Coplay Planning Commission re: zoning ordinance and contract from URDC to prepare zoning ordinance, maximum cost per contract is $17,500.  Secretary read letter from Planning Commission Secretary Mullner.  No further questions or comments by members, motion at regular meeting.

From PSAB re: House Bill 1231 – Firefighter Worker’s Compensation Cancer Bill, copies forwarded to all members.  All agree to vote No, Secretary will contact Senator on same.  
Mayor Milander was absent, no report.  
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Royer reported survey complete on 7th Street storm sewer project, specifics reviewed, cost will be approximately $17,000 - $20,000.  CWSA report, met with representatives of sewer authority, Whitehall and Coplay to discuss violations and enforcement of same, determined code enforcement officer will be notified by CWSA to send letter to correct violation.  
Mazur was absent, no report.  

Piskula read September, 2010 fire report.  Thanked all for work with Community Days, approximately $4,000 in profits.  Questioned council members re: water leak at Coplay Sports, approached by plumber who stated was shut down by council and was unaware of any situation, never told.  Groller responded reporting on same at this meeting for council approval.
Bodish thanked council for thoughts on passing of father.  New routes for garbage working out very well.  Two issues, large cans, too heavy for pickers, stickers being placed on same and will not pick up.  Also, truck was quarantined for radiation, read statement from dump site, same will be included in next newsletter.  We have not been charged, but if we are, the charge will be passed on to the resident, include this information in newsletter as well.  Bundra questioned that there was always a limit on weight.  PWD Pavelko responded correct, now using stickers to notify resident when cans are too large or too heavy.  Bodish requested this information be included in newsletter also.
Bundra requested Chief Genovese read Safety Committee certificate received.  Every month committee meets and very pleased with communication to date, may reduce workers’ compensation costs.  Proposed budget submitted, health insurance increase of 10% expected, also obtaining rate quotes from other companies to check current rates.  Safety committee recommending to send public works employee Patrick Klement to flagger training at cost of $65 for four hour course, requests approval of same by motion.  Re: storage area at tennis courts, cost of $2,100 to have gate installed, material only $600 if completed as community project, with cost split between streets and sanitation.  Bodish questioned using tennis court garage building and maybe area in fire building to store plows.  Bundra questioned PWD Pavelko on same, would be difficult to remove in building without dragging plows by hand.  IRT report, trail had serious washout issues with rain, same patched.  The 1,500 feet still unpaved portion will cost approximately $38,000 to pave, requests remaining IRT budget for 2010 be rolled into Recreation Fund to continue raising funds for this project, motion at regular meeting.  Bodish questioned ownership of unpaved portion.  Bundra explained owned by borough but no clear title, Lehigh County working on this.
Groller reported municipal building roof, property committee recommending recoat by Laub at cost of $6,000 from Capital Reserve, motion at regular meeting.  Groller questioned PWD Pavelko re: roof repair, responded coating will last 2-3 years and entire roof will need repair at approximate cost of $100,000.00.  Groller reported work at 38 S 4th Street moving ahead as previously approved by council.  Coplay Sports water leak, committee recommending borough purchase material and excavate as needed, cost is $2,000 to be taken from recreation – supplies line item in budget.  Bundra responded to Piskula earlier question, job was never started just discussed as games still being played at field through October and needed to be reviewed by all of council.  Royer stated safety issue while games being played with having open trench.
Mann reported received request from office as both participate in United Way donations would like to have casual dress on Fridays.  No questions or discussion by members, motion at regular meeting.  
Hearing of persons present:  
Anne Killeen, 32 S 4th St., anything on Whitehall swim program.  Mann responded on list to follow up, but should be in place.  Saw article re: street signs and federal law dictating how same must be changed.  Mann responded will check on same.  Stated pavilion closed for winter, could use same for storage.  Bundra responded stating this would only make plan be pushed back and not correct problem.
