Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by President Bodish.  In attendance were Burker, Leiner, Luckenbach, Royer, and Sodl, as well as Mayor Bundra, Police Chief Genovese, Fire Chief Buskaritz and PWD Pavelko.  Council Member Groller and EMA Coordinator Buskaritz were absent.  Pres. Bodish led pledge of allegiance.
At this time, Pres. Bodish announced there was an executive session of Borough Council, which began at 6:30 PM, to discuss personnel.  No votes or decisions were made.

At this time, bids for Cherry Street repaving project were opened.  Bids were received from Charles D. Herman, Inc. in amount of $90,140.00; Bracalente Construction in amount of $80,630.00; JC Sons Excavating in amount of $78,545.00; and Grace Industries in amount of $78,036.00.  All bid packages received were turned over to Borough Engineer Ryan Christman for review and recommendation to award by regular meeting on October 14, 2014.
Pres. Bodish opened the Public Hearing to review the proposed application to create a CRIZ Authority with Whitehall Township and Catasauqua Borough.  Howard Leiberman of Whitehall Township ICDA presented to council need to hold hearing in advance of possible application for CRIZ, however still awaiting legislation at State level, being proactive.  As there were no questions by council members or audience members, the public hearing was closed by Pres. Bodish.

Hearing of persons present:  None.
PWD Pavelko reported painting completed at rental house, interior and exterior, bathroom repairs, new locks, etc.; 1 ton cold patch on potholes; parkway grass cutting bagged; pool closed – monitoring for mosquitos; prepping building for police training including setting up tables, cleaning rooms/hallways and upkeep in bathrooms; routine vehicle maintenance and repairs.  
EMA Coordinator Buskaritz was absent, no report.  
Chief Genovese reported in September, 2014 received 158 total incidents with 2 arrests, 11 traffic arrests, 3 written warnings and 3 parking tickets issued.   Conducted speed checks on Chestnut and 2nd Streets with school being back in session, no concerns, checks will continue.    

Fire Chief Buskaritz reported 8 incidents for September, 2014.  Open house on Saturday, 10/11 from 12-4pm; Coplay Halloween Parade and Gockley Fire prevention with Whitehall fire departments scheduled on 10/21; Northampton Halloween Parade on 10/23; and Haunted Fire Station on trick or treat night, 10/31. 
At this time, Chief Genovese added to his report, received application for handicap parking space from resident at 211 South 2nd Street, after review of area, determined best spot for space is along Lehigh Street, first space on South side, east of South 2nd Street.  No comments or other questions by members, motion at regular meeting.

Secretary reported received telephone bids for coal for 2014-2015 winter season from Hobel of $185/ton and from N & B Coal of $225/ton; motion to award at regular meeting.  Per solicitor previously passed motion to authorize purchase of dump truck, however did not pass motion to authorize borrowing of $67,000.00 for that purchase, motion at regular meeting.  Motion to allow Mr. Pavelko use of seven vacations days from 2015 in 2014 will be on agenda at regular meeting.  No updates to Handicap Park Space Ordinance, however motion needed to remove space at 132 South 4th Street and now include new space on Lehigh Street.  Ordinance #814 prepared updating Snow and Ice removal ordinance, same as previously approved for grass ordinance, re: no throwing into street and if second violation occurs within 24 months, borough may proceed without additional notice, same has been reviewed by Solicitor and advertised for passage at regular meeting.  Make note, next police pension meeting is scheduled for November 18, 2014.  Requests council review article in September, 2014 issue of PSAB magazine titled “Expediting Electronically”, contact office with any concerns to be investigated, re: electronic transactions in place of checks.  Pres. Bodish requested discussion at November workshop, any concerns forward to Secretary prior to workshop.
Discussion of any problems/matters:

Request received from Coplay High School Class of 1957 to use pavilion on Wednesday, October 8, 2014 at no fee.  No comments by members, motion at regular meeting.
Request for donation from Coplay Lions Club.  Letter read by Secretary Gyecsek.  Members additionally commented Lions have installed window on parkway side of pool concession stand, tot lot clean up, Balliet Stadium bleacher and dug out work.  Royer stated what did we give Fireworks?  Secretary Gyecsek responded $500.00.  Members requested motion at regular meeting using $500.00 donation amount.
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Pres. Bodish asked for any other items for discussion.  None.
Mayor Bundra reported attending WACC Mayoral lunch Thursday, 10/9; attending PSAB fall conference in Gettysburg from 10/17-10/19/14 for first time.  Safety meeting minutes copied for all, please review, next meeting 10/22 at 2:45 pm.  MECAB meeting will be hosted by Coplay on 10/29 at 7pm, requested a speaker from PA Historical Society since we are currently dealing with Kilns.  
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Sodl thanked Police Chief Genovese for invitation to attend police chief’s meeting; thanked Fire Chief Buskaritz for inviting to tower practice on two occasions, very enlightening.  Requesting excess funds of $7,000.00 in Fire Department, building maintenance line item of budget be moved to Departmental Projects Fund for use to replace garage doors in 2015.  No questions by members, motion at regular meeting.
Royer reported inspection of boiler completed for needs prior to start up; still checking on heating alternatives and costs of same.  Carpeting to be replaced in rental property.  IRT is requesting use of public works truck in Coplay Halloween Parade, no comments by members, motion at regular meeting.  Requesting remaining IRT budget of $1,418.60 be moved to Recreation Fund, no questions by members, motion at regular meeting.  Also, requesting IRT budget be increased to prior funding amount of $2,500.00 for 2015 budget.  Secretary Gyecsek stated preparing copies, etc. for Groller to review, will include request.  Sodl questioned status of heating system.  Royer responded no updates at this time, cannot get contractors to respond; come in to check system, but no further contact, will continue to attempt obtaining quotes to replace current boiler.
Burker welcomed Mark Ressic from Whitehall-Coplay Press to meeting.  Commented on how grounds crew from Lehigh Valley Iron Pigs will be helping to reseed and look over Balliet Stadium field.  Planning to attend, along with Sodl, WACC Mayoral breakfast on 10/9 and new member breakfast on 10/31.  Requesting excess of $2,000.00 from Pool, repairs line item in budget be moved to Departmental Projects Fund for use in 2015.  
Groller was absent, no report.  
Bodish reported Ruch Street has been milled, along with part of Chestnut Street, paving is tentatively scheduled to begin next week.  Sanitation normal collections, electronics pick up 10/15 and metal collection 10/16.  Lift gate truck rails rusted, Bigley obtained pricing of $2,000.00 to repair rails or $2,200.00 for new body from Collis which will be installed by public works employees; will be purchasing new body option.
