94th Council

Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Pres. Bodish.  In attendance were Groller, Leiner, Recker, Royer and Sodl.  Mayor Bundra and Solicitor Preston were also present.  Mazur was absent.  Pres. Bodish led pledge of allegiance.
Minutes from regular meeting of September 11, 2012 were approved as presented to council by secretary – carried. 
Hearing of persons present: 
Johanna Billings, Whitehall-Coplay Press, since Mr. Sodl has taken over for Mr. Mann are the committee assignments the same except Mr. Sodl will be where Mr. Mann had been.  Pres. Bodish responded no changes at this time except to put Mr. Sodl in place of Mr. Mann.  Ms. Billings stated so they may be changed, but are not at this time.  Pres. Bodish responded that is correct.  Ms. Billings questioned if the committee assignments could be placed on the website.  Pres. Bodish stated that could be added.  Ms. Billings requested a schedule of committee meetings and the advertisements of when they were held along with the minutes.  Pres. Bodish responded committee meetings are not advertised.  Ms. Billings stated believes that to be a violation of the Pennsylvania sunshine law.  Pres. Bodish requested Solicitor respond.  Solicitor responded she is entitled to her beliefs.  Pres. Bodish stated Borough Solicitor does not agree we are in violation.  Ms. Billings questioned civic plaza sent to committee in May, which committee was it sent to and was cost estimate prepared.  Pres. Bodish responded no cost estimate at this time.  Ms. Billings questioned preparation of bamboo ordinance was sent to committee, what is status.  Pres. Bodish stated that was reviewed and ordinance is being prepared for consideration.  Ms. Billings questioned camera system installed at parkway was that also done in committee.  Pres. Bodish was unsure if discussed in committee or chair just brought to council for discussion.  Ms. Billings questioned status of sidewalk issues brought up at September workshop.  Pres. Bodish stated no committee discussion to date.
Reading of correspondence:  

H. Neil Mumma re: appointment as member of Coplay Library Board.
Mayor Bundra stated gave report at workshop meeting, additionally, public works employees held safety meeting October 8 on housekeeping, very important to replace tools where they belong, make sure tagged if not in good working condition, etc.  Attended meeting with Mayor Hozza entitled “Communities That Care” program includes Salisbury and Whitehall-Coplay School Districts, information available for anyone interested in program, would like to see parent involvement, promotes well-being of youth in our community.  No report for CFC as unable to attend meeting, instead met with fire department and Mr. Sodl.
Solicitor Preston had nothing to report.  

Engineer was absent, no report.  

Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Sodl read September, 2012 Fireman’s Relief Association Report, 9/1 balance of $25,759.47 with no receipts and total expenses of $396.53, leaving 9/30 balance of $25,362.94.  Received report requested at workshop meeting from Chief Buskaritz re: fire calls on Front Street, received 23 calls since January 1, 2012, will be discussing with Chief, fire department personnel and committee to see if there can be any resolution to this situation.  Attended first fire department meeting and met with Chief and Assistants, good meeting with good discussion.  Royer questioned what most calls on Front Street are for.  Sodl responded mostly cooking issues.

Royer reported normal operations in streets department.  Sent email to Whitehall Township re: Ruch Street repaving project, Whitehall cannot finalize until budget is approved and still awaiting cost estimate from our engineer on expanding storm sewer as well.  Bodish questioned what portion of Ruch Street is to be paved.  Royer responded from Center Street to Chestnut Street.
Recker reported property committee reviewing cost estimates to replace some windows on second floor of municipal building, will keep council informed as project progresses.
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Groller reported normal operations in finance, thanked those on council who submitted budgets, finance committee will begin budget process shortly.  Received request from EMA Coordinator Keller to replace current vehicle, reviewing available funding and will report to council with findings.  
Leiner reported 0 health inspections done in September and number of code enforcement issues has decreased last month.
Mazur was absent, no report.  
Bodish reported sanitation normal operations, recycling collections are heavy, this is good as means solid waste tonnage should be down.  Laborer Roy Bigley will return to work with no restrictions on Monday and summer helper Bryan Burker last day will be this Friday.

Motion by Sodl, second by Royer to award bid for 75 ton oil treated rice coal to N & B Coal Company at bid of $209 per ton – carried.
Motion by Leiner, second by Sodl to change date of November Workshop Meeting from Tuesday, November 6 to Monday, November 5 so as not to interfere with Election Day – nay by Bodish – carried.
Motion by Groller, second by Royer to approve remaining IRT maintenance budget in General Fund in the amount of $1,500.00 be moved to Recreation Fund – carried.
Motion by Groller, second by Sodl to authorize $47,000 of budgeted line item Streets – Road Construction be moved to Departmental Projects account for use in 2013 toward Cherry Street Paving Project - carried.
Motion by Leiner, second by Royer to appoint Daniel Pavelko as Nuisance Wildlife Control Operator for the Borough of Coplay and authorize Secretary to make written request to the district wildlife conservation officer for approval of this designation – carried.
Motion by Sodl, second by Leiner to authorize Borough Solicitor to prepare agreement with Giant Food Stores to establish the downtown civic plaza – carried.  
Motion by Groller, second by Royer to approve police, fire, health and building inspector reports – carried.

Motion by Sodl, second by Groller to accept treasurer Sandra Gyecsek’s report for September, 2012 as presented to council – carried.

Motion by Royer, second by Sodl to approve Ordinance No. 801.  Roll call vote resulted in 6 yeas, 0 nays, 1 absent Mazur.  Motion carried.
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ORDINANCE NO. 802
An Ordinance authorizing the refinancing of certain indebtedness of the Borough of Coplay, by the issue of a general obligation note in the amount of approximately $102,000.00; fixing the form, number, date, interest and maturity thereof; making a covenant for the payment of the debt service on the note; providing for the appointment of a sinking fund depository for the note; and authorizing execution, sale and delivery thereof.

Motion by Groller, second by Leiner to approve Ordinance No. 802.  Roll call vote resulted in 6 yeas, 0 nays, 1 absent Mazur.  Motion carried.

ORDINANCE NO. 803
An Ordinance authorizing the amendment of Ordinance No. 777 and Ordinance No. 796 to revise the terms of the 2009 general obligation note and to extend the draw period thereunder.  

Motion by Groller, second by Sodl to approve Ordinance No. 803.  Roll call vote resulted in 6 yeas, 0 nays, 1 absent Mazur.  Motion carried.
