Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Pres. Mann.  In attendance were Bodish, Bundra, Groller, Mazur, Piskula, and Royer.  Solicitor Preston was also present.  Mayor Milander was absent.  Pres. Mann led pledge of allegiance.
Minutes from regular meeting of September 13, 2011 were approved as presented to council by secretary – carried.

Solicitor had no report.    
Engineer was absent, no report.  
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Royer reported normal operations in street department.  Crack sealing of roadways completed last week.  Will meet with committee to discuss possible change in name of Keefer Street to honor longtime resident and former Coplay School teacher Kathryn Fogel, will also contact organizations and maybe initiate resident committee to obtain additional input prior to council decision.
Mazur read September, 2011 police report.  Halloween parade scheduled for Tuesday, 10/18 and Trick or Treat on Friday, 10/28; watch for anything suspicious and contact police.  Commented on commitment of Joe Bundra to IRT project, recommends attending upcoming trolley tour, contains interesting history information on IRT.
Piskula read September, 2011 health report, mostly abandoned vehicles, code officer working on same.  Will report next month on committee recommendation for request of additional funding from Peaceable Kingdom for spay/neuter program.
Bodish reported normal operations with Sanitation Department.  New truck going well, few breakdowns, completing runs in one trip.  Thanked residents for recycling efforts, performance grant funds received are direct result of those efforts.
Bundra read September, 2011 fire report and Fire Relief Association report, current balance $12,442.98.  With recent fire at Blue Fox Hotel, Coplay was second engine to respond, Whitehall reported well pleased with assist and worked well with Whitehall’s four stations.  Did notice lack of traffic control volunteers, will attempt to recruit same for future.  Obtaining costs for replacement of two doors at fire building.  Attended CFC meeting, have water leak, will continue to follow up.  Appreciates work of EMA Coordinator Keller as well.  Joint safety committee last met 9/21 to discuss safety issues, this date met with public works employees to discuss necessity for employees to report close calls for review.  IRT report, 10/15 hike, 10/22 trolley tour and 10/29 leukemia walk scheduled on trail; pleased that IRT loop can help organizations raise funds for their programs.
Groller reported tot lot equipment ordered and received, thanked organizations who donated to this project, no borough funds used except for installation by public works employees.  Requested costs to trim two trees at pool which cause excess debris into pool and one tree at municipal building as laying on roof.  Committee is recommending continuation of the Winter Swimming program with Whitehall Township at increased cost of $1,500 for this year.  Piskula questioned if numbers obtained of Coplay residents utilizing program.  Mann responded no response received from Whitehall at this time.
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Mann had no report for finance.  Questioned members if vote on Winter Swimming program at this meeting or next, awaiting number of residents using program.  Members agreed to await numbers and vote at November meeting.

ORDINANCE NO. 796
An Ordinance authorizing the amendment of Ordinance No. 777 to revise the terms of the 2009 general obligation note to reduce the principal amount thereof; fixing the form, number, date, interest, and maturity thereof; making a covenant for the payment of the debt service on the note; and authorizing execution thereof.

ORDINANCE NO. 797
An Ordinance amending Chapter 15, Section 406 and 407 of the codified Ordinances of the Borough of Coplay, establishing a parking time limited in certain locations certain days and hours and removing “Handicapped Parking Zone” as a special purpose parking zones and specifying the ordained location.
