93rd Council

Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Pres. Mann.  In attendance were Bodish, Bundra, Groller, Piskula, and Royer.  Solicitor Preston was also present.  Mazur and Mayor Milander were absent.  Pres. Mann led pledge of allegiance.
Minutes from regular meeting of September 14, 2010 were approved as presented to council by secretary – carried.  
Hearing of persons present:  
Bob Deutsch, 239 S 2nd St., problem on 2nd Street for approximately three years, kids get bus on sidewalk at residence and cars are driving through at 45-50 miles per hour from Whitehall into Coplay, nothing being done by police, not enough stop signs on 2nd Street and none on Chestnut Street.  Why can’t Whitehall install stop sign at 2nd and Hokendauqua.  Main concern is speeding on 2nd Street.  Mann responded will look into stop sign with Whitehall again, additional 25 mph speed limit signs were put up in area.  Bundra commented Whitehall cannot install sign because of PennDOT regulations, will try to revisit issue.

Beverly Miller, 40 N 5th St., possibly use speed sign showing drivers their speed as they pass through area showing you are watching.  Planning Commission meeting, spouse on commission not notified of meeting on Tuesday, 9/28 until Sunday and was unable to attend, better communication needed.  Not advertised properly, ad was done in April, listing on calendar in newsletter is not sufficient.  Like idea of casual Friday’s however unaware there was dress code.  Mann explained mostly for office staff.  

Mel Procanyn, 7 S 8th St., state owns street in Whitehall while borough owns 2nd Street, deceleration length of roadway needed before speed can be checked and 6 mph over 25 mph is still within limit.  Fire building upgrade bids, agree work necessary at building and know needed for past 6-8 months, with grant writer on staff why no grant written, even a 50/50 would save borough $90,000.  Mann stated will respond in report.  Why is water leak at Coplay Sports borough responsibility?  Mann responded property is owned by borough.  
Reading of correspondence:  
Judy McGinley resignation from Coplay Public Library Board.

Planning Commission re: Zoning Ordinance.  
State Representative Brennan letter of support for Coplay Creek Interceptor Replacement Project.
Mayor Milander was absent, no report.  

Solicitor reported re: request to Zayo at last meeting for copies of contracts, nothing received to date.  Re: URDC contract, unable to review same as office has been retained by URDC recently, suggests having another attorney review.  Mann questioned need to change motion.  Solicitor responded no change to motion necessary.  Mann questioned if Zayo can move ahead without our approval.  Solicitor responded no, must have council approval.
Engineer Hausman of Liberty Engineering re: Mechanical system Upgrades Re-Bid at fire building.  Letter recommends awarding contracts to the low bidder for each contract as follows: Mechanical (HVAC) Construction to MBI HVAC, Inc. at bid of $57,500.00; Plumbing Construction to Moser Mechanical Contractors, LLC at bid of $20,200.00; and Electrical Construction to Ace Electric, Inc at bid of $101,209.00.    
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Royer reported normal operations in street department, continuing shade tree concrete work and concrete work at 38 S 4th St house.  Will revisit stop sign issue at 2nd and Hokendauqua with Whitehall Township.  7th Street storm water project will be awarded at November workshop.  CWSA report, asking residents to cooperate with necessary EPA inspections, Easton Authority was fined $8,400 for infiltration discharges, CWSA does not want same to happen to them.  Coplay Creek Interceptor project large part of this issue as well.  
Mazur was absent, no report.   

Piskula reported as of 9/30/10 Fireman’s Relief balance is $7,397.10.  Questioned Mann if any information to date on new address for Mike Hobel, board member on CWSA?  Mann responded none to date.  Piskula requests executive session on personnel.  Mann stated already on agenda.
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Bodish reported sanitation running smoothly.  Pickers using stickers on any cans over 35 gallons as too large, same also to be included in newsletter.  Radiation monitor triggered at dumping facility, letter sent to resident stating if we are charged due to this, charge will be resident responsibility.  Radiation probably due to medical procedure and improper disposal of waste, will be included in newsletter as well.  Nothing new to report on yard waste from Lehigh County, awaiting their decision, however have received information from other facilities and options are available.   
Bundra reported received certification for Workplace Safety Committee.  Recommending council approval for Klement of public works to take flagger course.  Tennis court gate project will cost @ $700, still need support from sanitation chair, have streets support.  Expecting a 10% increase in health insurance, checking with other companies to make sure rate is competitive.  Read September, 2010 health report.  Motion on agenda re: Engineer Stewart attending Planning Commission meetings, glad to see cap on spending for this, spoke with other municipalities who stated council not involved with commission, two separate entities.  Suggests borough engineer should not be involved with commission this is conflict of interest.  IRT report, read letter received with donation.
Groller reported motions on roof and water at Coplay Sports on agenda, property committee recommends approval of both.  Thanked Lions for completing community project of painting and other minor maintenance at Legion area of baseball field.  Pool revenues increased 30% over 2009.  Regarding the Coplay Athletic Club, understand equipment was moved by club, no other response received, office will continue to monitor noise.  

