Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Pres. Mann.  In attendance were Bodish, Miller, Piskula, and Royer.  Solicitor Preston was also present.  Mazur and Schin were absent.   Pres. Mann led pledge of allegiance.
Minutes from regular meeting of September 8, 2009 were approved as presented to council by secretary -  carried.  
Hearing of persons present:  None.
Reading of correspondence:  
The Lehigh Valley Coalition on Affordable Housing re: donation of $2,139.63.
Commonwealth of PA re: general municipal pension system state aid in amount of $18,860.20.
Commonwealth of PA re: volunteer fire relief association 2009 allocation in amount of $19,308.60.
Stanley Reinhard re: reappointment to Civil Service Commission until 12/31/15.
Gene Gyecsek, Jr. re: appointment to open position on Civil Service Commission until 12/31/13.
At this time, Mann read email from Chief Genovese to Councilman Schin who was absent re: need for additional member on Civil Service as ongoing testing at this time, full board is needed.  Recommends Gyecsek for this position and asks same be done at this meeting and not November as physical agility testing will be completed by that time.  No further discussion by members, motion on current agenda.

Keystone Consulting Engineers re: 2010 fees.

Glenn Solt of Lehigh County re: Coplay/Northampton Bridge gate.

Ruth Thomson re: appointment to open position on Coplay Library Board until 12/31/11.

At this time, Mann questioned members if this appointment could be added to agenda as well as all members know this individual.  Members okay with same, motion added to agenda.  

Mayor was absent, no report.  
Solicitor had no report.  
Engineer report was read by Secretary, recommending awarding the Schreiber Avenue and Front Street Project to M.D. Hobel Excavating at total bid of $17,497.00.  Motion on agenda.  
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Royer reported handicap curb cut installation ongoing at this time, specifications have changed unsure of how many cuts will be completed with $50,000.00 grant.  Reviewed information from Engineer Stewart re: overage of alley work for 2009 in response to resident questions at workshop meeting.  Base materials, extra milling and extra paving the causes of fee increase over bid.  Housing Committee report, asking for council support of Ordinance 780.  IRT report 10/18 Trolley tour, thanked public works and CWSA employees for clearing trail area for trolley.  Piskula added open seats on trolleys from 10 AM to 1 PM, however 2 PM and 3 PM tours are booked.
Schin was absent, no report.

Miller reported property committee met with Helman re: borough building concerns.  Looking to replace back doors.  Garage doors have been primed and painted.  Re: comprehensive plan meeting on 10/7, same well conducted, heard comments from residents to have an additional meeting of this nature for public.  Requests executive session for personnel in addition to lease negotiations.  Has any information been found on 537 plan?  Piskula stated at Whitehall meeting, per Executive Hozza Whitehall will not be opening and redoing their 537 plan.  No other members had additional received information on this topic to date.
Bodish read September, 2009 health report.  Health Officer Briner has conducted initial inspections of all food establishments as of today and name and number has been added to newsletter.  Peaceable Kingdom information packet copies to all members, recommending approval of same.  Piskula questioned inspection reports received, Bodish will copy same.  Also Secretary stated check lists from Briner’s inspection of each establishment on file in office.
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Mazur was absent, no report.  

Piskula read September, 2009 fire report.  Read Fireman’s Relief Association report, balance as of 9/30/09 is $15,371.40, very good.  At fire company building, back garage door belt repair needed, requests bill be turned over to fire company as landlord for payment of same as they own building.  
Mann reported finance meeting 10/15, 10/22 and 10/29, first reading of budget will be at November meeting.  Thanked residents for attendance at 10/7 comprehensive plan meeting.  Police negotiations for new contract have begun.  
Unfinished Business:  None.  
New Business:

Motion by Royer, second by Bodish to award Schreiber Avenue and Front Street Project to M.D. Hobel Excavating for total bid price of $17,497.00 as recommended by Borough Engineer Stewart.  At this time, Miller questioned on site review prior to bid?  Mann responded unknown.  Royer stated reviewed bid package, more than 40 pages of documents – carried.
Motion by Miller, second by Piskula to authorize registration with Nixle to send neighborhood-level information to residents via text message, email or over web – carried.
Motion by Bodish, second by Royer to approve placement of “No Parking” signs in front of 183 Brown Alley and 185 Brown Alley – carried.
Motion by Miller, second by Bodish to approve remaining IRT maintenance budget of $1,989.78 be moved to Recreation Fund account.  At this time, Miller questioned funds only to be used by IRT?  Treasurer responded yes – carried.
Motion by Miller, second by Royer to rescind utilizing Lehigh County Humane Society for animal control services in 2010 at cost of $3,371 – carried.
Motion by Bodish, second by Royer to utilize Peaceable Kingdom for animal control services in 2010 at cost of $70.00 per dog – carried.
Motion by Royer, second by Miller to approve appointment of Gene Gyecsek, Jr. to open position on Civil Service Commission until 12/31/13 – carried.

Motion by Bodish, second by Miller to approve appointment of Ruth Thomson to open position on Coplay Library Board until 12/31/11 – carried.
Motion by Miller, second by Royer to approve police, fire, health and building inspector reports – carried.  

Motion by Miller, second by Bodish to accept treasurer Sandra Gyecsek’s report for September, 2009 as presented to council – carried.

RESOLUTION NO. 1316

Resolution No. 1316 adopting updates to the emergency operations plan for the Borough of Coplay.  Motion by Miller, second by Piskula to adopt Resolution No. 1316.  Roll call vote resulted in 5 yeas, 0 nays, 2 absent.  Motion carried.
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ORDINANCE NO. 780
Ordinance No. 780 amending the provisions of the codified ordinances of the Borough of Coplay, Chapter 5, Part 5 and Chapter 9, Sections 901, 901.3 and 902.1, and specifying that said ordinance is cumulative and is in addition to other ordinances and remedies of the borough.  Motion by Royer, second by Bodish to adopt Ordinance No. 780.  Roll call vote resulted in 5 yeas, 0 nays, 2 absent.  Motion carried.

As there was no additional business, motion by Miller, second by Royer to adjourn meeting into executive session for discussion of lease negotiations and personnel at 7:30 PM.  May reconvene for motions if necessary.

Pres. Mann reconvened meeting at 8:10 PM.  Additional motions as follows:

Motion by Bodish, second by Royer to authorize solicitor to release 30 day offer of lease contingent upon master agreement.  Pres. Mann asked for roll call vote on this motion.  Bodish – Y, Mazur – AB, Miller – N, Piskula – N, Royer – Y, Schin – AB, Mann – Y.  Roll call vote resulted in 3 yeas, 2 nays, 2 absent.  Motion carried.
