Royer reported normal operations in property; Engineer submitted name of heating contractor to review/prepare specifications for building, will be in some time this week.
Burker reported members of Iron Pigs grounds crew and numerous volunteers at Balliet Stadium repairing field, pitchers mound and infield completed on Saturday and Sunday; excellent work.  On Saturday, October 25, 2014 a ribbon cutting ceremony is being planned at site of new Civic Plaza, corner / Giant property at North 2nd & Chestnut Streets.  Presented new member plaque from Whitehall Area Chamber of Commerce, same received when attending last week’s dinner; Mayor Bundra did nice job representing Coplay at event.  All members are invited to WACC Breakfast on October 31 from 8-9 AM at chamber offices.  Sodl commented total of 3 new members introduced at dinner, one was Coplay, another was Lehigh County Commissioners, they agree membership is valuable.  Leiner commented did vote for same and Balliet Stadium looks good.
Groller reported received State Aid pension funding in the amount of $20,509 down approximately $3,537 from 2013; received Fireman’s Relief of $19,459 which was more than budgeted amount of $18,350.  2015 preliminary budgets received from departments, committee will meet on same.  
Bodish reported replacement bed purchased for truck.  Obtaining information on new yard waste dumping facility, same to be reviewed by committee for recommendation at November workshop.  Halloween Parade is scheduled for Tuesday, October 21, 2014.
