           93rd Council

Meeting called to order at 7 p.m. by President Mann.  In attendance were Bodish, Bundra, Groller, Piskula and Royer as well as PWD Pavelko and Fire Chief Buskaritz.  Mazur, Mayor Milander, Chief Genovese and EMA Coordinator Keller were absent.  Pres. Mann led pledge of allegiance.
At this time, bids for Coal were opened by Secretary Gyecsek as follows: 

Hobel’s Coal and Fuel Oil at $195.00 per ton.   No other bids were received.  Motion at regular meeting on same.
Hearing of persons present: 
Steve Raysely, 30 N 7th St., current member of CWSA board, not seeking reappointment for another term.  Thanked council for appointments in past.  Members of council thanked Mr. Raysely for his years of service to the Borough.  

Mel Procanyn, 7 S 8th St., legal advertisement for formal action at this meeting for what.  Mann responded to award 7th Street Storm Sewer project.

Beverly Miller, 40 N 5th St., re: Commitment to Family and Community, how many violations to lease agreement have they had since it has been signed?  Is council following agreement, taking action?  If not, CFC will never respect council.  Also, in November, 2009 applied for grant toward cost of purchasing street lights which we were not awarded, was any other funding applied for?  Mann responded, no additional funding and still working on finalizing street light purchase.
EMA Coordinator Keller was absent, no report.  
PWD Pavelko reported set up and removed no parking signs for parade, barricades and other traffic control.  Parkway winterization is complete.  Still cutting grass and bagging leaves at parkway and municipal building.  15 Snow emergency signs installed along with speed limit placards on 2nd Street per complaint at October meeting, Chief Genovese requesting one additional sign and will then conduct traffic study.  38 South 4th Street completed painting, wallpaper removal, concrete pad in basement, still working on electrical.  Installed concrete pad at Library and new book deposit.  Installed dusk to dawn light at doorway off gym along Center Street.  Boiler started and working.  Installed stop lines at two of the four at 2nd and Chestnut intersection, working well, ordering additional material to complete other two.
Chief Genovese was absent, no report.  
Chief Buskaritz reported “Spooky” Fire House was well received, visited by approximately 138 people.  Accident yesterday at 9th and Chestnut, while there cleaning up, stopped by plumbing contractor asking about starting work at station told same to contact borough office.  Asked PWD Pavelko to reinstall insulation removed when new tiles installed in squad room.  
Secretary reported received letter from Engineer Stewart confirming suspension of 2010 7th Street Paving project.  Zayo update, representative in office last week questioning status, copied September minutes and told still awaiting copies of agreements from Mr. Milotich.  Police Pension meeting scheduled for Tuesday, November 16.  Re: Boards and Commissions, all open and expiring terms were noted in November newsletter and letters to those expiring were sent by office, all will be collected and voted on at December regular meeting per past practice.  Received shade tree complaint forms from two residences for three trees, copies made and forwarded to Shade Tree Advisory Committee for review and recommendation.  Bundra questioned if any penalties for suspension of 7th Street project.  Secretary responded no.
Discussion of any problems/matters:

Received request for use of pavilion on Saturday, May 7, 2011 from 12 – 7 PM for second annual Take Steps for Crohn’s and Colitis fundraising event at no fee, permission was received from Ironton Rail Trail to have walk on trail that date.  Royer stated IRT charging fee for use of trail, however agree with no fee for use of pavilion by borough.  Mann questioned if IRT reviews to verify insurance coverage.  Secretary responded letter sent with pavilion agreement requesting insurance certificate and also includes need for key deposit and charge if they want borough to clean pavilion.  Bundra restated need for insurance information to be on file.  No further discussion by members, motion at regular meeting.
Received request for use of pavilion on Saturday, March 19, 2011 for second annual 8K Run/5K Walk “Running to Live” fundraising event for Pediatric Cancer Foundation of the Lehigh Valley at no fee, permission was received from Ironton Rail Trail to have run/walk on trail that date, understand water will be off and will arrange for port-o-potty units.  No additional discussion by members, motion at regular meeting.
Request received from Coplay Recreation & Welfare Association to use auditorium for annual Holiday program on Wednesday, December 1, 2010.  No discussion by members, motion at regular meeting.

Received request from Lehigh Valley Coalition on Affordable Housing for donation in amount of $2,139.63.  This donation was not approved in the past.  Groller stated to deny donation, all agreed, motion at regular meeting.
Discussion needed to determine date for special meeting to approve budget, normally held Monday before Christmas, which would be Monday, December 20, 2010 to begin at 6 or 6:30 PM.  Discussion by members, agreed to 6 PM start of meeting on this date, motion at regular meeting.

Mayor Milander was absent, no report.  
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Royer reviewed recommendation letter from Engineer Stewart to award 7th Street Storm Sewer project to M.D. Hobel Excavating at bid of $16,090.00.  Motion on agenda for approval at this workshop meeting.  2nd Street signs added for speed enforcement in area and Chief Genovese will conduct traffic survey on same.  CWSA inspections going well, good response received to date from rate payers; still working on enforcement procedures with CWSA, Whitehall Township and Borough.  Housing committee report, BCO Helman completed 17 inspections during CO inspects with only 1 issue found.  Bundra questioned Mr. Raysely if those not responding to first notice are probably those that have violations.  Mr. Raysely responded maybe, second notices will be sent to those who do not respond and than the enforcement procedures will have to be put in place and followed at that point.  Mann questioned time frame to complete inspections.  Mr. Raysely and Royer were not sure of exactly when inspections must be completed by.
Mazur was absent, no report.  

