93rd Council

Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Pres. Mann.  In attendance were Bodish, Bundra, Piskula, and Royer.  Solicitor Preston was also present.  Groller, Mazur and Mayor Milander were absent.  Pres. Mann led pledge of allegiance.
Minutes from regular meeting of October 12, 2010 and workshop meeting of November 2, 2010 were approved as presented to council by secretary – carried.  
Hearing of persons present:  
Mel Procanyn, 7 S 8th St., motion to deny additional fee of $3,500 submitted by Liberty Engineering was not discussed at workshop, what is this?  Mann responded was mentioned by himself during report, same is for rebid of fire building upgrades.  

Beverly Miller, 40 N 5th St., has Commitment to Family and Community been in violation of agreement?  Solicitor responded discussion of CFC will occur in executive session, good chance that agreement has been violated.  
Anne Killeen, 32 S 4th St., Joyce Long former council person and Food Bank director recently passed, expected a moment of silence by council for same.  
Reading of correspondence:

Mayor Milander was absent, no report.  

Solicitor reported Tax assessment appeal of Giant, agreement received from Zayo and Commitment to Family and Community all will be discussed in executive session.  Received letter from Attorney Graver re: Coplay Saengerbund, same in attendance to begin discussion of this topic.  Requested Attorney Graver present directly to council request from Coplay Saengerbund.  Attorney Graver introduced herself, along with club President David Scheffy and Bar Manager Kevin Fritz.  Explained currently Liquor Control Board (LCB) noise regulation governs club and any noise heard outside club is considered a violation of noise regulation.  Saengerbund is asking for consideration to be covered under Coplay’s noise ordinance, which would also need to be petitioned for approval by LCB, however Coplay’s current ordinance does not cover this type of situation and would need to be amended.  Pavilion is highly used, but violates LCB regulations; Saengerbund is willing to accept all costs involved in amendment of the ordinance.  Mann asked for questions.  Bundra stated that Coplay will still have to deal with neighbor complaints, how will this help us?  Attorney Graver responded allows Coplay more control, currently LCB only comes out when a complaint is received by LCB, if Coplay implements noise ordinance and Saengerbund is approved to follow same, Coplay Police would have authority to enforce and shut down activities.  Also, Saengerbund trying to work with neighbors to correct any and all complaints.  Piskula questioned why now?  Attorney Graver responded due to complaint filed with LCB must curtail current outside activities, including weddings, change to be covered by borough ordinance would reinstate these events.  Solicitor asked Chief Genovese for comments.  Chief Genovese stated police department could handle if ordinance with specific standards in place, already patrol area for parking problems, etc.  Piskula questioned decibel meter equipment and purchase of same.  Attorney Graver stated Saengerbund will cover any administrative costs involved.  Added, LCB determination would only apply to Saengerbund, not other clubs or bars unless they also petition LCB.  Mann questioned if approved by council, same could be rescinded if problems exist.  Attorney Graver responded yes, and understand per call to LCB that initial petition is only approved for one year as type of probation period.  Mann questioned public hearings noted in letter, who would conduct same.  Attorney Graver responded LCB conducts with Attorney Preston attending as representative of Coplay.  Bodish questioned if this type of situation would affect Coplay Community Days and American Club as well.  Mann stated as those are one time occurrences and this is weekly, believes that to be reason complaint was filed with LCB.   
Secretary read letter from Borough Engineer Stewart re: suspension of 7th Street Paving Project.   
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Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Royer reported normal operations in street department, 7th Street storm water project will begin shortly.  CWSA pushing inspections, same must be completed by December 31, 2014 with semi-annual progress reports which began as of December 31, 2009 and are being completed.  

Mazur was absent, no report.   

Piskula questioned Fire Chief as to how many fire fighters on roster.  Chief Buskaritz responded 7.  Piskula stated after Sunday night fire received phone call stating that 5 fire fighters had quit our department.  Chief Buskaritz responded same untrue, no issues.  Would like on record that Coplay Fire Department participated in Coplay Community Days and are not donating 25% of proceeds back to event as required based on a vote of the fire department.  Read October, 2010 fire report, 54 incidents year to date.  Fireman’s Relief balance as of October 31, 2010 is $5,535.78.  Copies to members of advertisement by Commitment to Family and Community in Focus magazine where they are using (formerly Coplay Fire Co) and this is violation of agreement.  Re: Hobel appointment on CWSA; questioned Helman who stated approximately 20 out of town landlords any of whom could be considered for position on this board, too important to allow non-resident to make determinations affecting borough residents.  Believes Hobel should hand in resignation based on Ordinance 386, council should follow ordinance and any appointees should be Coplay resident.
Bodish responsed to Piskula statements on Hobel, reviewed Ordinance 386 and same does not state must be Coplay resident, read page 4 of ordinance, and ordinance also states to follow PMAA, read statements from same which allows taxpayer not resident can be appointed.  Piskula stated disagrees with assessment.  Bodish continued report, sanitation running well.  Truck was quarantined for radiation, residents should check with doctor for proper disposal after some medical procedures, if  borough is charged it will be passed on to resident.  New procedure in place for large item pick ups, all must be coordinated through borough office.  No collection Thursday and Friday for Thanksgiving, recycling will be collected Wednesday that week.  Grass and leaf collection continues on Friday.  As of new year, County facility will be closing, will begin taking Christmas trees to Grinding Acres, LLC and will be able to combine grass, yard waste and leaves and drop one day of collections.  New garbage truck purchase should go through before end of year with delivery around March.
Bundra read October, 2010 health report.  Joint Safety Committee had ninth meeting, same going well.  Also, ninth meeting with public works employees to review specific safety situations.  Re: insurances, currently shopping for possible premium decreases in liability, auto, employee health and employee disability.  IRT report, next meeting Tuesday, 11/16/10 at 7 PM at Whitehall, refurbished a memorial bench along Coplay portion of trail.  
At this time, Bodish requested executive session on personnel.  Mann will add to agenda.

