92nd Council

Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Pres. Mann.  In attendance were Bodish, Miller, Piskula, and Royer.  Attorney Lisa Pereira was in attendance for Solicitor Preston.  Mazur, Schin and Mayor Milander were absent.   Pres. Mann led pledge of allegiance.
Minutes from regular meeting of October 13, 2009 were approved as presented to council by secretary -  carried.  
Hearing of persons present:  
Mel Procanyn, 7 S 8th St., regarding two items on agenda, first re: Amanda request, was barrel for interior or exterior of building and is this a nonprofit organization; second re: budget, will audience have another hearing of persons present at end of meeting to comment on first reading of budget.  Mann stated budget will be read by department totals and asked council opinion on second hearing of persons present, members okay with same, added to agenda.
Reading of correspondence:  
Judy McGinley re: reappointment to Coplay Library Board until 12/31/12.
Robert Hauke, Jr. re: reappointment to Coplay Library Board until 12/31/12.
Coplay Recreation & Welfare Assn. re: Holiday program.  
Tax Collector Jeffry P. Deutsch re: request for exoneration from 2009 per capita taxes.
Amanda Kesselring re: permission to place container for coats at municipal building.

Christine Mann re: reappointment to Coplay Planning Commission until 12/31/14.
At this time, Miller questioned how often does Planning Commission meet.  Secretary responded meet only as needed.  
Mayor was absent, no report.  
Solicitor reported Health Board Ordinances ready for discussion at December workshop, copies will be submitted to borough office for distribution.
Engineer report was read by Royer, Schreiber Avenue project substituting flow able fill instead of stone base at additional cost of $1,000.  Piskula questioned reason for fill change.  Royer responded better support with flow able fill as opposed to stone base.
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Royer reported PWD Pavelko conducted interviews for Klement replacement, recommends hiring Kyle Reaser at Klement’s current rate, polled members to approve hiring as of 11/6/09 as emergency need, motion on agenda this evening for same.  Housing Committee report, continuing Certificate of Occupancy inspections of apartments in Zone A.  Questioned Helman on status of inspections.  Helman responded @ 1/3 inspections complete with ¾ of all apartment owners contacted, another 1/3 awaiting appointment confirmation.  IRT report, next workday scheduled Saturday, 11/14/09 on Whitehall section at trailhead pavilion and next meeting on Tuesday, 11/17/09 at 7 PM in Whitehall.
Schin was absent, no report.

Miller reported floors will be stripped and cleaned, not doing rugs at this time to stay within budget.  Chief Genovese contacted about DVR for security system, cameras in good working condition, due to DVR only five are recording, new DVR will cost approximately $3,000 could be taken from capital reserve and be approved at December meeting.  Mann stated finance committee will meet for approval and recommendation on same.  Miller questioned Treasurer Gyecsek as to two checks written from Capital Projects account in amount of $8,876.00 per Treasurer report.  Treasurer Gyecsek responded one check to URDC for payment of Comprehensive Plan, they send monthly bill and second for Liberty Engineering for engineering work on fire station from earlier in year, they had not sent bill previously as thought project was ongoing, but since no further action, submitted bill.
Bodish read October, 2009 health report.  Only one restaurant not complying with health inspector inspection upgrades, however grocery portion only will remain open.  
Mazur was absent, no report.  
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Piskula read October, 2009 fire report, 61 incidents year to date.  Read Fireman’s Relief Association report, balance as of 10/31/09 is $13,763.03, very good.  Attended POM program, congratulations to Joyce Long for receiving Outstanding Service to Community award and to Dennis Gery for receiving Volunteer of Year award for work on feral cat committee.
Mann read prepared statement re: budget.  Proposed 2010 budgets includes a 1.2 millage increase in the general fund and 0.1 millage increase in Emergency Services taken from Loan Account 0.1 millage decrease and no increase of garbage fee.  Department totals as follows: Administration $134,025; Tax Collection $34,100; Borough Buildings or Property $62,200; Library $15,500; Streets $222,484 which includes $60,000 for road construction @1.1 mills; Recreation $88,650; Miscellaneous $335,800 includes workers compensation and health insurance, capital reserve, an increase of $20,000 for employee health insurance and an increase of $38,000 for capital projects loan payment; Police $334,707; Health $7,470; Emergency Services budget is 1.2 mills total – Fire $60,280; EMA $4,500; General Fund Receipts $1,247,358; Loan Account expenses $29,400; State Fund expenses $74,514; Garbage $340,142.  Royer stated $60,000 included in budget for road construction of 7th Street however cost at $144,000 including full amount would increase millage additionally.  Miller questioned capital projects loan was to be used for street improvements why included in budget, also stated hard to vote as first time seeing proposed budget.  Mann responded only first reading, no numbers set in stone.  Miller questioned if all members received copy of 2009 budget.  Mann responded should have from beginning of year, but did include with 2010 proposed packets to all members.
Unfinished Business:  None.  
New Business:

