Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Pres. Bodish.  In attendance were Burker, Groller, Leiner, Luckenbach, Royer and Sodl.  Mayor Bundra and Solicitor Preston were also present.  Pres. Bodish led pledge of allegiance and a moment of silence was observed for Veteran’s Day.
Minutes from regular meeting of October 14, 2014 were approved as presented to council by secretary – carried. 
Hearing of persons present: 
Dan Smith, 35 N Ruch St., thanking borough for nice job taking care of issue at Echo Alley and Ruch Street; commends public works department.  Would like to have Mr. Leiner and Mr. Luckenbach resolve problems and same should be left outside of council; should continue to work together to improve Coplay.
Reading of correspondence:  
Janet Eisenhauer re: reappointment to Coplay Library Board.
Peter Mercadante re: reappointment to Zoning Hearing Board.
Chris Schmidt re: reappointment to Park & Recreation Board.
Mayor Bundra had nothing additional to report, report given at workshop meeting.
Solicitor Preston requested executive session regarding possible litigation at Carpenter property and 52 North 2nd Street property.
Engineer was absent, no report.  
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:
Sodl read Code Enforcement/Health Inspector report for October, 2014, 3 health permits issued with 4 new complaints, 24 ongoing and 9 resolved.  Leiner questioned if property located at 160 South Front Street is on report.  Sodl responded yes.
Royer reported normal operations in property; received additional quote for carpet installation at rental house from Home Depot @ $1,700.00, will proceed with same; and has received 1 applicant as possible tenant.
Burker reported last night’s Park & Recreation Board meeting was well attended, board is regrouping to again submit denied grants and will also be submitting additional grant in conjunction with Planning Commission for civic plaza.  Senator Boscola and Representative McNeill have promised support and help with grant submissions.  Planning Commission and Park/Recreation Board looking to tie in plaza with upcoming 150th anniversary celebration.  Received some concerns from residents of Cherry Street re: speeding with repaving, discussed with Chief Genovese, same is properly signed at 20 mph, police department will watch regularly.  Regarding new public works director Paul Boyle; most residents noting all employees are working together with no issues.  Also, thank you received from American Club of Coplay, event held at their pavilion on same date as paving, traffic was rerouted and event went well.  Leiner commented some residents will hold on to issues, whether improvement or not; so far delighted with new public works director.  Regarding Park & Recreation meeting, likes excitement of group and must continue to work on grants.  Pres. Bodish stated PWD Boyle is progressing.  Leiner questioned Burker if pool numbers report will be forthcoming and will public works employee hours worked.  Sodl responded logs are always available for any council member to review in office, still working on preparation of report with log sheet information.
Groller read first reading of proposed 2015 budget.  Millage will increase by .3 mills to total of 4.39 mills due to annual pay increases, uncertainty of health insurance increase, purchase of new dump truck, heating system and generator upgrades in the municipal building, continued road construction and currently no revenue in rental home; without the millage increase a deficit of $30,000 would be showing in the general fund budget.  The .3 mill rate increase results in an approximate increase of $42.00 per household.  The proposed budget by department is as follows: Administration $136,710.00, Tax Collection $33,300.00, Borough Buildings $82,020.00, Streets $285,550.00, Recreation $69,400.00, Miscellaneous $411,400.00, Police $410,117.00 and Health $6,850.00; using an opening balance of $140,000.00 and Receipts of $1,321,863.00.  Total General Fund Receipts are 
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$1,461,863.00 and Expenses are $1,435,347.00 leaving a balance of $26,516.00.  Library millage will remain at 0.38 mills for total receipt and expense of $70,400.00 – these funds go directly to Library upon receipt.  Emergency Services millage will remain at 0.38 mills; utilizing opening balance of $8,000.00 and Receipts of $94,775.00 with Fire expenses of $101,050.00 and EMA expenses of $1,700.00 leaves balance of $25.00.  Loan Account has been paid in full and account is closed.  State Fund receipts of $94,300.00 which includes cash balance of $24,000.00 and expenses of $81,400.00 leaving balance of $12,900.00.  Sanitation Fund will also see an increase of $10.00 per household, from current rate of $260.00 to $270.00.  Total expenses in sanitation are $395,820.00 and receipts of $401,850.00 leaving balance of $6,030.00.  Copies of the proposed budget were given to all members, please review and contact with questions.  Pres. Bodish asked for any questions after the first reading, there were none.  Sodl thanked Groller and Secretary Gyecsek for their work in preparing the budget.
Bodish reported Cherry Street work is complete and should be below bid price.  Borough departments will be closed on Thursday and Friday, 11/27 and 11/28 for Thanksgiving holiday; garbage will be collected Monday and Tuesday, with recycling on Wednesday and no leaf collection that week.  In discussions with North Catasauqua, looking to exchange their street sweeper for our use with our crack sealer for their use.  New dump truck has been placed in service, what does council want to do regarding old dump truck, put same out to bid.  Secretary will place same on December workshop agenda for discussion by members.  TrimLine was contracted in August to remove two trees on South 3rd Street; should be completed next week.  Sodl commented cooperative work with North Catasauqua is good for borough, should do more of same.  Pres. Bodish stated also speaking with Catasauqua regarding cooperative use of equipment and we already work with Northampton.

Motion by Groller, second by Royer to approve Monday, December 15, 2014 at 6:30 pm as meeting date for final approval of 2015 budget – carried.  
Motion by Leiner, second by Sodl to authorize Secretary to advertise special meeting on December 15, 2014 for final budget reading.  Also to advertise Ordinance setting tax rate for 2015 and Resolution adopting budget figures on Expenses and Receipts – carried.
Motion by Groller, second by Leiner to appoint Kirk, Summa & Co., LLP as Independent Auditor to audit the 2014 books – carried.
Motion by Sodl, second by Burker to authorize $25,000 of budgeted line item Sanitation – Landfill Maintenance be moved as follows: $15,000.00 to line item Sanitation – Truck Payment and $10,000.00 to Departmental Project Funds for new garage – carried.
Building inspector report for October, 2014 read by Secretary.  
Motion by Burker, second by Luckenbach to approve police, building, fire, and health inspector reports – carried.
Motion by Groller, second by Burker to accept treasurer Sandra Gyecsek’s report for October, 2014 as presented to council – carried.
