           92nd Council

Meeting called to order at 7 p.m. by President Mann.  In attendance were Bodish, Mazur, Miller, Piskula and Royer as well as Chief Genovese and Chief Buskaritz.  Schin, Mayor Milander, and EMA Coordinator Keller were absent.  Pres. Mann led pledge of allegiance.
Hearing of persons present:  
Anne Killeen, 32 S 4th St., questioned survey statements re: change of use to municipal building to apartments or businesses, can’t do at her home, why could municipal building?  Mann stated only in planning stages, asking questions of what residents would and wouldn’t want, just a survey, nothing final.  Killeen continued re: EMA vehicle parked to rear of building, has not been in use, why do we still have?  Mann responded EMA is vital department to community.
Mel Procanyn, 7 S 8th St., re: audit, will this be a qualified opinion or certified audit, they continue to only complete the state form?  Secretary responded state form is all that is required based on our size.  Procanyn questioned bank accepts this form?  Secretary responded same is forwarded to bank after completion, has not been questioned by bank or state.  Re: 2010 budget for tax collector salary, total with general and garbage is $41,000 salary, increased by $5,000 why?  Secretary responded, salary is commission based on monies received, due to millage increase his salary must increase accordingly, no change in actual percentage, just receipts.  Re: employee health insurance, increased to $110,000.  How many employees covered?  Bodish responded eight employees in general, three in sanitation; also, per agent, expecting 20% increase in health insurance, don’t know exact amount until bill received.  Miller added able to adjust budget until February 14.  Mann suggested Procanyn use open records request for additional information.
Sharon Geroulo, 3284 Scott Rd., Schnecksville, representing Pediatric Cancer Foundation, requesting use of pavilion on Saturday, March 20, 2010 for 8K run on IRT who have approved use of trail, will provide port o potties as understand pavilion will still be winterized, have secured Cetronia ambulance and fire police for traffic.  Mann questioned Chief Genovese any issues, responded none.  Mann questioned members, no comments on same, motion at regular meeting.

Cindy Miles, 3721 Crescent Ct, Whitehall, representing Lehigh Valley Steel Force Friend Chapter of National AMBUCS, Inc., requesting use of pavilion on Saturday, April 10, 2010 for 10K race on IRT who have approved use of trail, will also provide port o potties.  Using pavilion as start and end point of race and for AmTryke distribution which are modifiable tricycles to individuals with disabilities.  Motion at regular meeting.
EMA Coordinator Keller was absent, no report.

PWD Pavelko reported parkway leaves, etc cleaned up; repositioned light fixtures at cell tower; measured remaining curb cuts, cleaned up 38 S 4th street property (next door); Christmas lights prepared and ready, will be hung tomorrow; scheduled maintenance; pot holes; and signs.  Miller questioned if extra tiles available to repair area at back door.  Responded yes, however awaiting installation of new doors as current leak and would need additional repair, doors ordered and should be installed in January.

Chief Genovese reported Halloween parade went well, thanked Emmaus, Catasauqua, Hanover and Whitehall fire police for assistance.  Three vendors cited for not obtaining proper solicitor permits.  Received 2,614 complaints in 2008 with 141 crimes, amount of complaints will be up for 2009 however crimes currently at 135 to date, should stay about same.  New car received, lights installed, should be in service by end of week.  Decision needed on Tahoe, received offer of $2,000 from out of state firm, will check to make sure offer still valid and report to council.
Chief Buskaritz reported still awaiting word on submitted $15,000 grant.  All equipment is back at station; anticipating bringing Santa for Holiday program on 12/9 and Coplay Sports parade on 12/13.  Met with assistant fire chief of Wood Lawn fire company, submitting combined grant for two new trucks and cascade systems as only two fire departments in Lehigh County who provide this equipment.
Secretary reported all reappointments on agenda for regular meeting; next county COG January 12 at 12 pm; auditor appointment at regular meeting, last year of proposal from France, Anderson and Basile, will forward to committee for review for 2010; grant for street light project was not selected for funding; reorganization cheat sheets received from PSAB, copies to all members and incoming members, meeting will be January 4 with oaths of office at 6:30 PM and meeting immediately to follow, outgoing members should return ordinance books, also received newly elected officials training dates if any interest, will bring up in January as well; received info from Zayo Bandwidth, LLC re: additions/right of entry to TMobile site on building, same forwarded to solicitor, will have report at regular meeting; reminder, motion to approve DVR purchase at regular meeting; resolution needed to determine tax collector compensation prepared for regular meeting; Ordinance 781 updating handicap and no parking advertised and reviewed for regular meeting; solicitor asking if council would like his attendance at reorganization meeting, members responded yes, will notify of same; Ordinance received from City of Allentown, updating sewage and industrial waste procedures, prepared and submitted to solicitor for review, expect ready for January or February meeting; received letter from Engineer Stewart re: subdivision of Scheuermann property partially in Coplay and Whitehall, copies to all members, approved by Coplay Planning Commission, awaiting final approval from Lehigh Valley Planning Commission, will come before council for vote when received.
Problems/matters for discussion:  
Received Library Board policies with changes/updates as prepared by Attorney Harrison and updated by board should same be forwarded to committee for recommendation or all members.  Members agreed to review by administration committee for recommendation to rest of council.

