Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by President Bodish.  In attendance were Burker, Groller, Leiner, Luckenbach, Royer, and Sodl, as well as Mayor Bundra, Police Chief Genovese, Fire Chief Buskaritz and PWD Boyle.  EMA Coordinator Buskaritz was absent.  Pres. Bodish led pledge of allegiance.
Hearing of persons present:
Anne Killeen, 32 S 4th St., questioning if council will have a representative or two who will keep residents updated on progress when Coplay/Northampton Bridge is closed for repairs.  Pres. Bodish responded, no start date has been provided by Lehigh County at this time.  Ms. Killeen continued, concerned that new bridge design includes sidewalk only on one side, will not be wide enough to allow bicycle traffic, which is extensive,  and pedestrian traffic to pass easily; same should be passed on to County and bridge design team.  
PWD Boyle reported cut out asphalt at Cherry Street and Chamber Alley for Grace Industries paving project, installed and removed flags for Veteran’s Day, hot asphalt on South side of Lehigh Street to Front Street and crack sealed – 13 ton used, handicap sign installed, hot asphalt at Echo Alley and Ruch Street and crack sealed – 1 ton used, crack seal work on Center from 4th to 6th – Coplay from Saylor to Ruch – Ruch from Chestnut to Catherine – and Oak from Ruch to 8th all product used, installed new battery and kill switch on F750, installed new truck bed on F350, Christmas pole lights prepped for install, trees and putz at building set up, removed old carpet and padding from rental for new carpet to be installed 12/8, routine ground and building maintenance, routine boiler maintenance and daily ash removal.  Cherry Street paving project is complete, preparing cost to install security wall in borough office by public works employees, unable to correct lot at CFC due to weather will have to wait until spring.  During recent snow, new plow went down sending same out to be fixed under warranty.  Northampton bucket truck down, Whitehall allowing us use of theirs to install holiday lights on poles 12/3.  Thanked council for allowing public works off 12/25 and 12/26, will work all day on 12/24.  Invited to attend luncheon re: use of juvenile probation to complete projects in borough, plan on attending same.  Leiner questioned date of luncheon.  PWD Boyle responded 12/17.  Sodl stated himself and Burker plan to attend with PWD Boyle, requests Secretary Gyecsek RSVP for all.  Mayor Bundra added same is good event, have utilized on IRT and can be good savings for our community.
EMA Coordinator Buskaritz was absent, no report.  
Chief Genovese reported in November, 2014 received 125 total incidents with 1 arrest, cleared by exception, 15 traffic arrests, 5 written warnings and 10 parking tickets issued.  Received new animal control contract from Sanctuary at Haafsville for 2015.  Questioned Leiner if Feral Cat Committee is still available for cat control with a positive response.  Chief Genovese will request acceptance of feral cats be removed from agreement and same changed to accept only dogs at cost of $110 each or $150 each if emergency situation with a cap for year of $600.00.  In 2014, 2 dogs at cost of $100 each were picked up.  Recommends council approval of 2015 agreement.
Fire Chief Buskaritz reported 8 calls for November, 2014, total of 84 calls for year to date.  Two FEMA grants submitted for updated cascade system and new truck.  Upcoming events include Santa at fire station on 12/6; Alex Meixner fundraiser at American Club of Coplay Pavilion on 12/7; and will be included in Coplay Sports Santa Parade on 12/14.
Secretary reported copy of list of possible vendors/bills suggested by borough office to review for online or automatic bill pay to all members, please review and respond with any concerns by 12/15 special meeting, there are 30 vendors on list, would like to implement as of January 1, 2015.  All Ordinances and Resolutions for special meeting have been reviewed by solicitor and advertised; police pension $0 contribution, millage rate, budget and garbage fee.

