Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by President Mann.  In attendance were Bodish, Groller, Mazur, and Royer as well as EMA Coordinator Keller, PWD Pavelko, Fire Chief Buskaritz and Police Chief Genovese.  Bundra, Piskula and Mayor Milander were absent.  Pres. Mann led pledge of allegiance.

EMA Coordinator Keller stated report will be prepared and read at regular meeting.
PWD Pavelko reported property and storm drain clean up of leaves and branches, flags put up and removed for Veteran’s Day, vehicles prepped for winter snow work already one call out, exit signs and front porch light replaced at library, roof leak at fire department building sealed, fence repaired at Saylor Field, holiday street light decorations prepped for hanging tomorrow, putz and outside tree set up, prepped garbage truck for auction, bikes and truck to auction, four yards of flowable fill used in North 2nd Street ditch, ¼ ton of cold patch used on potholes and 3-4 street signs replaced with a few remaining to complete.
Chief Genovese reported police department good, minor equipment issues.  Four additional officers certified for speed checks, traffic regulator equipment used to determine speed problem on Chestnut Street, officers watching area and issuing citations.  Yearly mandates due in January and February for each officer must now be paid by municipality, Chief’s Association looking at possibility of completing same online in the future to lower costs.
Chief Buskaritz read November, 2011 fire report, 5 calls for month, 86 incidents year to date.  Santa arriving on Fire Truck for Thursday’s holiday program.  Requests listing of vehicle insurance coverage for all fire vehicles, i.e. collision or just liability coverage.  Lettering on Chief’s vehicle not complete, will continue to update.  
Secretary reported Certificate of Appreciation for Jerry Deutsch and American Club members as requested by Bundra is prepared, motion at regular meeting.  Ordinances and Resolutions for Special Meeting have been advertised and ready for vote.  Date of Reorganization meeting, per PSAB, is Tuesday, January 3, 2012 at 7 PM as Monday is considered holiday.  We have received less than 15 calls from residents about no longer mailing newsletter, of these only two have requested mail/drop off, all others will pick up, these businesses have agreed to have so far: Borough Building Lobby, Library, Paulie’s Restaurant, Sam Owen’s, News Agency – any other suggestions, let office know.

Renew athletic field use license agreement between Legion Baseball and Coplay Sports for 2012.  No questions or comments by members, motion at regular meeting.
Planning Commission held public hearing on proposed zoning ordinance, recommending zoning ordinance be considered and approved by Borough Council.  Council must now hold public hearing after 45 days, recommend February 7, 2012 workshop.  Members agreed with date, secretary will advertise meeting.
Mayor Milander was absent, no report.  

Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Royer reported normal operations in Streets department.  Committee met to review street opening restoration fees with a change to degradation fees based on age of roadway; less than 2 years old $100 per square yard, less than 4 years old $90 per square yard, anything 5 years or older is $80 per square yard with a minimum two square yard fee.  These changes will be included in fee schedule update to be done in February.  Coplay Sports is requesting use of truck for Santa parade on Sunday, December 11, motion needed at regular meeting.  CWSA report, system tested by outside company for infiltration, findings of second best system ever tested, very satisfied with findings.  Received additional CDBG funding for Route 22 project.  To date, 4,864 inspections are completed, discussions ongoing as to consequences for those not complying with request for inspection.  There will be a $5 minimum rate increase for 2012.  
Mazur read November, 2011 police report.  175 incidents for the month, with 19 traffic complaints, 29 parking tickets and 4 arrests.  Reminder to be careful with increased traffic in borough during holiday season.
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Piskula was absent, no report.
Bodish reported normal operations in recycling and sanitation.  Final yard waste/leaf collection will be Friday, December 16 and tree collection will begin on December 30.  There are no collections on Friday, December 23; Monday, December 26; and Monday, January 2 due to holidays.  1990 Garbage truck did not sell at auction, committee is reviewing options to get rid of the truck.  Roy Bigley was injured outside the job and is out, Terrence Kuchera replacing him at $12.50/hour after discussion by committee, motion needed at regular meeting.  Requests motion at regular meeting to move $20,000 from line item Landfill Maintenance in 2011 budget to Garbage Truck money market fund.  No questions by members regarding motions.
Bundra was absent, no report.  
Groller reported fence at Saylor Field was repaired by public works employees and new playground equipment was purchased and installed at Tot Lot and is ready for next spring.
Mann reported second reading of 2012 proposed budget will be at regular meeting.
