Meeting called to order at 7 p.m. by President Mann.  In attendance were Bodish, Bundra, Groller, Mazur, Piskula and Royer as well as PWD Pavelko, Police Chief Genovese and Fire Chief Buskaritz.  Mayor Milander and EMA Coordinator Keller were absent.  Pres. Mann led pledge of allegiance.
Hearing of persons present: 
James Hahn , 124 N 6th St., applying for open appointment on CWSA board.  Mann asked for questions from members.  Groller questioned reason for interest in position.  Mr. Hahn responded served as officer at Coplay American Legion Post for 25 years, last open appointment submitted application, not chosen, believes experience in fiscal management would be relevant to position.  Piskula questioned relationship to Chair of CWSA; responded none.  Piskula questioned relationship to outgoing board member Mr. Raysely; responded friends for some time.
Karl Korsak, 108 N 8th St., applying for open appointment on CWSA board.  Mann asked for questions from members.  Piskula questioned relationship to any member of current CWSA board; responded none.  Groller questioned reason for interest in position.  Mr. Korsak responded previously involved in community as volunteer firefighter for 15 years, with Christ The King School athletics for 15 years while children attended, children now in college, current member of Civil Service Commission and wants to again get involved with supporting community, would keep best interests of Coplay as member of CWSA.
Elizabeth Graver, 2030 Tilghman St., Suite 202, Allentown re: Coplay Saengerbund request to council to pursue noise Ordinance for Saengerbund to follow instead of LCB guidelines, reviewed previous discussion at November regular meeting.  Mann asked for questions by members.  Piskula questioned if decibel meter needed, would same be purchased by Saengerbund; responded yes an appropriate device would be purchased.  Bundra questioned noise level of music is at issue; responded correct.  Groller questioned if Saengerbund will take care of any expenses incurred by Borough in enactment of Ordinance; responded yes.  Bodish questioned where decibel meter would be kept; Chief Genovese responded same would be kept in dedicated middle shift vehicle.  Bundra questioned loudness of motorcycles as they leave premises and possible inclusion in ordinance; Attorney Graver stated Saengerbund cannot be held responsible for motorcycles ridden by patrons and loudness of same; Bundra agreed.  Attorney Graver continued could include noise made by foot traffic however Saengerbund is looking at alternatives such as policing same with security or off duty officers, open to suggestions.  Bodish questioned Chief Genovese re: motorcycle noise.  Chief Genovese responded would need separate Ordinance for Motor Vehicles to cover same, state does not regulate this type of noise in any way.  Bundra stated patrons should be more aware and concerned that same is residential area.  Mazur stated Borough cannot tell people they cannot ride motorcycles.  Kevin Frey of Saengerbund explained decibel levels, etc. same investigated online.  Chief Genovese questioned if there were any ordinances that could be used as guideline.  Attorney Graver stated contacted LCB, however they will not release any previous ordinances they have approved for guidance, LCB attorney did stated approximately ¾ of ordinances use “reasonable” and ¼ use actual decibel levels.  LCB is mainly concerned that the Noise Ordinance will be enforced by local authorities.  Members agreed to motion to proceed with update of noise Ordinance.
Beverly Miller, 40 N 5th St., agrees with Mazur statements re: motorcycles.  Commitment to Family and Community still using Coplay Fire Company in advertisement in Morning Call, same is against lease.  Why no movement by council on this?  Also, received letter from resident on Coplay Fire Company and Ambearle family, same read.  And, Mr. Hahn stated did not know Mr. Schreiner of CWSA, can’t believe that would not know who Chair was, answer to question was evasive.  
EMA Coordinator Keller was absent, no report.  
PWD Pavelko reported more than 1 ton of cold patch used for November, Coplay Sports water line project at field house was repaired and is complete, full day of set up for Tree Lighting, most of month spent working on 38 South 4th Street house, prepping trucks for snow, received skid control delivery today, continued leaf cleanup at parkway and borough building and continued signage work, plans to change lighting at flag pole awaiting gate combination.  Bundra questioned black netting around pole needs to be replaced.  PWD Pavelko stated will remove same and purchase new for installation prior to next baseball season.  Mann questioned installation of Christmas lights on 2nd and Chestnut Streets.  PWD Pavelko stated will be hung tomorrow.  
Chief Genovese reported working with PWD Pavelko to update traffic control signage, stop signs, street signs, speed limit signs, making same more visible and adding reflective material.
Chief Buskaritz read November, 2010 fire report, 11 incidents for the month, with year to date incidents at 65 which is average.  On Sunday, December 12, fire department will be taking part in Coplay Sports Santa Parade.  
