Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Pres. Bodish.  In attendance were Burker, Groller, Leiner, Luckenbach, Royer and Sodl.  Mayor Bundra and Solicitor Preston were also present.  Pres. Bodish led pledge of allegiance.
Minutes from regular meeting of November 11, 2014 were approved as presented to council by secretary – carried. 
Hearing of persons present: 
Janet Eisenhauer, 242 S 2nd St., Pres. Coplay Library Board, just wanted to take the time to Thank all of council with their support of Library; many changes have occurred over last year in order to meet the needs of residents.  Grants were submitted and some additional funding received.  Pres. Bodish thanked Ms. Eisenhauer for her work at Library, many improvements.  Sodl credited Ms. Eisenhauer for keeping board together toward common goal, commends her for dedicated work.  Leiner agreed.
Reading of correspondence:  
Christine Mann re: reappointment to Coplay Planning Commission.
Mayor Bundra stated report given at workshop meeting.  Added, has attended latest Planning Commission and Park & Recreation Board meetings to discuss importance of these boards support re: restoration of kilns by Lehigh County.
Solicitor Preston reported Carpenter decision appealed, awaiting hearing date.  Borough has been named as an additional defendant in a slip and fall incident occurring at Giant, information was submitted to borough’s insurance carrier.
Engineer report was read by Secretary Gyecsek re: Cherry Street Reconstruction, recommending payment to Grace Industries, Inc. in the amount of $64,666.82.
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:
Sodl read Code Enforcement/Health Inspector report for November, 2014, 1 new complaint, 23 ongoing and 8 resolved.  Chief Genovese is requesting motion to transfer $7,000 to Departmental Projects Fund in anticipation of mandates for body cameras, etc. and transfer $750 from Fire Department budget to Departmental Projects Fund for purchase of new dumpster, same was ordered but will not be received until 2015.
Royer reported normal operations in property; carpet has been installed at rental house, awaiting phone call from possible interested tenant.  
Burker reported requesting $3,500 in 2014 budget for shade trees be transferred to Departmental Projects Fund as vendor has still not been in contact for trees that were scheduled to be removed by 11/1.  Park & Recreation Board meeting held last night, moving forward on numerous projects and partnering with Planning Commission on civic plaza; meeting was well attended.  Email received from Cherry Street resident Terri Holderman requesting lines be repainted at CFC parking lot.  Pres. Bodish responded lines were not painted as work to repair lot was planned, but has been put off due to weather, will have to wait until spring.  Burker continued, attending juvenile probation luncheon along with Sodl and PWD Boyle next week to determine if juveniles can be utilized for work in borough.   
Groller read second reading of proposed 2015 budget.  Page 1 – no change, page 2 – no change, page 3 – change to Miscellaneous, Health Insurance, decreased by $12,000.00 changing total for Miscellaneous to $399,400.00 and change to page total of $816,367.00, page 4 – total expenses changed to $1,423,347.00 and increase in balance to $38,516.00, page 5 – no change, page 6 – no change, page 7 – Sanitation, Health Insurance decreased by $1,000.00 resulting in total expenses change to $394,820.00 and new balance of $7,030.00.  Groller asked members if there were any questions regarding overall budget or changes.  No questions or comments by members.  Groller continued, borough office is requesting $2,000.00 excess in Solicitor Fees be transferred to Departmental Projects Fund for purchase of new storage and organization files or a new computer.
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Bodish reported borough office will be closed 12/24 and 12/25 and public works will be closed 12/25 and 12/26 for holiday.  Requesting $11,000.00 remaining in Streets road construction line item in 2014 Budget be transferred to Departmental Projects Fund for payment of retainage fee for Cherry Street which will not be due until sometime in 2015.

Motion by Royer, second by Leiner to set minimum bid price of $5,000.00 for 1996 Dodge 1 ton Dump Truck and to request sealed bids on same to be received by January 6, 2015 at 3 pm and opened on January 6, 2015 at 7 pm, council workshop meeting – carried.
Motion by Burker, second by Luckenbach to renew lease of Balliet Stadium with Coplay Sports and Legion Baseball for 2015 – carried.
Motion by Luckenbach, second by Leiner to reappoint Janet Eisenhauer to Coplay Library Board with term ending 12/31/2017 – carried.
Motion by Groller, second by Royer to reappoint Peter Mercardante to Coplay Zoning Board with term ending 12/31/2017 – carried.  
Motion by Burker, second by Groller to reappoint Chris Schmidt to Coplay Park & Recreation Board with term ending 12/31/2019 – carried.
Motion by Leiner, second by Burker to reappoint Christine Mann to Coplay Planning Commission with term ending 12/31/2019 – carried.
Motion by Burker, second by Royer to approve purchase of 3 hand held radios for use in public works department.  Leiner questioned there will be no cost for this purchase.  Sodl responded 3 radios will be purchased utilizing funds saved by reducing borough cell phones by 4.  Sodl questioned Mayor Bundra that no additional radios will be purchased for public works without council approval.  Mayor Bundra responded, that is correct.  No further questions or comments by members – motion carried.
Motion by Leiner, second by Sodl to approve The Sanctuary at Haafsville as animal control provider for stray dogs for 2015 – carried.
Motion by Sodl, second by Burker to authorize $3,500.00 from Gas and Oil, $1,500.00 from Computer and $2,000.00 from Miscellaneous Items in the 2015 Police Budget be moved to Departmental Projects Fund – carried.
Motion by Sodl, second by Royer to authorize $750.00 from Insurance in 2014 Fire Department budget of Emergency Service Account be moved to Departmental Projects Fund for purchase of new dumpster – carried.
Motion by Sodl, second by Burker to authorize $2,000.00 from Solicitor Fees in 2014 General Fund – Administration budget is moved to Departmental Projects Fund for purchase of storage/organization files and/or new computer – carried.
Motion by Groller, second by Burker to authorize $3,500.00 from Shade Trees in 2014 General Fund – Recreation budget is moved to Departmental Projects Fund for removal of shade trees.  Sodl questioned if there is listing of trees to be removed.  Secretary responded yes, on file in borough office.  Leiner questioned if tree at 10 South 3rd Street is on schedule to be removed.  Secretary responded yes, should have been removed, however contractor has not completed requested work.  No further questions by members – carried.
Motion by Groller, second by Leiner to authorize $11,000.00 from Road Construction in 2014 General Fund – Streets budget is moved to Departmental Projects Fund for payment of remaining retainage for Cherry Street Road Construction – carried.
Building inspector report for November, 2014 read by Secretary.  
Motion by Sodl, second by Burker to approve police, building, fire, and health inspector reports – carried.
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Motion by Groller, second by Royer to accept treasurer Sandra Gyecsek’s report for November, 2014 as presented to council – carried.
