Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Pres. Bodish.  In attendance were Burker, Groller, Leiner, Luckenbach, Royer and Sodl.  Mayor Bundra and Solicitor Preston were also present.  Pres. Bodish led pledge of allegiance.
Minutes from regular meeting of November 12, 2013 were approved as presented to council by secretary – carried. 
Hearing of persons present: 
Zack Fowler, Attorney with Gross McGinley representing Joan Jacoby, requesting any information to the extent possible can be given regarding the executive session on administrative search warrant.  If executive session is regarding Ms. Jacoby, would like opportunity to have conversation regarding borough’s concerns, business card with contact information was given to Pres. Bodish.
Anne Killeen, 32 S 4th St., regarding building of additional garage to be situated in area between rear of municipal building and library; property at 38 S 4th St. was purchased by Borough for this purpose, adding on to current garage.  Traffic pattern with garage situated between building and library would not work, prepared diagram with current and new buildings along with photograph of area, copies of same to all members.  Also, borough hall is old and has problems with security, should be looking to replace this building before building new garage.  Pres. Bodish responded just beginning process, setting aside some funds for potential future project, no final plans in place.

Mayor Bundra reported at January 6, 2014 reorganization meeting DJ Halal will be present to swear in new council members for 95th Council at 6:40 pm prior to meeting start of 7 pm.   
Solicitor Preston had nothing to report.  
Engineer was absent, no report.  
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:
Sodl read health inspector and code enforcement report for November, 2013, 5 new code enforcement complaints received with 33 ongoing and 15 resolved.  Following up on Feral Cat Committee, questioned Leiner as to when council committee could meet with Feral Cat Committee, along with Mr. Helman, to discuss current issues and determine course of action to correct issues.  After several dates and times were discussed, all agreed upon Thursday, December 19 at 7 pm in council chambers.
Royer reported normal operations in borough buildings.        
Burker stated nothing additional to report since workshop meeting.  
Groller reported normal operations in finance.  Second reading of budget included two additions per Solicitor, on page 1 the 0.38 mills approved by voters for Library must be added to total millage, however 3.71 mills remains tax rate for general fund.  Also, on page 4 separate Library receipts and expenses lines added, both in amount of $70,400; all tax money received will be turned over to Library every month as it is received.  This amount is estimate based on 95% of taxes received due to reasons of early payments, late payments, etc., however all monies received will be transmitted to Library.  No further changes were made to budget.  
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Bodish reported borough office will be closed Tuesday, December 24 and Wednesday, December 25 while streets and sanitation will be closed Wednesday, December 25 and Thursday, December 26, no changes to garbage collection, however recycling pick up will be Friday.  Received updated number of outstanding garbage fees from Tax Collector as follows: 2006 had 1, now 0; 2007 – 5 to 4; 2008 – 7 to 6; 2009 – 9 to 8; 2010 – 17 to 15; 2011 – 26 to 22; 2012 – 64 to 58; and 2013 – 120 to 82.  Sodl questioned with UGI replacing so much pipe and tearing up roads, need to keep track and make sure we have recourse if streets are not repaired properly.  Pres. Bodish stated very aware of situation, plans to watch same carefully.  Pres. Bodish stated also received complaints from residents regarding properties selling trees, cars, flea market items, etc. along Chestnut Street, pulled copies of Business License issued by Tax Collector, unsure if Zoning issue or business license issue or if all is in compliance.  Solicitor will review both ordinances and prepare opinion for council on same.

Motion by Groller, second by Royer to approve use of auditorium by Protective Safety Systems from April 28 to May 16, 2014 and from September 8, to October 30, 2014 – carried.
Motion by Sodl, second by Leiner to approve renewal of athletic field use agreement for 2014 with Legion Baseball and Coplay Sports – carried.
Motion by Burker, second by Sodl to reappoint John Schreiner to Coplay-Whitehall Sewer Authority with term expiring on 12/31/2018 – carried.
Motion by Burker, second by Leiner to reappoint Faye Schreiner to Coplay Library Board with term expiring on 12/31/2016 – carried.  
Motion by Groller, second by Leiner to reappoint Jane Gillespie to Coplay Library Board with term expiring on 12/31/2016 – carried.
