93rd Council

Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Pres. Mann.  In attendance were Bodish, Bundra, Groller, Mazur, Piskula, and Royer.  Solicitor Preston was also present.  Mayor Milander was absent.  Pres. Mann led pledge of allegiance.
Minutes from regular meeting of November 9, 2010 were approved as presented to council by secretary – carried.  
Hearing of persons present:  
Mel Procanyn, 7 S 8th St., three questions, re: Ordinance 789 and 0% contribution for police officers to pension; would like balance of fund according to last audit.  On 11/12/10 letter sent by Pres. Mann to Commitment to Family & Community, same read.  Mann asked what is question.  Continued with letter and statements, no questions asked.  Mann stated five minutes up, please sit down.
Reading of correspondence:  
John Schwartz re: reappointment to Board of Appeals.

Seth Hoderewski re: appointment to open position on Parks & Recreation Board.

James Semler re: resignation from Coplay Public Library Board.

Thomas Bauer re: resignation from Zoning Hearing Board.

Protective Safety Systems re: use of municipal building and gym in 2011.

Joseph Roguski re: letter of resignation.

At this time Bundra questioned who is council liaison to Park & Recreation Board.  Secretary stated had been Chair of Property & Recreation, since board needed members, have not had any meetings, no need for liaison.  Mann questioned if there is an age limit to be on Board.  Solicitor unaware of same.  Secretary stated three additional members needed for full board.
Mayor Milander was absent, no report.  

Solicitor had no report.  
Engineer was absent, no report.  
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Royer reported normal operations in street department, preparing vehicles for snow removal.  Coplay Sports Santa Parade postponed until Sunday, December 19 will be using borough truck.  7th Street storm sewer project and UGI work on 7th Street is complete, paving in spring.  CWSA inspected approximately 1,490 homes to date, estimated there were 3,000 – 4,000 homes to be inspected.
Mazur thanked council and residents for patience during absence, able to attend meetings due to current work scheduled.  Read traffic and criminal reports for November, 2010.  Stated hope for safe holidays to all and residents should contact police department if any suspicious activities are noted.
Piskula read November, 2010 Health report.  Re: health insurance, rates obtained from other brokers, unable to change due to contractual obligations.  Cost will increase approximately $1,800 per month for coverage in 2011.  
Bodish questioned Piskula what increase by percentage the $1,800 increase is.  Piskula stated approximately 15% increase.  Bodish reported leaf collection ended last Friday, due to holiday recycling will be on Wednesday, December 22 and Thursday, December 30 over next two weeks.  Tree collection will begin on Friday, January 7 through Friday, January 21, 2011.  Due to consistent amount of recycling tonnage and receipt of more than $10,000 in performance grant funds, committee will be meeting to discuss possible mandatory recycling in borough.  Thanked Joe Roguski for years of service to borough.  Requested Secretary advertise in Whitehall-Coplay Press to fill this position.  

Bundra read November, 2010 fire report.  65 incidents year to date, down from totals of 2009.  Upgrades at fire building work going slowly as three separate contractors involved, will continue to monitor progress and advise council of same.  Joint Safety Committee report, met with public works employees on December 8, and next Joint Safety Committee meeting scheduled for Wednesday, December 22, very pleased with committee to date.  IRT report, next meeting Tuesday, December 21, at Coplay, for 2011 Coplay representative Donovan will Chair Commission.
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Groller reported received personnel manual from Librarian, however council previously passed a personnel manual for Library, will be reviewing both along with Library Board and look to combine into one version.
Mann had second reading of 2011 proposed budget, total real estate 12.2 mills.  Administration total $131,908.00; Tax Collection total $34,100.00; Borough Buildings total $73,400.00; Library total $16,000.00; Streets total $245,110.00; Recreation total $93,950.00; Miscellaneous, which includes insurances, total $349,539.00; Police total $348,005.00; and Health total $6,520.00.  General Fund Receipts opening balance $150,000.00 and Receipts total $1,175,042.00 for total available funds $1,325,042.00.  Received 2011 real estate assessment from County of $55,201,950.00.  Total expenses $1,298,532.00, leaving balance of $26,510.00.  Emergency Services Budget, Total receipts $68,300.00 and Fire expenses $62,680.00 and Emergency Management total $4,500.00 for total expenses $67,180.00, leaving balance $1,120.00.  Loan Account total receipts $29,530.00 and total expenses $28,300.00 leaving balance $1,230.00.  State Fund total receipts $76,500.00 and total expenses $73,871.00 leaving balance $2,629.00.  There will be no increase in the garbage rate for 2011, Sanitation budget total receipts $349,200.00 and total expenses $348,070.00, increased for health insurance, leaving balance $1,130.00.  Mann asked for any questions from council.  No questions or comments on budget.

Motion Mazur, second by Royer to appoint James Hahn to open position on CWSA Board with term ending 12/31/15 – Roll Call vote resulted in 4 yeas, 3 nays by Bundra, Groller and Piskula – carried.
Motion by Royer, second by Mazur to reappoint Charles Sodl to Coplay Planning Commission with term ending 12/31/15 – carried.    

Motion by Royer, second by Mazur to reappoint John Schwartz to Board of Appeals with term ending 12/31/15 – carried.   
Motion by Groller, second by Bundra to appoint Seth Hoderewski to Parks & Recreation Board with term ending 12/31/13 – carried.  
Motion by Groller, second by Mazur to approve use of municipal building and gym by Protective Safety Systems from March 21 – April 7, 2011 and September 12 – October 28, 2011 from 7 AM – 5 PM daily – carried.  
Motion by Groller, second by Bodish to approve renewal of athletic field use agreement for 2011 with Legion Baseball and Coplay Sports – carried.
Motion by Royer, second by Mazur to approve use of updated Business Privilege License/Operating License form by Tax Collector, Jeffry Deutsch – carried.   
Motion by Piskula, second by Mazur to approve animal control services be provided by The Sanctuary at Haafsville for 2011 at cost of $100 per stray dot – carried.  

Motion by Bodish, second by Royer to approve purchase of Garbage Truck from Horwith Trucking and Merkin Equipment at total cost of $185,078 through COSTARS and to pursue financing in the amount of $135,000 from the First National Bank of Palmerton for the purchase of the Garbage Truck – carried.
Motion by Royer, second by Groller to authorize $40,000 of budgeted line item Streets – Road Construction be moved to Escrow account for use in 2011 toward Seventh Street Paving Project – carried.

Motion by Bodish, second by Royer to accept resignation of Joseph Roguski from Borough Sanitation Crew effective December 8, 2010 – carried.
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Motion by Bodish, second by Mazur to authorize Solicitor to proceed with appropriate action relative to lease agreement with CFC – carried.

Motion by Groller, second by Mazur to approve police, fire, health and building inspector reports – carried.
Motion by Mazur, second by Groller to accept treasurer Sandra Gyecsek’s report for November, 2010 as presented to council – carried.
