           92nd Council

Meeting called to order at 7 p.m. by President Mann.  In attendance were Mazur, Miller, Piskula and Royer as well as Solicitor Preston, Chief Genovese and Chief Buskaritz.  Mayor Milander, Schin and Luckenbill were absent.    President Mann led the pledge of allegiance. 
President Mann thanked Mrs. Caciolo for subbing for Mrs. Gyecsek. 

Hearing of persons present:  
President Mann introduced Mr. Gary Ward , United Steel Workers of America. Re: a Resolution, currently endorse by 600 municipalities and several cities in PA. Asked that whenever feasible, we use American Made products for projects in the borough, consider passing a resolution showing support of this venture.  Mann asked if a Resolution needed to be advertised, Solicitor said, Not for a resolution… put on for Regular meeting agenda.
Joseph Bundra, 14 South 9th Street, question usage of loan money including purchasing the fireproof cabinet. 
Mel Procanyn, 7 South 8th Street, questioned grass calls to date, info given by assistant secretary, account numbers for loan, Mann directed him to fill out a Right-to-know request to ensure proper handling of info. 
Open Handicap Curb Cut Bids – read by assistant secretary:  CC Concrete - $49,000; C.A Luckenbach - $33,920; Advanced Excavating & Snow Removal - $51,576; AJ Trunzo Inc - $98,286.95; F.C Rohrbach - $49,755; Charles Herman Inc - $36,087; M. Hanna & Sons - $48,888.  Lowest is Luckenbach, forward to Laurie Moyer at County of Lehigh. 
Chief Genovese reported fireworks held Friday, went well, no problems, minor incidents, fights, one accident. Introduced Chris Beebe, for consideration as Training Officer; reviewed qualifications and experience. Question and Answer session followed with Mr. Beebe and Council Members. 
Chief Buskaritz reported 12 calls for last month, all equipment in good working order.  Requested repair to broken sign located in stone parking area. Mann forwarded to Royer, to be completed by Public Works.   
Problems/matters for discussion:  
Fee Schedule – mentioned change in excess garbage fee. Explained that currently, per incident; decide on set fee to enforce.  President Mann asked if committee could meet to discuss and forward decision for vote.   
Discussed Municipay – Credit Card payment option – question and answer session followed.  President Mann asked if there was interest Chief Genovese and Miller questioned.  Add to agenda for next week.

Shade Tree complaint – 436 Chestnut St – recommend removal, add to 2010 list?  Discussion followed, Royer asked how many were on list for next year?  Will look into it. 

Reports of Officers and Standing Committees 

Mayor – absent

Royer – projects complete except for Pear Alley, delay due to rain; details followed.  Housing Committee to meet and review Ordinances based on Comp Plan . IRT report, clean up day July 7/12 in Coplay, meeting 7/21 at 7 PM at the Trailhead Pavilion.  

Schin was absent, no report.

Miller reported additional guard needing approval Andrew Schleder, sub only. Reported that the pool is going well, slow start. Receipts better managed, Passes sales down, rainy weather has hindered this. Discussed changes to rates next year and return of free swim for final hour. 

Luckenbill was absent, no report.  

Mazur reported Thanks to residents for participation in Sneaker Recycling, final numbers not yet available. First Comprehensive Plan Meeting, report given next to be held 7/28, will open to the public following this meeting.  Discussed appraisal for General Supply property, cost of $2,500, requested approval to move forward with this. Lastly, 1991 Garbage Truck failing will need to look at replacing for next years budget.   

Piskula read EMA letter to Council stating name change for county dispatching and report on inspection from state. Mentioned inability to attend meeting with Fire Company; chief did attend, is report available from President?  Mann stated that this will be discussed in executive session.  Miller asked who attended, Mann gave list.  Also stated that somebody knocked on her door and said that the firefighters quit, explained situation.  
Mann questioned if Solicitor had report, stated none.
Mann had read letter received from Council member, Rachel Luckenbill, effective immediately, resigning from position.  Miller asked “usually something like this is stamped”, assistant secretary stated that it was not received in the office. Mann stated that it was at his seat with her key upon arrival. Also reviewed 3M grant availability for street signs and DEP Conservation Works program, energy efficient equipment to include furnaces or boilers, will monitor.  
Miller questioned our filing status for stimulus funding, questioned Chief Buskaritz. Buskaritz stated he had discussed it with secretary. Miller questioned follow up stating deadline was fast approaching. Assistant Secretary responded that because definitive plans for rehabilitation of current building were not available, we were unable to move forward. Miller asked about using plans for new building, was this acceptable, assistant secretary stated separated plans were necessary to explain both options in order to move forward.  Miller stated it was a shame we missed out on grant money because a decision was not made quick enough. 

Hearing of Persons present:

Joseph Bundra, a question to Mazur re: Comprehensive Plan, worked hard for grant money to pay for plan. Short funding expressed concerns, additionally bridge work to follow which will limit access.
