93rd Council

Meeting called to order at 6:00 p.m. by Pres. Mann.  In attendance were Bodish, Bundra, Groller, Mazur and Royer.  Piskula and Mayor Milander were absent.  Pres. Mann led pledge of allegiance.   

Minutes from regular meeting of December 13, 2011 were approved as presented to council by secretary – carried.
Hearing of persons present:

Mel Procanyn, 7 S. 8th St., believes money can be put back into general fund from tax collector salary by lowering percentage paid to tax collector, he is paid over 1% more than most other municipalities pay tax collectors in area, reduce to save up to $10,000.00.  Mann responded to concerns.   
Unfinished Business:   

Finance Chairman Mann reported no changes to proposed 2012 budget since second reading and asked for any questions from members.  Bundra questioned information stated by Mr. Procanyn regarding tax collector commission and asked Pres. Mann if commission can be changed at this time.  Mann responded not at this time.

ORDINANCE NO. 798
An Ordinance reducing pension contribution from Coplay Borough police officers to fund the Police Pension Plan to Zero (0%) per cent as authorized by actuarial study.
Motion by Mazur, second by Bodish to adopt Ordinance No. 798.  Roll call vote resulted in 6 yeas, 0 nays,1 absent.  Motion carried.
ORDINANCE NO. 799
An Ordinance setting the Real Estate rate for 2012 at 12.2 mills.  

Motion by Groller, second by Bodish to adopt Ordinance No. 799.  Roll call vote resulted in 6 yeas, 0 nays, 1 absent.  Motion carried.

At this time Bundra requested discussion on resignation of Mayor and process involved to appoint same, council has 30 days to appoint new mayor and wants to get things started.  Requested members review options of: appoint at January 10 regular meeting or appoint at special meeting anytime prior to January 30.  Mazur, Royer and Groller prefer special meeting while Bodish was okay with either.  Mann would rather have decision made by 94th council.  Continued discussion resulted in the following motion.
Motion by Mazur, second by Bundra to authorize Secretary to advertise to accept letters of interest for position of Mayor from January 1 to January 10, 2012 at 3 PM – carried.

As there was no additional business a motion was made by Bodish, second by Groller to adjourn meeting.
