Meeting called to order at 6:00 p.m. by Pres. Mann.  In attendance were Bodish, Bundra, Mazur and Royer.  Groller, Piskula and Mayor Milander were absent.  Pres. Mann led pledge of allegiance.   

Minutes from regular meeting of December 14, 2010 were approved as presented by secretary.
Hearing of persons present:

Mel Procanyn, 7 S. 8th St., two items; re: Resolution 1333, what is this.  Mann responded resolution sets garbage rate for 2011.  Procanyn questioned if rate was changing.  Mann responded no.  Re: Ordinance allowing 0% contribution of police officers to pension fund; should contribute to pension and what is current drawdown?  Mann responded spoke with actuarial, current balance is $1.234 million, 1996 was last year any contributions were made by officers and pension is fully funded.  Also, any monies paid into fund by borough are refunded through State Aid and do not cost taxpayers.

Finance Chairman Mann stated one change to last budget reading.  Received request from Fire Chair to increase Chief $500 and Assistant Chiefs $250 each in salaries, total of $1,000 will be taken from vehicle maintenance line item in budget and will not change total expenses or balance.

A Resolution establishing fees to deray the expense for collection and disposal of garbage, ashes and refuse for 2011.