Mann reported finance committee recommending council approval of fire building upgrades as recommended by Engineer Hausman, URDC updating of Zoning Ordinance, Engineer Stewart attending Planning Commission meetings, repairing leak at Coplay Sports and repair to municipal building roof.  To date, expended $541,752.43 from Capital Projects Loan, with the above projects expect to use total of $862,000.00 from loan, leaving a balance of $907,000.00 still available for use.  Grants being submitted by fire department for upgrades to building.  Administration committee recommending council approval of casual Fridays.  Thanked Lions for work being completed at Legion field.  Bundra questioned deadline to use loan funds.  Mann responded August, 2011.  
At this time, Piskula requested statement, granted by Mann.  Piskula stated agrees with Bundra borough engineer attending Planning Commission meetings is conflict of interest.  Bundra stated engineer needed, just not borough engineer.  Mann questioned Solicitor if conflict of interest exists.  Solicitor responded no.
Unfinished Business:  None.
New Business:

Motion by Bodish, second by Royer to award bid for fire building upgrades for electrical to Ace Electric, Inc. at bid of $101,209.00, for plumbing to Moser Mechanical Contractors, LLC at bid of $20,200.00, and for Mechanical (HVAC) to MBI HVAC, Inc. at bid of $57,500.00 as recommended by Engineer Hausman – carried.
Motion by Groller, second by Bodish to approve resignation of Judy McGinley as member of Coplay Public Library Board – carried.
Motion by Royer, second by Groller to approve contract with Urban Research and Development Corporation to prepare the new Coplay Borough Zoning Ordinance with a maximum compensation of $17,500.00 utilizing funds from the Capital Projects Loan – carried.
Motion by Royer, second by Bodish to approve Borough Engineer Stewart attend Coplay Planning Commission meetings up to maximum cost of $1,800.00, monies to be taken from Capital Projects Loan.  Bundra requested roll call vote.  Roll call vote resulted in 4 yeas, 2 nays by Bundra and Piskula, and 1 absent – carried.
Motion by Bundra, second by Groller to authorize public works employee Patrick Klement to attend flagger training at cost of $65.00 – carried. 
Motion by Bundra, second by Groller to approve remaining IRT maintenance budget of $1,522.00 be moved to Recreation Fund account – carried.  
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Motion by Groller, second by Bundra to approve repair of water leak at North 8th and Maple Streets baseball complex at cost of $2,000 to be taken from General Fund, Recreation line item Supplies – carried.
Motion by Groller, second by Bundra to approve repair to borough roof by Louis Laub at cost of $6,000 from Capital Reserve line item in budget – carried.  
Motion by Bodish, second by Bundra to approve casual Fridays for those employees who participate in United Way donations through payroll deduction – carried.
Motion by Groller, second by Bundra to approve police, fire, health and building inspector reports – carried.
Motion by Royer, second by Groller to accept treasurer Sandra Gyecsek’s report for September, 2010 as presented to council – carried.

Motion by Royer, second by Groller to adopt Ordinance No. 787 amending Chapter 15, Section 407 of the codified ordinances of the Borough of Coplay, establishing and removing a “Handicapped Parking Zone” as a special purpose parking zone and specifying the ordained location of a handicapped parking space.  Roll call vote resulted in 6 yeas, 0 nays, 1 absent.  Carried.
As there was no additional business, motion by Groller, second by Royer to adjourn meeting at 7:45 p.m. to executive session for discussion of personnel and litigation.
Meeting reconvened at 8:55 p.m.  Solicitor Preston stated no official action was taken in executive session.  Pres. Mann questioned Solicitor if additional motions were necessary at this time.  Solicitor responded yes.