Piskula questioned Chief Buskaritz, received phone call after Northampton Halloween Parade stating toddler was riding on fire truck during parade.  Chief Buskaritz responded no toddler, 11 year old did ride during parade.  Piskula questioned if called out during parade what would be done?  Chief Buskaritz responded would have to get off of truck in order to respond to call out.  Piskula questioned $823.97 spent on exercise equipment, was purchase voted on by members of department and is this new or replacing previously purchased equipment?  Chief Buskaritz responded purchase approved by vote and equipment is in addition.  Piskula reviewed fire department roster sheet, 7 firefighters, 1 fire police, 1 chief, 2 assistant chiefs; why is borough paying for chief and two assistants for only 7 firefighters and than questioned if 25% was paid to Coplay Community Days festival?  Chief Buskaritz responded no.  Piskula stated also noted that every cleaning or fundraising event showing expenses for purchase of food from these funds, not happy with this type of spending.  Piskula questioned Helman as to how many out of town landlords exist in borough.  BCO Helman responded in first two zones done to date approximately 25.  Piskula questioned Bodish re: why leaves and yard waste must be separated; why grass still being collected through November but yard waste ended in October.  Bodish responded County facility will not accept combined yard waste and leaves, grass still collected with leaves as can be combined and yard waste ended for season.
Bodish reported sanitation running well.  Anyone with additional yard waste should put it out for collection with garbage.  Week of Thanksgiving there will be no collections on Thursday and Friday; Monday and Tuesday will be regular garbage collection with Recycling picked up on Wednesday.  Still reviewing options for new truck, larger size truck brought in by dealer to determine ability to maneuver in alleys.  Requesting line item changes for 2010 budget of Landfill Maintenance $10,000.00 and excess Dumping Fee of $20,000.00 be changed to Truck Fund, motion needed at regular meeting.  County is closing compost facility as of 12/31/10, opening account with Grinding Acres LLC on Freemansburg Avenue, although greater distance, they will accept yard waste, grass clippings and leaves together and this will reduce collections to one day instead of two separate days.  We will begin by taking Christmas trees in December to this facility.
Bundra will report at regular meeting.  

Groller reported 38 South 4th Street property, public works working to complete necessary upgrades and expect completion by Thanksgiving.  Water line replacement at Coplay Sports baseball complex, expects work to begin shortly as games have now ended for season.  Questioned PWD Pavelko if project started.  Responded plumber awaiting approval.  Groller stated approval passed by motion at October meeting.  PWD Pavelko will contact plumber to begin project.  

Mann reported copy of 2011 proposed budget to all members, first reading will be at regular meeting.  Finance committee recommending approval of Kirk, Summa as auditors for 2010, 2011 and 2012 at cost savings of approximately $2,000.  Received request for approval of additional engineering fees from Liberty Engineering for work at fire building, committee is recommending to deny approval of additional fee.  Copies of a two month combined newsletter to all members and audience, review for any concerns, this will cut costs in half, expect to begin in March, 2011.  Bundra stated good idea, still gets information to residents at half cost.  Royer stated Whitehall Township sends quarterly would still be more frequent than that.  Bundra stated must make sure residents aware of change.  Mann stated will use current newsletter and that is reasoning for waiting until March, 2011 to begin. 
At this time, motion to award 7th Street Storm Sewer Project was read.

Motion by Royer, second by Bodish to award the 2010 Seventh Street Storm Sewer Project to M.D. Hobel Excavating at a total bid of $16,090.00 as recommended by Engineer Stewart – carried.

Hearing of persons present:  
Beverly Miller, 40 N 5th St., crosswalks need to be repainted as well.  PWD Pavelko stated looking at use of same material for crosswalks.  At last CWSA meeting questioned Mr. Hobel directly as to where he lived with no response.  Original agreement states Coplay citizen, if you allow Mr. Hobel to continue to sit on CWSA board and he does not live in Borough, repercussions could occur especially with the amount of out of town landlords that exist, someone from Emmaus or Lehighton, because they own property, could sit on this board.  Do we want to have non residents sitting on a board as important as this?  Piskula stated will be checking into this situation more and reporting at regular meeting.  Royer stated have enough trouble finding people to fill positions on boards and commissions, no one wants to volunteer.  
Anne Killeen, 32 S 4th St., questioned how Mr. Hobel is an appointed member of CWSA by Coplay if he doesn’t live in borough.  How is that possible?  Mann reviewed recommendation received from Solicitor Preston.  Killeen stated recommends all appointed persons should live within the Borough of Coplay.  Re: pavilion at no fee, any requests received during normal rental dates should be charged rental fee and not waived.
At Regular meeting:

Award bids for Coal.

Approve use of pavilion by Take Steps for Crohn’s and Colitis and Pediatric Cancer Foundation at no fee, unless cleaning is needed, than will be charged fee for cleaning.
Approve use of auditorium by Coplay Recreation & Welfare Association.
Approve date of special meeting to approve budget and authorize Secretary to advertise same.
Motion by Groller, second by Bodish to adjourn meeting.