Groller was absent, no report.   
Mann reviewed 2011 proposed budget, stated no millage increase for 2011 budget mostly due to overages in Earned Income and Realty Transfer, budget includes full payment of Capital Projects Loan and increase in Streets paving.  First reading of 2011 proposed budget as follows: Total Real Estate Tax mills 12.2; Administration total $131,908.00; Tax Collection total $34,100.00; Borough Buildings total $73,400.00; Library total $16,000.00; Streets total $245,110.00; Recreation total $93,950.00; Miscellaneous, which includes insurances, total $349,539.00; Police total $348,005.00; and Health total $6,520.00.  General Fund Receipts opening balance $150,000.00 and Receipts total $1,175,042.00 for total available funds $1,325,042.00.  With total expenses $1,298,532.00, leaving balance $26,510.00.  Emergency Services Budget, Total receipts $68,300.00 and total expenses $67,180.00, leaving balance $1,120.00.  Loan Account total receipts $29,530.00 and total expenses $28,300.00 leaving balance $1,230.00.  State Fund total receipts $76,500.00 and total expenses $73,871.00 leaving balance $2,629.00.  There will be no increase in the garbage rate for 2011, Sanitation budget total receipts $349,200.00 and total expenses $340,070.00, leaving balance $9,130.00.  Copies of budget will be available at borough office and website beginning tomorrow.  Mann stated received two letters from interested individuals in CWSA appointment, suggests all review and contact individually with questions, will request both attend December workshop meeting.  Piskula questioned if CWSA open appointment advertised.  Secretary stated same advertised in newsletter.  Piskula requested in Whitehall-Coplay Press.  Secretary will take care of same.

Motion by Bundra, second by Royer to approve use of pavilion by Crohn’s and Colitis Foundation on Saturday, May 7, 2011 and by Pediatric Cancer Foundation of the Lehigh Valley on Saturday, March 19, 2011 at no fee, unless cleaning is needed, and insurance coverage must be confirmed – carried.
Motion by Bundra, second by Bodish to approve use of auditorium by Coplay Recreation & Welfare Association for annual holiday program on Wednesday, December 1, 2010 – carried.  

Motion by Bundra, second by Royer to deny request from Lehigh Valley Coalition on Affordable Housing for donation in amount of $2,139.63 – carried.  

Motion by Bodish, second by Royer to approve Monday, December 20, 2010 at 6 PM as meeting date for final approval of 2011 budget – carried. 
Motion by Bundra, second by Bodish to authorize Secretary to advertise special meeting on December 20, 2010 for final budget reading.  Also to advertise Ordinance setting tax rate for 2011 and Resolution adopting budget figures on Expenses and Receipts – carried.
Motion by Bodish, second by Royer to approve first reading of 2011 Budget – carried.  

Motion by Royer, second by Bundra to approve appointment of Kirk, Summa & Co. LLP as Independent Auditor to audit the 2010 books – carried.    
Motion by Bodish, second by Royer to change budgeted line items of Landfill Maintenance in amount of $10,000 and Dumping Fee in amount of $20,000 and change to line item of Truck Fund, all in Sanitation Budget – carried.
Motion by Bundra, second by Bodish to deny additional fee of $3,500 for revisions to contract documents and assisting in re-bid process for fire building upgrades as submitted by Liberty Engineering – carried.

Motion by Bundra, second by Bodish to approve police, fire, health and building inspector reports – carried.
Motion by Royer, second by Bodish to accept treasurer Sandra Gyecsek’s report for October, 2010 as presented to council – carried.

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Motion by Bundra, second by Bodish to counter Zayo offer with counter offer of $300 per month with 3% escalator at each 5 year anniversary and cover all borough administrative expenses including attorney and engineering – carried.