Motion by Bodish, second by Miller to approve use of auditorium by Coplay Recreation & Welfare Association for annual Holiday program on Wednesday, December 9, 2009 beginning at 6:30 PM – carried.  

Motion by Bodish, second by Royer to approve Monday, December 21, 2009 at 6 PM as meeting date for final approval of 2010 budget – carried.
Motion by Miller, second by Royer to authorize Secretary to advertise special meeting on December 21, 2009 for final budget reading.  Also to advertise Ordinance setting tax rate for 2010 and Resolution adopting budget figures on Expenses and Receipts – carried.
Motion by Miller, second by Bodish to approve first reading of 2010 Budget.  Miller asked for roll call vote.  Bodish – yea, Mazur – absent, Miller – nay, Piskula – yea, Royer – yea, Schin – absent, Mann – yea.  Roll call vote resulted in 4 yeas, 1 nay, 2 absent.  Motion carried.
Motion by Miller, second by Piskula to approve hiring of Terence Kuchera as temporary employee, effective October 20, 2009 at rate of $14.12/hour until return of Joseph Roguski – carried.  Piskula questioned if pay would be retroactive to October 20, 2009.  Secretary responded yes.
Motion by Royer, second by Bodish to approve hiring of Kyle Reaser as temporary full time employee, effective November 6, 2009 at rate of $14.12/hour until return of Patrick Klement from short term disability – carried.
Motion by Piskula, second by Miller to approve police, fire, health and building inspector reports – carried.  

Motion by Royer, second by Miller to accept treasurer Sandra Gyecsek’s report for October, 2009 as presented to council – carried.

Mel Procanyn, 7 S 8th St., what is total millage and breakdown of same.  Mann responded General Fund 10.5 mills, emergency services 1.2 mills and loan account 0.5 mills for total of 12.2 mills.  Procanyn questioned current rate for garbage.  Mann responded $260.00 for regular household.  

As there was no additional business, motion by Bodish, second by Royer to adjourn meeting into executive session for discussion of lease negotiations at 7:30 PM.  May reconvene for motions if necessary.

Pres. Mann reconvened meeting at 7:50 PM.  Additional motions as follows:

Motion by Bodish, second by Royer to authorize solicitor to make changes to lease addressing square footage for storage area from 900 to 650 square feet also basement area to a limited common area and authorize solicitor to move forward on transfer agreement.  Roll call vote: Bodish – yea, Mazur – absent, Miller – nay, Piskula – nay, Royer – yea, Schin – absent, Mann – yea.  Roll call vote resulted in 3 yeas, 2 nays, 2 absent – motion carried.
As there was no additional business, motion by Miller, second by Bodish to adjourn meeting until next workshop on Tuesday, December 1, 2009 at 7:00 p.m. and regular meeting on Tuesday, December 8, 2009 at 7:00 p.m.