Health Officer ordinances as presented to council by Borough Solicitor – not completed at this time, should have prepared for handout to members by regular meeting.
As of January 1, Engineer Stewart will be available to attend regular meetings of council, hourly rate will be charged for attendance.  Mann suggested he attend only when needed, as projects are initiated/completed.  Members agreed, secretary will notify of same.
Protective Safety Systems requesting use of municipal building and gym for training from Monday, 3/22 through Friday, 4/2/2010; 9/13-9/24/2010; 9/27-9/30/2010; 10/4-10/7/2010; 10/12-10/15/2010; and 10/18-10/21/2010 from 7 AM – 5 PM each day.  No discussion by members, motion at regular meeting.
Balliet Stadium agreement between Coplay Sports and American Legion Coplay Post No. 426 Baseball renewal for another year.  No discussion by members, motion at regular meeting.

Mayor Milander was absent, no report.  
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Royer reported normal operations in streets department.  Storm drain project at Hokendauqua in process; Schreiber Avenue completed.  Coplay Sports requesting use of borough truck on Saturday, 12/13/09 for santa parade.  No housing committee report.  IRT report, next public meeting Tuesday, 12/15 at 7 PM in Coplay.    
Miller reported floors cleaned, look very good.  Requested PWD Pavelko clean out store room.  Re: pavilion waivers – may need to start limiting this, cap how many, etc.  Suggests an increase in auditorium rental rate, currently $25/hour, with cost of electricity and heat this should be raised.  Supports motion for purchase of new DVR for security system.  Supports renewal of Balliet Stadium agreement with Coplay Sports and Legion.  
Bodish will report at regular meeting.  

Mazur reported recycling efforts good.  Comprehensive Plan meeting last night, thanked committee for support of same.  Next meeting will be PUBLIC meeting hosted by Coplay Planning Commission on Wednesday, January 20 with meet and greet at 6:30 PM and meeting start at 7 PM at American Club Pavilion.  At last meeting, residents showed want to keep this building and not purchase General Supply property, with this information committee has three options prepared for discussion.  Option A – police and borough hall new building at Cherry Street property and borough garage remains at 4th Street; Option B – police and borough hall new building at Cherry Street property, borough garage and community center on General Supply property, and abandon 4th Street property and building; Option C – police and borough hall remains at 4th Street building with major renovations and new borough garage at Cherry Street.  Encourages all residents to attend this important meeting.
Piskula read November, 2009 Fire report.  Year to date incidents 68.  Questioned Chief Buskaritz is this up or down from 2008?  Chief Buskaritz responded down from 2008, however more in line with previous year incidents.
Mann reported line item changes for 2009 budget of $9,091 from performance grant to Garbage Truck money market and $10,000 from landfill maintenance to Garbage Truck money market; both in garbage fund.  No discussion by members, motion at regular meeting.  Second reading of budget at regular meeting.
Hearing of persons present:  
Anne Killeen, 32 S 4th St., re: Zayo additions to cell tower, make sure someone following up on this.  Re: IRT races, set up committee to create guidelines/rules, etc.  Could concession stand at pool be opened to sell food, make money?  Maybe some type of charge split between IRT/Coplay/Whitehall, insurance information, etc.  Miller questioned Bundra if Coplay and Whitehall named as insured on insurance; IRT commission will have to check on same.

Authorize Secretary to advertise reorganization meeting to organize the 93rd council and vote on resolutions to set up the 93rd council.

Approve renewal of agreement between Coplay Sports and Legion Baseball for 2010.
Approve Resolution #1317 setting compensation for Tax Collector.
Approve second reading of budget.

Approve Ordinance #781 re: no parking and handicap parking spaces.