Discussion of any problems/matters:

Request received from Coplay Sports for use of borough pick up/lift gate truck in Santa Parade on 12/14.  No questions by members, motion at regular meeting.  
1996 Dodge Dump Truck – discussion on amount of minimum, sealed bid.  Secretary stated no Blue Book value for dump trucks, checked online for same year and make with results in $8,000 - $10,000 range.  Truck does need clutch, new tires and 4WD does not engage, also frame has been welded, however mileage is only 32,113 and has been garage kept; working Myers plow would be included.  Royer suggested minimum bid of $5,000.00.  Sodl commented should not give it away or we should just keep it, agrees with $5,000 minimum.  Burker, Groller, Leiner and Luckenbach also agree with $5,000 minimum.  No further comments by members, motion at regular meeting.
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Renew lease of Balliet Stadium for 2015 with Coplay Sports and Legion Baseball.  Sodl questioned if insurance information was received from both parties.  Secretary reviewed information, Coplay Sports in effect 12/10/2013-12/10/2014, normally receive insurance certificate automatically; and Legion Baseball insurance policy period from 5/21/2014-5/21/2015; will follow up if new insurance information is not received.  No further questions by members, motion at regular meeting.

Pres. Bodish asked for any other items for discussion.  None.

Mayor Bundra reported copy of latest safety meeting minutes to all members, committee is recommending reduction in cell phones in exchange for purchase of 3 new hand held radios.  Police #31, Borough office, sanitation truck driver and Scott Weller cell phones can be eliminated for yearly savings of $1,440; new hand helds would cost $1,200.00.  Attending 12/3 dinner with representatives of LaFarge and other local Mayors plan to request support for D & L trail section from 329 to connect to IRT and kilns restoration.  On 12/4 at 10AM attending ribbon cutting at new daycare on Chestnut Street, any council member invited to attend to show support of new business.  Also on 12/4 @ 2pm meeting with Engineers evaluating kilns for Lehigh County, previously attended Planning Commission meeting who will support kiln restoration project, will bring all information regarding kiln restoration to council for approval; @ 3:30 pm Communities That Care meeting; and @ 6:30 pm annual Tree Lighting and Concert.  IRT report, next meeting 12/16 at Coplay, thanked Mr. Royer for chairing this Commission in 2014.  Regarding the bridge project, County is well aware of need to keep us informed of progression.
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Sodl congratulated Mayor Bundra on reduction of cell phones in exchange for purchase of hand held radios, only requests PWD Boyle be in charge of distributing appropriately.  Leiner agreed not just spending additional funds for purchase is good.  Sodl thanked Chief Genovese and Chief Buskaritz for working with him to understand what they do over this past year and appreciates their work and dedication.  
Royer thanked PWD Boyle for organization of crew.  Carpet to be installed at rental on 12/8, contacting possible renter.  HSA re: new heating system will be in this month and public works looking to install security wall in borough office.  Sodl questioned rental house, being used for income? Is it an asset? What was purpose of this purchase?  Pres. Bodish stated home was purchased @ 6 years ago with intent to tear down and expand garages, renting until such time as expansion became imminent.  Sodl questioned if time to reassess.  Pres. Bodish agreed to reassess, suggests creating committee to gather information and review same, bring back to council for discussion and decision.
Burker reported next Park & Recreation Board meeting 12/8; currently working to increase list of park projects and civic plaza project.  Receiving questions from residents regarding 150th anniversary celebration coming up in 2019.  Pres. Bodish responded developing committee for this purpose of council and residents; 100th anniversary was very large event.  Burker commented resident Al Recker would like to be included in committee.  Burker continued Planning Commission members working to complete civic plaza project for anniversary celebration.  Pres. Bodish questioned re: civic plaza, who is responsible for snow removal from sidewalks and grass cutting.  Secretary will review easement and report to Pres. Bodish on same.  
Groller reported normal operations in finance.  Pres. Bodish questioned if health insurance information received.  Groller responded met with representative from Brosky Insurance this date, awaiting answers to questions, may have need to change insurance line item in budget for good (i.e. lower), should have final  information to report by regular meeting.  
Bodish reported normal operations in sanitation, collections have been heavy, requested Secretary prepare tonnage report for review.  Borough office will be closed 12/24 and 12/25 for holiday; with public works closed 12/25 and 12/26.  Thanked public works crew for good work on installing new bed on lift gate and good work on first snow plowing of season.  
Hearing of persons present:
Anne Killeen, 32 S 4th St., intersections at 2nd & Chestnut and 2nd & Center are bad, should be reviewed for road work; very bumpy.  
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Mel Procanyn, 7 S 8th St., is property for civic plaza at 2nd & Chestnut Street covered under liability insurance.  Secretary responded same was forwarded to Brosky for inclusion in policy.