Secretary reported currently all members and mayor receive PSAB Borough News magazine, same up for renewal, are all still interested in receiving?  Members responded yes.  Ordinance #788 amending the police pension plan for additional benefits obtained through contract negotiations has been reviewed and approved by solicitor, same is advertised and ready for passage at regular meeting.  Ordinances and Resolutions for special meeting will be advertised Thursday and ready for passage, all were reviewed and approved by solicitor.   
Discussion of any problems/matters:

Boards & Commissions – Received request for reappointment from John Schwartz to Board of Appeals; received request from Seth Hoderewski interested in appointment to Parks & Recreation Board; received resignation letter from James Semler from Coplay Library Board; and received letter of resignation from Thomas Bauer from Zoning Hearing Board.  Previously received letters of interest from Karl Korsak and James Hahn for appointment to CWSA.  No discussion by members, motions at regular meeting.   
Received request from Protective Safety Systems to use municipal building and gym on the following dates in 2011: March 21 – April 7; September 12 – October 28 from 7 AM – 5 PM daily.  No discussion by members, motion at regular meeting.
Athletic Field Use License Agreement between Borough and Legion Baseball and Coplay Sports for 2011.  Bundra questioned Health License and waiving of same should be added to agreement.  Mann stated will waive by motion as health license is renewed, no need to add to lease.  No further discussion by members, motion at regular meeting.
Mayor Milander was absent, no report.  
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Royer reported normal operations in Street Department.  Rick Bundra currently out 6 weeks due to surgical procedure.  Coplay Sports is requesting use of borough truck during Santa Parade, same to be driven by Royer.  7th Street Storm Sewer project has been completed; discussed with CWSA and as same was clean water infiltration issue and will protect sewer lines from same, CWSA board approved payment of $16,000 to Borough for completion of this project.  Requests letter be sent thanking CWSA for same.  Housing Committee, have finally received final update to Business Privilege License/Operating License form, copies to all members, requests motion at regular meeting to approve same.  
Mazur thanked council and residents for patience with new work schedule, glad to be back.  Read November, 2010 traffic report.  Stated, be careful during holiday season and watch traffic.  Recently saw special on motorcycle gathering, bikers and police worked together to keep things controlled with very good success, same can happen here.
Piskula reported received contract for 2011 animal control services from Liz Jones, no longer with Peaceable Kingdom, will be done through The Sanctuary at Haafsville.  Cost has increased from $70 per dog to $100 per dog, same questioned, received response increased to what other municipalities are charged and as we had only one dog picked up for 2010, increase is not unreasonable.  Spoke with Catasauqua currently using Lehigh County Humane Society and have budgeted almost $16,000 for animal control.  Recommends approval of this contract with motion at regular meeting.   
Bodish reported sanitation committee met, agreed on purchase of 29 yard garbage truck.  Truck will be purchased through Horwith at cost of $111,718 and body through Merkin at cost of $73,360, both are COSTARS contracts and do not need to go through bidding process.  Once ordered will take approximately 90 days for both body and truck to come in with additional week to mount body.  Total cost will be $185,078.  Received financing from First National Bank of Palmerton, 10 year loan with 5 year fixed rate of 3% in amount of $135,000.  Committee fully expects to pay loan within 5 years.  Requests motion to purchase and approve financing at regular meeting.   
Bundra stated requested Fire Chief Buskaritz review fire report.  Plumbing upgrades at fire building have begun.  Questioned Property Chair Groller if Bundra could check on upgrades at fire building and make sure same is going well.  Groller agreed.  Attending first fire department meeting next Monday.
Groller reported Lions have completed community project at Legion Baseball Stadium for 2010, may complete more projects at this location in 2011.  Re: Coplay Sports water line thanked PWD Pavelko and John Urban for work on same.  38 South 4th Street work should be completed shortly.  
Mann reported minor changes to 2011 proposed budget of County Assessment received and updated which did not change any expense or receipt numbers in General Fund.  Also, increase needed in Sanitation Fund health insurance from $35,000 to $43,000, changing the expense total to $348,070 and leaving a balance of $1,130.00.  No other changes to budget.  Motion needed to approve second reading of budget at regular meeting.  Also, requesting motion to move $40,000 from 2010 Streets Department Road Construction line item in budget to escrow account for use in 2011 toward 7th Street repaving project at regular meeting.   
At this time Piskula stated received information prior to meeting that ad run by Commitment to Family and Community as Coplay Fire Company breakfast with Santa will run again in Wednesday Morning Call.  Mann requested Secretary obtain copy of same.
